The next Frisco score would be another Wagner homer 
in the fourth. The ‘Riders plated another pair on a fielder’s choice and an Arturo 
Disla double for the five-run lead. Ian Moller went deep and Wagner collected 
his third round-tripper of the evening in the fifth. Amarillo ate into the deficit 
as Cristofer Torin lined one the other way for a three-run shot that put the 
home squad on the board. Junior Franco lined a double to the opposite field 
to plate two for Amarillo in the sixth and Demetrio Crisantes’ bases loaded 
walk saw the Soddies leave the sixth only trailing by one. With one away in 
the ninth, Gavin Conticello hit a game-tying solo homer to send the action 
to extras. Frisco scored twice in the 10th and two outs were quickly recorded 
in Amarillo’s final turn at-bat, but they were able to rally with an RBI hit from 
Franco. The Soddies were able to get the winning run to second, but Zach 
Bryant closed the door as Frisco defeated Amarillo, 9-8.

GRAN TORIN-O: Extending his season-long hitting streak to eight games 
(6/17-c) last night was Cristofer Torin where he is batting .333 (12x36) with 5 
XBH, 4 RBI, and an .879 OPS...each of his most recent three games have been 
two-hit efforts, making it the 8th time this season a Sod Poodle has posted three 
straight two-hit games...his four doubles during his hitting streak are tied for 
the most in the Texas League that span (6/17-c).
