LAST TIME OUT

The Baysox hit three homers en route to a 4-2 win over Akron on Wednesday night.
Dylan Beavers hit two homers and drove in three RBI while Anthony Servideo hit a
solo homer in the sixth. Seth Johnson gave up a solo homer in the first inning but com-
pleted four innings and did not walk a batter. Houston Roth and Levi Stoudt threw
two scoreless innings of relief with three strikeouts each and Keagan Gillies recorded
his fifth save of the season to give Bowie its second straight win.

ALL-STAR SAMUEL

C/1B Samuel Basallo, the Orioles 2024 All-Star Futures Game selection, is tied for
the 8th-most hits in the Eastern League (82). The No. 2 O's/ No. 12 MLB prospect has
the 8th-best OBP (.361) since May 1 (minimum 200 AB) and is the first teenager to
hit double-digit home runs in an Eastern League season since Vladimir Guerrero Jr.in
2018 (NH).

THE FABULOUS FABIAN

After hitting his 15th homer of the season on Tuesday, OF Jud Fabian is now the
Eastern League leader in home runs amongst active players and is one off sharing
the overall league lead held by Somerset's Agustin Ramirez, who is now with Triple-A
Scranton Wilkes-Barre. The O's No. 11 prospect has five career home runs vs Akron,
including three at Canal Park.

LEAVE IT TO BEAVERS

OF/1B Dylan Beavers registered his first multi-homer game of his career yesterday
with his 10th and 11th homers of the season, matching his season total from last year.
The Orioles No. 6 prospect homered for the first time since June 15 at Harrisburg. The
22-year-old has reached base in 63 of 78 games played in his second season with the
Baysox. He leads the team in walks (43) and stolen bases (20), tied for 4th-most and
5th-most in the Eastern League, respectively.

FEAR THE BEARD

Between Double-A Bowie and High-A Aberdeen, OF Matthew Etzel's 41 stolen bags
this season are tied for 10th-most in all of MiLB and 2nd-most in the Orioles system.
The first member of the O's '23 draft class to reach Double-A, Etzel has hits in 23 of
his first 29 starts at the level.

EXTRA ORDINARY

After collecting only 20 extra-base hits through the first 15 games in the month of
July, Bowie has collected a whopping 13 extra-base hits in just the first two games this
week in Akron, which is tied for the second-most in all of MiLB. 13 of the 18 hits in the
series have gone for extra bases. Nine different players have collected an extra-base
hit in the series.

Entering this week, the Akron RubberDucks own the best second-half record in the
Eastern League at 15-6. The RubberDucks have the best staff ERA in the Eastern
League at 3.22 and they are tied with Harrisburg for the most shutouts in the league
this season (12). Four of the Guardians top 30 prospects are on the RubberDucks ac-
tive roster - OF Petey Halpin (No. 15), LHP Parker Messick (No. 21), 1B CJ Kayfus (No.
27) and IF Dayan Frias (No. 28)

TODAY’S OPPOSING STARTER

RHP Austin Peterson makes his fifth start of the season for the RubberDucks. The
24-year-old has posted a 2.31 ERA through his first four starts at Double-A. Peterson
was promoted from High-A Lake County on June 24 after recording a 2.44 ERA in 85
innings with the Captains. He struck out 87 batters and walked only six. The former
UConn right-hander was drafted in the 9th round of the 2022 Draft by Cleveland.
