GAME INFORMATION

MAY 23 RECAP RICHMOND 5, BINGHAMTON I: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies dropped back-to-back
games for the first time this series in what was the lowest scoring game of the series against Rich-
mond. The Flying Squirrels scored all five runs in the bottom of the second inning as Brendan Girton
did not get through the inning surrendering seven walks across 2.2 innings pitched. Nick Lorusso
blasted his seventh home run of the year, his third of the series and his fifth over the last 10 games.
Both teams struggled with runners on base as Richmond left 11 on and Binghamton was 0-for-10
with runners in scoring position. Douglas Orellana, Saul Garcia and Gullio Zufiga did not allow a run
out of the bullpen.

ROAD THROUGH BINGHAMTON: OF A.J. Ewing, Mets' No. 2 prospect made his MLB debut on May 12, at Citi
Field, LHP Zach Thornton Mets' No. 13 prospect and No. 2 LHP made his debut on Wednesday night
(4.11P, 4 H, 4 ER, 2 BB, 3 SO) and OF Nick Morabito Mets' No. 11 prospect debuted against Washing-
ton on Tuesday night. Morabito came in at number one on Sports Center Top 10 for a spectacular
catch in left field. Ewing is the first Met ever to record a triple and a home run in any order as his first
two major league hits. The 21-year old played 251 games in the minors hitting .290 across all four
levels with 101 stolen bases. Thornton has pitched to a 3.16 ERA in seven minor league starts this
year. The 24-year old threw 6.0 shutout innings with Triple-A Syracuse on Friday with nine strikeouts.
In his MiLB career he has struck out 172 batters while just walking 41. Morabito hit .279 with 59 RBIs
for Binghamton last year and hit .253 over 41 games for Triple-A Syracuse this year. Thornton and
Morabito are now the 20th and 21st former Rumble Pony to debut since 2025, and are the ninth and
10th Binghamton players from the 2025 roster to debut (RHP Cameron Foster, RHP Anthony Nunez,
OF Carson Benge, RHP Jonah Tong, RHP Nolan McLean, RHP Alex Carrillo, RHP Jonathan Pintaro).
REIMER REASON: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 4 prospect is 10-for-33 (.303 AVG) with a 2 HR, and

4 2B and 9 BB over his last 9 games and is riding a 10-game on-base streak. Reimer chalked up his
fourth hit of the series last night (1-for-4), on Friday night went (1-for-4, R, 2B, BB), and went (3-for-3,
2R, 2 2B, HR, 4 RBI) performance on Sunday, May 17 against Somerset. He has six multi-hit games
over his last 16 games and seven all year. Reimer hit his fourth home of the season on May 17 which
was the go-ahead home run in the top of the fifth inning that later secured Binghamton the 10-7
win. Reimer is T-4 in the Eastern League with 12 2Bs. Reimer is hitting .221 through his first 37 games
(11 RBIs, 12 2Bs, 4 HR). Last season, Reimer hit .282 with 17 HR and 77 RBIs across 122 games with
High-A Brooklyn and Double-A Binghamton.

L0 KNDWS: INF Nick Lorusso on this two-week road trip 13-for-42, (309 AVG) 5 HR, 8 RBI, and three
multi-hit games. Lorusso has now blasted five home runs over his last 10 games. The 25-year old
holds an 12 game on base streak which leads all active players for Binghamton and his nine game
hit streak which was snapped on Thursday night was the longest for any Pony this year. Lorusso

has two home three in this series after his solo home run last night. This season he is slashing
.224/.281/.455/.736 with 7 HR and 18 RBI.

THE RUMBLE PEN: Binghamton's bullpen is 12-6 on the season with a 4.10 ERA across 189.0 innings
and have combined for 245 strikeouts, while the starters are 3-23, with a 6.02 ERA and have struck
out 187 batters in 14.0 less innings pithed. Over the last 24.0 innings the Bullpen has allowed 14
earn runs. Left-hander Felipe De La Cruz holds a 2.19 ERA over 12.1 innings pitched, left-hander
Jefry Yan has not allowed a run over his last 8.2 innings, right-hander Saul Garcia has 9 SO over his
last 6.0 innings pitched and left-hander Max Green has impressed in his first two appearances going
scoreless over 5.1 innings and just allowing two hits.

HIGH FLYING: The Richmond Flying Squirrels are off to an Eastern League lead 31-12 record and a
19-4 mark from their new stadium, CarMax Park. The 31-12 record .721 PCT is the second base in
MiLB behind Eugene Emeralds High-A San Fransisco Giants who are 34-10.773 PCT. Richmond
leads the EL in AVG (.291), H (425), 2B (99), 3B (15), RBI (272), OBP (.375) and OPS (.854). Bo
Davidson, Giants No. 7 prospect is slashing .277.333/.479/.812 for Richmond with 6 2B, 6 HR and
26 RBIs. after going (2-for-5, HR, 3 RBI) on Friday. 3B/1B Parks Haber, Giants No. 14 prospect is
slashing .340/.405/.620/1.025 with 6 HR and 21 RBI.

-Michael Collins, Binghamton's 19th manager all-time, is in his first season managing the Rumble Ponies and his first sea-
son in the Mets organization.

-Collins spent the [ast eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Die(rz?o Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17),
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17.

-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended.
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.

-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.

-Duncan has Major League coaching experience, after serving as the first base coach for the Los Angeles Dodgers for five
seasons from 2006-2010. He has spent time on various minor league staffs affiliated with the Dodgers and Chicago Cubs,
before joining the Mets organization in 2019.

-The former infielder played 12 major league seasons with the Dodgers, Cincinnati Reds, Philadelphia Phillies, New York
Yankees, and Toronto Blue Jays. He is a two-time World Series champion ('90 Reds and '96 Yankees), one-time All-Star (with
Philadelphia in 1994), and was part of the 1993 Phillies team that won the National League pennant. He was inducted into
the Dominican Republic Baseball Hall of Fame in 2008. He made his MLB debut for the Dodgers on April 9, 1975, at the
age of 22. Duncan finished third for the N.L. Rookie of the Year.
