Christian Scott Returns: Right-hander Christian Scott returns from the injured list tonight, and will make his
11th start at the Double-A level. The 23-year-old will make his first start since August 12 at Somerset. In his last
start, the Mets' No. 12 prospect allowed one hit over 6.1 scoreless innings with five strikeouts and no walks. He
set down 15 in a row at one point and Scott has a 2.67 ERA in 10 starts for Binghamton this season.

Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Hartford Yard Goats, 6-1, at Dunkin' Park on Tuesday
night in the series opener. The Ponies snapped their season-long seven-game winning streak. Jeremiah Jackson
had his first three-hit game with Binghamton and drove in the lone run with a sacrifice fly. The Ponies have won
13 of their last 16 games overall.

September Baseball: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies have built a five-game lead on Portland and six-game
lead over Reading for the second playoff spot in the Northeast Division behind Somerset. Binghamton is 1.0
game back of Somerset for first place in the second half in the Northeast Division. Binghamton has won 13 of its
last 16 games and 10 of its last 12 games.

JT Tees Off: First baseman JT Schwartz reached base three times on Tuesday in the series opener at Hartford
with a single and two walks. Schwartz had eight hits in last week's series against Harrisburg, hitting .364 with a
.391 on-base percentage, .545 slugging percentage, and .936 OPS. He drove in five runs, scored twice, and only
struck out once last week. Schwartz hit his fourth homer of the season and first at home on Sunday night. In 58
games this season, Schwartz is slashing .301/.379/.449/.828 with 45 runs batted in, 16 doubles, and four homers.
The 23-year-old homered twice in the series against Hartford at Dunkin' Park in late April.

Action Jackson: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson recorded his first three-hit game as a member of the Mets'
organization on Tuesday night in Hartford, with two singles and a double. He extended his on-base streak to 18
games. Jackson has reached base safely in 27 of his first 28 games with the Rumble Ponies and he's recorded a
hit in 16 of his last 18 games and in 20 of his last 24 games.

Baby Mets: All four '‘Baby Mets' and former Rumble Ponies were in the New York Mets starting lineup last night
for the first time in their careers. At Nationals Park against Washington, 23-year-old Mark Vientos (DH), 21-year-
old Francisco Alvarez (C), 23-year-old Brett Baty (3B), and 22-year-old Ronny Mauricio (2B) batted in order
from fifth to eighth in the lineup. They combined to go 5-for-13 with six runs batted in and five runs. With a
three-run homer last night, Alvarez joined Johnny Bench as the second primary catcher in MLB history with
20+ HR and 50+ RBI in a season at age-21 or younger. Mauricio singled in the eighth and is one of 11 players in
Mets history to begin his career with a four-game hitting streak.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season

with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Alvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staft members selected to be a part of the
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas.
