The Oklahoma City Baseball Club took a three
game to two series lead with a 12-3 win over the
Round Rock Express at Dell Diamond on Saturday
night. Oklahoma City starter RHP Elieser Hernandez
earned the win, tossing 5.0 innings that saw one
run, three hits and seven strikeouts. Round Rock
plated the night’s first run when 1B Andrew Knapp
launched a home run in the second inning and
made it a 1-O game. Oklahoma City hit the gas in
the fourth inning and scored eight runs to take an
8-1lead. The runs came on a combination of seven
singles, one walk, one sacrifice fly, two stolen bases
and one error. Six of the inning’s runs were scored
with one out recorded and all but one member of
the Baseball Club’s starting lineup crossed home
plate during the frame. The visitors extended their
lead to 11-1 when DH Kevin Padlo hit a solo home
run in the fifth inning and CF Andy Pages drove
home two runners in the sixth. Express C Sam Huff
launched a 444-foot home run that scored CF Elier
Hernandez in the bottom of the sixth inning and
made it an 11-3 contest. Oklahoma City added one
final run to their total as 1B Andre Lipcius went yard
in the seventh inning.

Express LHP Danny Duffy is scheduled to start for
Round Rock on Sunday. Duffy is preparing for his
first Triple-A start since 2017, when he was with the
Omaha Storm Chasers. The lefty is an 11-year Major
League veteran, all with the Kansas City Royals.
He owns a 3.95 ERA (514 ER/1172.1 IP) with 1048
strikeouts in 234 games and 204 starts in his big
league career. This season, Duffy has posted a 2.45
ERA (2 ER/7.1 IP) with five strikeouts and a WHIP
of 0.82 in four games out of the Express bullpen.

DYNAMIC (CATCHING) DUO
Express C Sam =Huff and 1B Andrew Knapp
provided two long balls on Saturday. The pair has
hit three home runs each, tied for the team lead
with INF Dustin Harris and current Texas Rangers
INF Davis Wendzel. Huff's home run last night
traveled 444-feet, making it the longest E-Train
big fly of the year. Knapp, a switch-hitter, launched
his first homer from the left side. His previous home
runs came as a right-handed hitter. Both Huff and
Knapp are riding four-game hitting streaks entering
today.

MOVING ON UP

Prior to Sunday’'s game, Round Rock welcomed
RHP Bryan Chi to the clubhouse. The 25-year old
was promoted from High-A Hickory. The Cuba
native has been in the Texas organization since
2022. Since beginning his professional career in
2023, Chi has posted a 3-3 record, with a 3.31 ERA
(19 ER/51.2 IP) with 60 strikeouts in 16 games and
six starts.

HERNANDEZ IS HERE FOR MORE
Texas Rangers RHP Jonathan Hernandez made his
fifth Major League rehab appearance on Saturday
night and tossed 1.2 innings of relief. He allowed
one run on three hits and two walks with three
strikeouts. The run he allowed was the first blemish
on his record this season. He was riding a four-
game scoreless streak prior to last night.
