
STALL BALL: RHP Garrett Stallings will take the ball for Nashville in Sunday's 
series finale against the Bats. Stallings has worked in seven games overall 
with Sunday being his fifth start of the season and third straight start. He's 
surrendered two or fewer runs in all but one appearance on the season, which 
came in his last road start in Charlotte on April 25th. Sunday will be his fourth 
career game against the Bats and he enters the game 0-0 with a 5.40 ERA over 
15.0 IP with 11 strikeouts and three walks against Louisville. 

NICE AND EDDY: Eddys Leonard recorded his second straight multi-hit game 
and fourth overall in seven games played in the month of May with a 2-for-4 
game at the plate in Saturday's loss to Louisville. He doubled for the third straight 
game and is tied for the team lead in two-baggers (9) along with Brock Wilken. 
Leonard ranks sixth in Triple-A this season with his .348 AVG and owns a 1.033 
OPS through 31 games, good for the fifth-best mark across the highest level of the 
minors, and ranks seventh in SLG (.607). He's got 13 multi-hit games to lead the 
club including 10 over his last 17 games dating back to April 17th. Leonard is hitting 
.441 (26-for-59) with four doubles, four homers, 16 RBI and 12 runs scored during 
the stretch and owns the third-best AVG in the minors during the span. Since the 
start of the 2021 season, he is tied for seventh in hits (611), sixth in doubles 
(136), and tied for fourth in XBH (245) across all full-season minor leaguers. 

STILL STREAKING: Brock Wilken extended his on-base streak to 27 consecutive 
games after drawing a walk to lead off the fifth inning Saturday night. His 27-
game on-base streak is the longest active streak in the International League by 
three games over Louisvile's Edwin Arroyo. The Brewers no. 21-rated prospect 
is also tied for the fourth-longest current streak in Triple-A, and tied for the 
fifth-longest in the minors. He is tied with Jon Singleton and Keston Hiura for 
the fourth-longest on-base streak by a Nashville player since the start of the 2023 
season and tied for the ninthth-longest for a Sounds player since 2005. Since 
beginning his streak on April 10, Wilken ranks T-5th in Triple-A with his nine 
doubles and is T-3rd with 20 walks. 

MULTI PRATT-NUM: Brewers no. 4-rated prospect Cooper Pratt matched his 
season-high with three RBI in the loss to Louisville on Saturday night. Pratt also 
posted three-RBI in a 5-1 win at Charlotte on April 26th. Pratt went 2-for-4 with 
his second Triple-A homer run of the season. After starting the series in Louisville 
0-for-11, Pratt now has a hit in back-to-back games and posted his sixth multi-hit 
game of the campaign. It was the 57th career multi-hit game for Pratt as well as 
the 23rd multi-RBI game and just the 16th time in his 270 career games with a 
multi-hit and RBI night in the same game. Pratt posted 25 multi-hit games with 
Double-A Biloxi during the 2025 season which ranked second on the team only 
behind Luis Lara (36).

EVERYBODY LOVES RAMON: Ramón Rodríguez made it back-to-back games with 
a multi-hit performance after going 2-for-4 with a RBI, walk, and two runs scored 
for Nashville on Saturday night. Rodriguez has played in just 20 games but is 
hitting .328 (22-for-67). His 22 hits on the year are tied for the third-most by any 
Triple-A player with 20 or fewer games played this season. 

LONG BALL LOGISTICS: Cooper Pratt's two-run home run in the top of the 
first inning on Saturday night was the 22nd the team has hit away from First 
Horizon Park this season compared to a league-worst nine home runs at home. 
The 22 road dingers rank tied for seventh in the International League. During 
the Statcast Era (since 2015) and the inagural season at First Horizon Park, the 
Sounds have hit 879 home runs on the road compared to just 578 at home (-301). 

TRIPLE, EH?: Jordyn Adams recorded triples in consecutive games played after 
hitting a pinch hit triple in game one of Thursday's doubleheader and again on 
Friday . It took just two games for Adams to tie Cooper Pratt (29 G) for the team 
lead in three-baggers. Adams, the former 17th overall pick in the 2018 MLB Draft, 
has 29 career triples, including 16 in Triple-A since the start of the 2023 season 
which ranks fifth among all Triple-A players over the span. Los Angeles Dodgers 
farmhand Ryan Ward leads the way in the category with 20.
