VEGAS, BABY, VEGAS!: The St. Paul Saints hit the road for Sin City this week, marking the furthest west the Saints have traveled 

in their club's history in either the Indy ball or Triple-A history dating back to 1993. The Saints last played a game outside of either 

the Central or Eastern time zones when they traveled to Cohen Stadium in El Paso in 2010, a three-game sweep for the Saints, that 

included two relief appearances from Frank Viola . The six-game series this week marks the Saints' first-ever games played at a 

Pacific Coast League stadium. Triple-A just implemented PCL vs International League crossover series last year, with the Saints 

hosting Round Rock (TEX). The Saints won the opening game at CHS Field before dropping the next five. Overall, International 

League teams are 24-30 (.444) vs the Pacific Coast League the last two years, including an 11-13 record in games played in PCL 

parks. The Iowa Cubs took four-of-six from the Aviators in Vegas from August 26-31 last season.

Hardest Hit Balls in Triple-A, Pitch-Tracking Era (circa 2023)

E-ROD WITH ANOTHER A-BOMB "OUTLIER": Outfielder and Twins No. 2 prospect Emmanuel Rodriguez  broke his own Saints 

record by crushing the hardest-hit ball in Saints history on Tuesday afternoon, an 118.3 mph line drive home run. It is the hardest hit 

ball in Triple-A this season, and second only to an Oneil Cruz 119.0 mph double on April 16 vs Washington in either MLB or Triple-

A this season. Despite sitting out Saturday and Sunday with an injured thumb, E-Rod has produced six of the top-30 hardest struck 

balls in Triple-A this season and 4 of the top-20.

MiLB Leaders by Team, Home Runs to Lead off an Inning

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After adding two more inning-opening blasts to their ledger on Saturday afternoon, the Saints still 

lead the International League in home runs to lead off an inning (see below). Kaelen Culpepper  (3), Orlando Arcia  (2) Alex Jackson 

(2), and Emmanuel Rodriguez (2) have all touched off for at least two home runs to lead off an inning each this year, with Culpepper 

twice leading off with home runs to start the day offensively for St. Paul. Culpepper is one of 13 hitters in MiLB with multiple "leadoff 

homers" (HR in 1st inning by a leadoff man); nobody in the minors or MLB has more than two.

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the year with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects, marking the most players 

listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise. Between Walker Jenkins , 

Kaelen Culpepper , Emmanuel Rodriguez , & Connor Prielipp , they touted four prospects on either the MLB.com or Baseball 

America Top-100 list to open the year, surpassing last year’s three. Gabriel Gonzalez  (7/10), Andrew Morris  (13/13), Marco Raya 

(18/21), and John Klein  (20/23) all opened the year in St. Paul, along with LHP Kendry Rojas  (10/8) on the injured list. RHP Ryan 

Gallagher  (19/22), OF Hendry Mendez  (12/14), and RHP C.J. Culpepper  (22/-) have all since joined the Saints mid-season.

BACK, BACK, GONE: Between Orlando Arcia , Kaelen Culpepper , Kyler Fedko , Emmanuel Rodriguez , and Gabby Gonzalez , the 

Saints are 2nd in Triple-A with five hitters that have slugged at least five home runs (only Louisville has more with six hitters that 

have eclipsed five homers entering Tuesday). The Saints are currently on pace to set a new team franchise record in home runs in a 

season and surpass 2023's total of 206. Fedko currently leads the Saints with 8 HR in 28 games this year.

BARREL ME, BLAZER: The Saints have produced some of the loudest contact in Triple-A this year, with St. Paul entering play 

Tuesday leading the level in "barrels," the optimal combination of exit velocity and launch angle, and rank top-3 in hard-hit rate:

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints belted two home runs and staked an early 7-0 lead to hang on in an 8-7 victory over the Iowa 

Cubs to clinch the series Sunday at CHS Field. With the Saints up 8-5 going into the ninth, an I-Cubs team that ranked second in 

the league in runs-per-game made it a tense finish. Christian Roa  didn't have his command out of the bullpen and proceeded to 

walk the first two batters before allowing a one out single to BJ Murray that cut it to a one run game. After allowing one more hit, 

Roa was lifted for Grant Hartwig , who coaxed a pop up out of the league's leading home run hitter Kevin Alcantara before hitting 

Chas McCormick and striking out Eric Yang with the bases loaded. It saved the day for a Saints team who led 7-0 after five. Jordan 

Wicks was battered around for six runs in 3.2 innings, capped by Ben Ross 's three-run homer, the first of his Triple-A career, in the 

third inning.Orlando Arcia  collected three hits and Ryan Kreidler  collected his second homer in two days.
