Mueth was also named the
Pitcher of the Year in the FCL. RHP David Matoma was the other Pirates representative on the list with the Pirates owning the most players recognized.

STAYING HOT: INF Keiner Delgado’s on-base streak came to an end at 17 games on Saturday night in game two of a doubleheader against Tampa. The 17-game
stretch was tied for the longest active streak in the Florida State League with Archer Brookman (LAK). Esmerlyn Valdez holds the longest on-base streak by a
Marauder this year at 19 games, doing so from April 24 - May 19. Delgado also held a nine-game hitting streak earlier this season, the longest by a Marauder batter.
Shalin Polanco’s (12 games) also came to an end in game two.

SECOND INNINGS IS OURS: This season, the Bradenton Marauders have scored 76 runs in the second inning. The 76 runs are the sixth-most in Single-A this
season and Tith-most among High-A and Double-A teams as well.

Top Prospects AMONG LEAGUE LEADERS: The Marauders hold three of the top nine home run leaders in the Florida State League, with Esmerlyn Valdez leading the way in
second with 19 longballs. Axiel Plaz is currently in fourth with 15 and Javier Rivas is in ninth with 12. Valdez is just one HR shy of tying league leader in Ariel Almonte
