The most notable 
names are 3rd round pick Luke Sinnard, working his way back from two 
elbow surgeries, and 5th rounder Nick Montgomery, the highest drafted 
position player for the Braves last year.

•	 CHUCKIN': The GreenJackets won with pitching last year, and that will 
likely be the case once again. Owen Hackman, Ethan Bagwell, and Jeremy 
Reyes are just a few of the young arms to watch out for this season under 
Elvin Nina's guidance.
