Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils remain home and finish a six-game series against the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, Double-A affiliate of the Toronto Blue Jays. It is the 	
12th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and last-of-12 games at FirstEnergy Stadium. The Fightin Phils won the first series between the teams 4-2 
from May 13-18. Reading heads to New Hampshire from Aug. 5-10. Reading leads the season-series 7-4.

Game 60 Recap
The Fightin Phils captured their third-straight win in a rain-shortened 7-4 victory over New Hampshire in seven innings. Chuck King started and navigated a 
three-run first inning to allow just three-earned runs over six innings, while earning a victory. Down 3-0 after one, Cade Fergus launched a two-run home run 
to cut the deficit to one. Reading then added two-more runs in the third to take the lead on a two-run double from Alex Binelas. After the Fisher Cats tied the 
game in the fourth, Reading platyed three runs in the bottom of the sixth to take the lead for good. Leandro Pineda gave Reading the lead with a single up the 
middle, then Luis Verdugo drove two home with a single to right field. The game was called with two outs in the top of the seventh, giving Reading the victory.

He’s Fergalicious
With home runs in back-to-back nights, Cade Fergus now leads Reading with seven home runs on the season. Between Reading and Lehigh Valley (AAA), 	
Fergus has clubbed 12 home runs this season. A mark that is second amongst Phillies minor leaguers, trailing only Otto Kemp, who had 14 before his call-up.

When There’s a Wil, There’s a Way
Wil Crowe turned in another spectacular start on Friday night, allowing one run on three hits over five innings, with seven strikeouts. Before Rob Brooks hit 
a solo home run in the fifth inning, Crowe had tossed 15.1-straight scoreless innings on the mound. It’s the longest scoreless-inning streak by a R-Phils starter 
since Ethan Martin went 19.2-straight scoreless from Aug. 16-Sept. 3, of the 2015 season. 

Flex on Them Felix
Felix Reyes continued his impressive week with three hits, two runs, a double and home run on Friday night. Through three games this week, Reyes is slashing 
.467/.529/1.133 (1.662 OPS). He’s added six runs, two doubles, one triple, two home runs and four RBI. With Keaton Anthony’s promotion to Triple-A, Reyes 
now leads the Fightin Phils in average, slugging percentage, OPS; and is tied for the team lead in home runs.

It’s Miller Time
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller continues to be a threat on the base paths. After two-more stolen bases on Wednesday night, Miller is alone in first place in 
the Eastern League with 24 stolen bases, three clear of second place. In the Phillies organization, Miller is second, behind Oscar Mercado, who has 25.

Binelas Brings the Boom
Alex Binelas’ strong week continued with a two-run double on Saturday night. This comes after he turned in the best game for Reading on Thursday night since 
signing with the Phillies on May 26. He had two hits, a run, his first Reading home run and a career-high five RBI. His five RBI marked the third time a Fightin 
Phil posted five RBI in a game this season. Over four games this week, Binelas is slashing .455/.533/.818 (1.351 OPS), with three runs, a double, home run and 
nine RBI. His nine RBI are the most in the Eastern League this week.

Beer, Beer, Beer
Seth Beer has turned it on as of late for the Fightin Phils after a home run, two runs and two RBI on Friday night. Following a stretch in which he went 0-for-27 
over seven games (May 23-June 3), Beer had followed that with a seven-game hitting streak from June 4-13. Over the hitting streak, Beer slashed .346/.379/.538 
(.917 OPS), with four runs, two doubles, one home run and four RBI. Beer remains on an eight-game on-base streak entering play Sunday.

Hammering Homers
After four-more home runs Friday night and one Saturday, the Fightin Phils lead the league in home runs hit since the start of last week (June 3) with 16 total. 
Reading’s four home runs on Friday night tied a season-high.

June 15, 1987: At Reading, in the longest game in Municipal Stadium history, Shane Turner hits a game-winning homer off the right field foul pole to give the 
R-Phils a 7-5 win in 18 innings.

Here Come the Cats
New Hampshire enters tonight with a 27-34 record, which is tied for fourth in the Northeast Division and 14.5 games out of first place. The Fisher Cats were 
home against Altoona last week and took five-of-six games, shutting out the Curve in the first four contests. After this week, New Hampshire hosts the Somerset 
Patriots. 

Pitching for the Fisher Cats
Righty Devereaux Harrison makes his 12th start of the season for New Hampshire. He’s 4-5, with a 4.85 ERA (28 ER, 52.0 IP). Harrison allowed two runs over 
five innings on Tuesday at Reading, with three strikeouts. Against Reading this season, Harrison is 1-0, allowing three-earned runs over 10.2 IP. Harrison went 
5-8, with a 4.65 ERA over 26 starts with New Hampshire last season. The 24-year old was a ninth round selection by Toronto in 2022 out of Long Beach State.
