CHAMPS!: With Sunday’s win over Hill City, the FredNats secured the Carolina League North’s First-Half title, the only first-half
championship in Fredericksburg history. The title is the first for the franchise since the Potomac Nationals' 2018 win, a roster that featured
many future Major Leaguers (and some current big leaguers rehabbing), including Juan Soto, Andruw Monasterio, Anthony Rendon, Ryan
Zimmerman and Adam Eaton.

YESTERDAY’S BREAKOUT: The FredNats" had struggled to score in the series leading up to yesterday, scoring just two combined runs in
the first four innings of games one through three. Yesterday the FredNat offense finally broke out, scoring a series high 12 runs, led by
homers from Dashyll Tejeda and Jordan Williams. A free agent signee from this offseason, Williams picked up the first four-hit game of his
career last night.

WEEKEND WARRIORS: The FredNats continue to be one of the best teams in the Carolina League this season on weekends, with a 17-3
record on Saturdays and Sundays this year. The FredNats have closed series especially well over the most recent stretch, having not lost a
weekend game since May 2 against Hickory.

HE'S FROM TEXAS | CAN TELL: So far in 2026, the FredNats have earned three Carolina League Player of the Week awards, with all three
being acquired from the Texas Rangers in the MacKenzie Gore trade. After two awards from Yeremy Cabrera earlier in the year, Gavin Fien
was named the Carolina League Player of the Week for Week 10, after going 9-18 with 15 RBI during the series with Hill City.

HISTORY WITH THE ‘BALLERS: The FredNats have played high profile games against Kannapolis before, with the Cannon Ballers a member
of the Carolina League since the 2021 restructuring of Minor League Baseball. The FredNats only title in team history since moving to
Fredericksburg came against Kannapolis, in a three game series win in 2024. That championship roster featured multiple current FredNats,
including Nick Peoples, Rafael Ramirez Jr., Johan Otanez and Travis Sthele, with Liam Sullivan rostered on the full-season injured list.

A RECORD BREAKING FIRST HALF: With playoffs already clinched, records are the next thing to play for in Fredericksburg. The 2026
FredNats have already set the Franchise record for first half wins since moving to Fredericksburg, when the Carolina League changed to its
current 132-game schedule with their 35th win. Now, the overall record for the franchise across all previous stops is the next objective, as
the Alexandria Dukes went 45-20 in 1982’s first half.

SHUTTIES: The FredNats picked up their sixth shutout of the season Tuesday, and their third over the last week alone. The six shutouts now
lead the Carolina League, trailing only Ft. Myers (Minnesota) in all of Single-A.

IN THIS SPOT BEFORE: Having dominated early this season, the FredNats have played five six game series which have been tied 2-2 after
four games. After dropping the first of such series to Hill City, the FredNats have won the final two games to take series wins in each of the
last four, fueling an eight series win streak.

THE FRIENDLY CONFINES: The FredNats have been the top team at home in the Carolina League this year, holding a 21-6 record in FXBG.
The FredNats also got off to one of their best starts overall and at home this season, beginning the year 12-1 at home.

DAYLIGHT: After a 1-2 start during the day, the FredNats are currently riding an 12 game win streak in day games this season.

ABOUT LAST YEAR: The FredNats finished last season at 65-64 overall, winning the North division’s second half title to advance to the
playoffs for the second straight year. The FredNats’season ended in a 2-0 series loss to Hill City in the Division Series.

FREDNATS BASEBALL NETWORK IS BACK: Once again, all 132 FredNat games this season will be broadcast live on the FredNats Baseball
Network, with Luke West Poley and Adam Gotkin beginning their first seasons calling the action in Fredericksburg. Home games are
broadcast on MiLB.tv and the Bally Sports Live App to go along with the audio-only stream at frednats.com/broadcast or the MiLB App.
For road games, the radio broadcast is available at the same link. In addition, all FredNats games preceeded by a 20 minute pregame show
and postgame coverage following each night of action.

A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back
to 1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...
the Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons
(1999-2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in Woodbridge, Virginia...the franchise has won
six Carolina League championships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Potomac Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014.
The franchise won its first league title as the Fredericksburg Nationals in 2024, defeating the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers and winning the
title at Virginia Credit Union Stadium. The franchise has appeared in the Carolina League playoffs in three out of the last four seasons.
