GAME INFORMATION

PONIES EXPRESS: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies capped of their 12-game road trip with a 2-1 win
over the Richmond Flying Squirrels to split the series 3-3. Binghamton was the first team to win two
games against Richmond at CarMax Park and the first team to split a series with the Squirrels. The
Ponies notched two come-from-behind wins, trailing 6-1 on May 17 @ Somerset to win 10-7 and
trailed 5-1 on May 19 to take down Richmond 10-7. Binghamton went 5-7 on the road trip.

POWER SURGE: On the 12-game road trip Binghamton entered a power surge, unloading 17 home
runs and nine against Richmond. The Rumble Ponies entered the road trip with 17 home runs the
entire season. Nick Lorusso led the offense 14-for-46 (.304), with six home runs and nine RBIs, and
homers in three-straight games to cap off the series. Against Richmond, JT Schwartz hit two home
runs, as D'Andre Smith, Eli Serrano Ill and Jose Ramos all tallied a homer against the Flying Squirrels.
AUSTIN AWAITS: RHP Channing Austin has been promoted to Double-A Binghamton after dazzling
in High-A Brooklyn to begin 2026. Over his eight starts in Brooklyn, Austin went 2-1 with a 1.17 ERA
across 38.1 IP. He ranks third in Minor League Baseball in ERA and allowed just five earned runs and
struck out 48 batters, while walking 22. Opponents hit .150 off of Austin. The 24-year old spent 2025
with St. Lucie and Brooklyn, pitching in 21 games and starting 11 with a 4.38 ERA. Austin went to
the University of Southern California and played with IF D'Andre Smith in 2022 and RHP Will Watson
in 2024. Austin signed as a non-drafted free agent with the Mets in July 2024. He started his college
career at the University of Virginia, pitching in two games for the Cavaliers in 2021.

REIMER REASON: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 4 prospect is 10-for-33 (.303 AVG) with a 2 HR, and
4 2B and 9 BB over his last 9 games and is riding a 10-game on-base streak. Reimer tallied four hits
against Richmond (2 2Bs, 6 BB). He chalked up a (3-for-3, 2 R, 2 2B, HR, 4 RBI) performance on Sun-
day, May 17 against Somerset. He has six multi-hit games over his last 16 games and seven all year.
Reimer hit his fourth home of the season on May 17 which was the go-ahead home run in the top of
the fifth inning that later secured Binghamton the 10-7 win. Reimer is T-5 in the Eastern League with
12 2Bs. Reimer is hitting .221 through his first 37 games (11 RBIs, 12 2Bs, 4 HR). Last season, Reimer
hit.282 with 17 HR and 77 RBIs across 122 games with High-A Brooklyn and Double-A Binghamton.
L0 KNOWS: INF Nick Lorusso on the two-week road trip went 14-for-46, (.304 AVG) 6 HR, 9 RBI, and
had three multi-hit games. Lorusso has blasted six home runs over his last 11 games and has hom-
ered in three-straight contests. The 25-year old holds an 13-game on-base streak, which leads all
active players for Binghamton and his nine-game hit streak, which was snapped on Thursday night,
was the longest for any Ponies hitter this year. Lorusso is now 13th in the Eastern League in home
runs. This season he is slashing .225/.280/.471/.751 with 8 HR and 19 RBI.

THE RUMBLE PEN: Binghamton's bullpen is 13-6 on the season after right-hander Dan Hammer (1-0)
recorded the win on Sunday. They hold a 4.06 ERA across 193.0 innings and have combined for 250
strikeouts, while the starters are 3-23, with a 5.85 ERA. Over the last 28.0 innings the Bullpen has
allowed 15 earned runs. LHP Felipe De La Cruz holds a 1.98 ERA over 13.2 innings pitched, LHP
Jefry Yan has not allowed a run over his last 8.2 innings, RHP Saul Garcia has 9 SO over his last 6.0
innings pitched and Hammer has gone scoreless over his first 3.2 innings in Binghamton with 6
strikeouts and just two hits.

DOWN BY THE SEA: The Portland Sea Dogs are 22-22 and sit in fourth place in the Eastern League just
2.0 games back of first place and 1.5 games out of second. Portland's pitching staff wrote in the his-
tory books on Thursday against Reading dealing a nine-inning franchise record 20 strikeouts in the
1-0 win. The staff dazzled again on Saturday throwing a perfect game through five innings, and a
no-hitter through six innings until the Fightin Phils came back and won 7-3. Portland took the series
5-1 and are 7-3 over their last 10. Red Sox #1 prospect and MLB Pipelines #11 prospect, shortstop
Franklin Arias leads the way for Portland slashing .346/.422/.662/.1.084 and has 11 HR and 29 RBlIs.
No. 2 prospect and No. 1 pitching prospect Anthony Eyanson was named Eastern League Pitcher

of the Week, in his second career Double-A start on Tuesday, May 19th, against the Reading Fightin
Phils. Eyanson did not allow a run or a hit, while striking out four batters in 5.0 innings pitched.

-Collins spent the [ast eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Die(rz?o Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17),
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17.

-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended.
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.

-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
