UNDERNEATH THIS AMARILLO SKY: Springfield plays
the 2nd of a 3-game series at Amarillo (ARI) ...
its the 2nd of 12 games between the clubs this
season ... this is the only visit to Hodgetown for
the Cardinals this season.

PANHANDLERS: Springfield scored 6 runs in the
5th and 4 runs in the 6th en route to a 10-1 win
over the Sod Poodles on Opening Night ... the
Cards banged out 11 hits including 6 extra-base
hits (2 HR, 4 doubles) while 3 pitchers combined
to limit Amarillo to 1 run on just 3 hits.

CIJN-SATIONAL: SHP Jurrangelo Cijntje got off to
a great start in his Cardinals org debut ... picked
up the win, allowing just 3 hits in 5.2-scoreless
innings ... he struck out 7 and walked 2 ... threw
left-handed to just 1 batter and issued a walk.

DAK ATTACK: IF Dakota Harris slugged 2 home
runs on Opening Night, a grand slam in the 5th
and a 3-run shot in the 6th ... marked the 1st
grand slam in a season-opener in Cardinals
history ... was Springfield’s 1st multi-homer
game since Harris went deep twice on 7/29/25
vs. Arkansas.

PAT ON THE BACK: Springfield’s season-opening
win was the 750th career managerial win for
skipper Patrick Anderson (750-669) ... PA is in
his 2nd season as Springfield manager, his 5th
in the Cardinals organization, and 11th overall in
the minor leagues ... was named the Texas
League Manager of the Year in 2025 ... marked
the club’s 2nd-straight season with the award
(Jose Leger, 2024).

TEXAS SON: LHP Braden Davis, a native of Keller,
TX, makes his Springfield and Double-A debut
on the mound tonight ... ranked as the No. 25
prospect and as having the “best changeup” in
the Cards organization by Baseball America ... in
2025 led the Cardinals system with 153 punch-
outs over 110.1 IP ... split the season between
Low-A Palm Beach and High-A Peoria.
