ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils return home for the final series of the regular season against the Somerset Patriots, Double-A affiliate of the New York Yankees. It is the 13th-
of-18 matchups between the teams this season and fourth-of-nine at FirstEnergy Stadium. The teams split a series at Somerset from Apr. 8-13 and then the 
Patriots took five-of-six games in a split series from July 1-6. Somerset leads the season-series 8-4 after going 10-8 in 2024.

Game 130 Recap
The Fightin Phils closed out their road schedule with a 4-3 win at Hartford on Sunday. It was Reading’s second-straight win and ultimately resulted in a 
series-split with the Yard Goats. Reading took an early 2-0 lead in the second inning with a two-run homer from Bryson Ware, bringing home Caleb Ricketts. 
Hartford responded with a run in the bottom half, but center fielder Dylan Campbell threw out a second runner at home to end the inning. In the third, Aidan 
Miller singled, stole his 52nd base of the season, advanced on a throwing error, and scored on a sacrifice fly from Felix Reyes to make it 3-1. The Yard Goats 
tied it in the fifth on a Roc Riggio two-run double, though another outfield assist by Campbell prevented Hartford from taking the lead. Miller came through 
again in the seventh with a go-ahead RBI single, scoring Campbell to put Reading back on top 4-3. That would hold as the final score, thanks to strong relief 
pitching—Andrew Baker earned the win, Tristan Garnett added three strikeouts, and Tommy McCollum secured his ninth save. Miller and Campbell each had 
two hits and a run scored in the victory.

Eastern League Honors for Felix Reyes
Major League Baseball announced on Monday that Felix Reyes was named the Eastern League Player of the Week. This came after Reyes was tabbed as the 
league’s Player of the Month for August last Thursday. Over six games at Hartford last week, Reyes slashed .423/.429/.692 (1.121 OPS), while adding three runs, 
11 hits, two doubles, one triple, one home run and 12 RBI. Reyes had a hit in all six games, including three multi-hit games and a three-hit contest on Sept. 3, 
He also drove in a season-high five runs last Wednesday and added four RBI on Saturday. Reyes drove in a run in five-straight games to finish the series. Since 
August 1 (34 games), Reyes is slashing .383/.405/.589 (.994 OPS), with 26 runs, 15 douibles, one triple, four home runs and 36 RBI. Entering play today, Reyes 
holds the following Eastern League ranks: 1st AVG (.339), 8th RBI (62), 5th OBP (.370), 1st SLG (.569), 1st OPS (.939), 3rd hits (118), 1st 2B (30), 2nd XBH 
(48) and 1st TB (198). Last Wednesday, Reyes became the 23rd Fightin Phil all time to have 30-or-more doubles in a season and he leads the league in two 
baggers. The last R-Phil to lead the league in doubles was Darick Hall (38) in 2019. It’s happened five times sine 1967.

Batting Title on the Horizon
Felix Reyes is on track to win the Eastern League batting title this season, as his .339 average leads second place in the Eastern League by 33 points. He also 
leads all of Double-A and is first amongst all of Minor League Baseball in batting average for the season. Reyes’ .339 average would be the third highest 
single-season batting average in R-Phils history. The last R-Phil to win an Eastern League batting title was Tagg Bozied in 2010. A R-Phil has won a batting title 
four times, dating back to 1967.

Miller on the Way Up
One year and six days after joining the Fightin Phils, Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller is reported to being promoted to Lehigh Valley (AAA). Miller 
finished his time with Reading red-hot. Since August 1 (28 games), Miller slashed .361/.485/.630 (1.115 OPS), with 31 runs, 14 doubles, five home runs, 18 RBI 
and 15 stolen bases. The Phillies No. 2 prospect had 12 multi-hit games over that stretch, including four three-hit contests. At the time of his promotion, Miller’s 
Eastern League ranks were: 3rd OBP (.382), 8th OPS (.809), 10th hits (105), T-7th 2B (25), 1st BB (73), 8th XBH (40), T-9th TB (173), 2nd runs (74) and 1st SB 
(52). With his 52 stolen bases, Miller is the eighth player in franchise history to steal 50-or-more bags in a season and sits at 7th all-time in single-season stolen 
bases. He was the first R-Phil since Jose Leiva in 1987 to steal 50+ bases in a season. Miller currently leads the Eastern League and Phillies organization in stolen 
bases. The last time an R-Phil led the Eastern League in stolen bases was Anderson Machado (49) in 2003. Since 1967, four Reading players have finished the 
year leading the league in stolen bases.

Organizational Honors
The Philadelphia Phillies announced on Friday that Aidan Miller and Griff McGarry were named Hitter and Pitcher of the Month, respectively, for August. 
Miller hit .348, with a 1.083 OPS over 22 August game and McGarry posted a 3.00 ERA (9 ER, 27.0 IP) and a 14.67 SO/9.0 IP (44 SO/27.0 IP) for the month.

This Day in Baseballtown History
September 9, 2016: At Reading, the Fightin Phils keep their season alive with a 13-5 whipping of Trenton in Game 3 of the ELDS.  Elniery Garcia, just called 
up from Single-A for the first time, picks up the win (6.0 IP, 7 H, 3 R, 2 ER, BB, 4 K) while Jorge Alfaro leads the offense by going 4-for-5 with 2 home runs, 3 
RBIs and 3 runs scored.  Rhys Hoskins and Harold Martinez also homer for Reading, which gets at least one hit from all nine starters.

Sup Somerset
Somerset enters play today with a 70-62 record and 35-28 mark in the second half. The Patriots are 3.5 games up on Hartford for the final Northeast Divison 
Playoff Spot and have a magic number of three. Somerset has won six games in a row after sweeping New Hampshire at home last week. The Patriots roster has 
10 of the Yankees’ top-30 prospects: George Lombard Jr. (1), Carlos Lagrange (2), Elmer Rodriguez-Cruz (5), Ben Hess (6), Chase Hampton (8), Brock Selvidge 
(10), Kyle Carr (13), Brendan Jones (15), Dylan Jasso (23) and Jace Avina (24).

Patriots Pitcher
Lefty, and Yankees’ No. 13 prospect Kyle Carr, makes the start today for Somerset. Carr made his Double-A debut last Tuesday against New Hampshire, 
allowing four runs on three hits over 3.2 innings, with three walks and four strikeouts. He started the season with Hudson Valley (A+) and went 8-6, with a 1.96 
ERA (26 ER, 119.1 IP) over 22 starts. Carr spent his first pro season in 2024 with Hudson Valley, going 1-8, with a 4.76 ERA over 24 starts. The Yankees drafted 
the 23-year old in the third round of the 2023 draft out of Palomar Junior College in California, where he pitched in 2023. Carr began his college career at San 
Diego in 2022, where he was teammates with Fightin Phils catcher Caleb Ricketts.
