ROUGHRIDERS DROP SERIES OPENER TO MISSIONS AFTER SIXTH INNING SURGE:

The Frisco RoughRiders were upended by the San Antonio Missions 4-2 on Tuesday night from Nelson W. Wolff Municipal Stadium
Frisco (36-27) struck first in the top of the fifth when Sebastian Walcott chopped a two-run single with the bases loaded, propelling
the Riders to a 2-0 lead. San Antonio (36-28) then responded with a four-run bottom of the sixth. Nerwilian Cedefio ripped an RBI
double, Devin Ortiz and Brandon Valenzuela rolled RBI fielder’s choices and Romeo Sanabria hit an RBI single to grab a 4-2 lead.
Despite a pair of singles by lan Moller, Missions pitchers held the Riders scoreless in the final three frames to secure the victory. San
Antonio reliever Enmanuel Pinales (3-3) picked up the win, allowing two runs across two frames. Frisco starter Ben Anderson (3-4)
suffered the loss, allowing four runs over five innings but retiring 14 of his first 15 batters faced.

CHASE FORTHETITLE:

The RoughRiders are in first place in the Texas League South with five games remaining in the first half. They now have a 0.5-game
lead on San Antonio and a 1.5-game lead on Midland. With the five games left, their magic number is fourth. If they win the first half
title, their seventh time in franchise history that they clinched a playoff spot in the first half and their second-straight season doing
s0.

POWER OUTAGE:

After homering 15 times in their previous 12 games, the Riders have gone seven-straight games without a home run. Their longest
stretch without a home run in franchise history is 10, which has happened three times (most recently in 2016). Frisco has hit just one
home run in their last eight games while averaging 3.1 runs per game and slashing .197/.287/.264/.551. They are 4-4 in those games
because of a 3.73 ERA on the pitching side, which is sixth in the league.

MISSION ACCOMPLISHED:

The RoughRiders dominated the San Antonio Missions all season and the Riders have had plenty of head-to-head success against
the Missions over the years. In 2024, Frisco went 20-4 against San Antonio and have gone 64-33 against them since they rejoined the
Texas League in 2021, including 37-13 at the Wolff. In those 50 games in San Antonio, Frisco has a 2.63 ERA, which is the best of any
team in the Texas League. At the end of this six-game series in San Antonio, only Corpus Christi (60) will have played more games by
a visting team at The Wolff than Frisco (55).

CAULEY, CAULEY ANYTIME:

Over his last 33 games, Cam Cauley has hit .282 (33-for-117)/.358/.462/.820 with 10 doubles, three home runs and 22 runs scored.
Over his last 15 games, he is batting .308 (16-for-52)/.422/.423/.845 with nine runs scored. He is fifth in the league with 17 stolen
bases, but has just one stolen base in his last 11 games. In June, Cauley’s 10 walks are fifth in the Texas League.

SAVE TONIGHT:

The RoughRiders have had 11 different pitchers record a save in 2025. Frisco was the first team in Minor League Baseball to accom-
plish the feat this season. Gavin Collyer are leads the team saves (six) for the Riders, a mark that is tied for third in the Texas League.
Their 22 saves are tied for the second-most in all of Minor League Baseball, just trailing Triple-A Jacksonville’s 24. Their 4.25 bullpen
ERA is fourth in the league. In June, their 3.32 reliever ERA is third in the Texas League.

OVER THE WALL-COTT:

Rangers top prospect Sebastian Walcott has been displaying the power as of late. In his last 29 games, he has blasted six home runs
while slashing .268/.364/.500/.864 with eight doubles, 20 RBIs, 20 runs scored and 17 walks to 19 strikeouts. This season, his walk rate
of 12.9 percent is a career high while he is striking out at just 19.6 percent, a career low. His 16 doubles lead the league and his 24
extra-base hits also pace the league. His 16 doubles through 63 games are tied for the fifth most by a Double-A teenager since 2005,
trailing just Oscar Taveras (19), Vladimir Guerrero Jr. (18), Fernando Martinez (18) and Fernando Tatis Jr. (18).

DOUBLE-A DOUBL-A RON:

Aaron Zavala has been on fire at the plate for the Riders. After a dreadful start, batting just .077 (2-for-26) through 10 games, he is
hitting .301 (46-for-153)/.419/.484/.903 over his last 43 games. He leads the Texas League in walks (44) and is third in OBP (.412) while
leading the league in walk rate (19.3 percent). In his last 17 games, he is hitting .303 (20-for-66)/.395/.500/.895 with two doubles,
three home runs and seven RBIs. In his Frisco career, he has earned 200 walks over four seasons (295 games), which is second in fran-
chise history. He is just six walks away from tying the franchise record for walks, held by Guilder Rodriguez with 206 from 2009-2015
(527 games).
