MLB Pipeline Game of the Month: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies and Harrisburg Senators will play in 
the MLB Pipeline Game of the Month tonight. As with all Games of the Month, the game will be broadcast 
for FREE on MLB.com, MLB.TV and on the MLB Pipeline homepage. It’ll also be available to regular MLB 
At Bat and MiLB.TV subscribers through those channels. This series features six of MLB Pipeline's top 
100 prospects: #4 Dylan Crews; #7 James Wood; #40 Luisangel Acuña; #43 Brady House; #56 Drew 
Gilbert, and #93 Kevin Parada.

Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies came back to defeat the Harrisburg Senators, 4-2, in a 
back-and-forth affair at Mirabito Stadium on Wednesday. Rhylan Thomas drew a nine-pitch go-ahead RBI 
walk to give the Ponies a 3-2 lead in the eighth. Luisangel Acuña followed with a sac fly to make it 4-2. 
Luis Moreno struck out six batters over 5.2 innings, Paul Gervase struck out all four batters he faced in 1.1 
innings and Daison Acosta tossed two scoreless frames to cement the win. JT Schwartz gave the Ponies 
their first lead with a go-ahead two-run single, and he recorded his 16th multi-hit game. 

Recipe for Success: Last night, RHP Luis Moreno (9 K, 1 BB), RHP Paul Gervase (4 K), and RHP Daison 
Acosta (1 K) combined to strike out 14 batters, while allowing just one walk against Harrisburg in the 4-2 
win. At the plate Binghamton drew eight walks and only struck out six times, which was highlighted by 
Rhylan Thomas' 3 BBs. 

Riding With Rhylan: Outfielder Rhylan Thomas has made an instant impact since being promoted to 
Double-A. Over his first three games, Thomas is 4-for-8 with four walks, an RBI, two runs scored, a .667 OBP 
and 1.167 OPS. He reached base four times on Wednesday and drove in the go-ahead run in the eighth 
inning with a nine-pitch walk. Thomas is riding a three-game hitting streak. The 23-year-old hit .341 with a 
.432 OBP in 39 games for High-A Brooklyn and hit .303 in 36 games for Class-A St. Lucie this season.

Ruiz Rampage: Outfielder Agustin Ruiz has been on a tear. Over his last 10 games, he is slashing 
.419/.537/.936 with a 1.472 OPS, 13 hits, seven extra base hits, four home runs, 12 runs batted in, eight 
walks and nine runs scored. He hit an RBI double on Tuesday night and he singled, walked, and scored 
on Wednesday. The reigning Eastern League Player of the Week is riding a season-long-tying five-game 
hitting streak, hitting .563 over that span with nine hits, two homers, six RBIs, six runs scored, and four BB.

Action Jackson: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson singled on Wednesday night to extend his on-base streak 
to 13 games. Jackson has reached base safely in 22 of his first 23 games with the Rumble Ponies and he's 
recorded a hit in 12 of his last 13 games and in 16 of his last 19 games.

Last Start: Suarez allowed just one hit over 
six scoreless frames at High-A Asheville for 
High-A Brooklyn on Friday. He struck out six 
batters and only walked two. He earned his 
fifth win of the season for the Cyclones. With 
six strikeouts in the start, he broke the Brook-
lyn Cyclones' single-season franchise record 
for strikeouts with 118, passing RHP Blade 
Tidwell's 112 from earlier this season;

2022: Placed on Single-A St. Lucie’s 60-day 
injured list to start the season, recovering from 
Tommy John surgery. Sent on a rehab assign-
ment with the Florida Complex League Mets 
on August 12, where he tallied a 1-1 record 
with a 3.97 ERA (5 ER in 11.1 IP) and 12 
strikeouts in 6 games (3 starts). Returned to St. 
Lucie on August 23 and registered an 0-2 mark 
with a 7.20 ERA (8 ER in 10.0 IP) and 13 K’s in 
4 appearances (2 starts).

BACKGROUND: Underwent Tommy John 
surgery in June of 2021, after making six starts 
for Class-A St. Lucie. Suarez is in the midst of 
his first full season since 2019, due to miss-
ing parts of 2021 and 2022 with Tommy John 
surgery.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season 
with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the 
second-most in franchise history.
