CARDS’ RADIO HOME

CLASSIC For the second straight season all 138 Cardinals games can be
found across the FM airwaves of Southwest Missouri all season
106 long on Classic Rock 106.7, the radio home of the Springfield

FIRST HALF PENNANT RACE: With just 7 games to play, the Cardinals
are in a tight race for the 1st half title with the Arkansas Travelers and Tulsa
Drillers. Arkansas leads the division by 1.5 games over the Cards while the
Drillers are 3.5 games back. While the Travelers and Drillers have one more
head-tohead meeting this week, the Cards will not play either team again until
the 2nd half. The Cards’ last 1st half title came in 2016 when they went 41-29
and won the division by 3.5 games over Tulsa. Springfield won the 2nd half title
last season and lost in the Division Series to the Travelers.

IN A FUNK AT HAMMUONS: After winning their first 8 games of the season
at home, the Cardinals have struggled of late at Hammons Field. The Cards
have dropped 17 of their last 22 games at Hammons Field, a stretch that
includes a franchise record-tying 8-game skid at home. The Cardinals are now
13-17 with a 5.77 team ERA at Hammons Field. After playing 4 of their last 6
series away from Hammons Field, the Cardinals go into the All-Star Break with
21 of 30 at home.

ONE-SIDED SERIES: While the Cardinals have had success against most
of the North Division so far this season, Springfield has struggled against the
Northwest Arkansas Naturals. The Naturals lead the season series 9-2 and
have outscored the Cards 68-37 in 11 games this season. The Cardinals are
batting .233 as a team against the Naturals and have been out-homered 13-3
in the season series. The Naturals have a team ERA over a full run better than
Springfield’s on the series (3.34 to 4.23). Against the rest of the North Division
the Cardinals are 26-13.

GRINDIN’: Perhaps the Cardinal offense’s greatest attribute is their ability

to grind out at bats. The Cards have struck out the 2nd-fewest times in all of
full-season Minor League Baseball with 438 whiffs in 62 games. The only team
with fewer strikeouts than Springfield is the Wisconsin Timber Rattlers (421 K in
62 games). The Cards are averaging just 7.06 K’s per game.

POWER OUTAGE: While the Cardinals have been piling up base hits, not
many recently have gone over the wall. Matt Lloyd’s 2-run shot in the 5th inning
on Saturday night at Hammons field was the Cardinals’ 3rd HR in their last 18
games. The Cards went 11 games in a row without a home run on their most
recent road trip before Jacob Buchberger hit a three-run homer in North Little
Rock last Saturday. Springfield has hit the fewest home runs this season with
33.

RELEASE THE PRESSURE: During their 6-game losing streak, the Cardi-
nals have had a tough time generating offense. Springfield has scored 15 runs

(2.5/game) and is batting .216 as a team during that time with a .587 OPS, .273
SLG and just 7 extra base hits. The Cardinals have also scuffled with runners in
scoring position, going 9-for-50 (.180) over their last six contests.

MATZ RETURNS FOR 2nd REHAB START: Left-hander Steven Matz
makes his 2nd rehab start with in Springfield on Sunday afternoon. Matz allowed
5 unearned runs in 1.2 IP in the series opener against Northwest Arkansas on
Tuesday evening. In one rehab start with Triple-A Memphis he fired 2.0 score-
less innings on June 6.

Matz has been on the IL since May 1 with a back injury. The southpaw was 1-2
with a 6.18 ERA over 6 starts to start the season with St. Louis. Went 4-7 in
2023 with a 3.86 ERA over 25 appearances (17 starts). After a tough start to the
2023 campaign, Matz was moved to the bullpen but returned to the rotation to
end the season and went 4-0 with a 1.86 ERA over his last 7 starts. In the third
year of a 4-year, $44 million deal with the Cardinals.

REDMOND ON DOORSTEP OF SPRINGFIELD HISTORY: with his
go-ahead two-run homer in the 8th inning on April 23 against Arkansas, Cardi-
nals slugger Chandler Redmond tied the franchise record for most home runs.
His 59 career home runs in a Springfield uniform bring him even with Xavier
Scruggs (2010-13). Redmond already holds the Springfield record for career
RBIs with 214.

Since tying the record, however, Redmond has gone 32 straight games without
a home run.
