May 6: Flying Squirrels 5, RubberDucks 4: Jacob Cozart and Nick
Mitchell hit consecutive eighth-inning doubles to give Akron the lead,
but Richmond scored three in the ninth to walk off the RubberDucks
and take game two of the series.

Today’s starter: Tugboat Wilkinson is coming off a no-decision in
his last start against Harrisburg, allowing three hits over five scoreless
innings while striking out six. The left-hander has struck out at least
five in every start so far this season and has gone at least five innings
in his last three starts. Entering Thursday, Wilkinson ranks top 10 in
the Eastern League in ERA (second), average against (.148, second)
and WHIP (0.80, first).

Welcome to QuAkron: The RubberDucks added Jaison Chourio
and Justin Campbell to the active roster after the game on Sunday.
Chourio joins Akron after batting .317 with seven doubles, two home
runs, seven RBI and 10 stolen bases in 22 games with Lake County.
He is one of two Midwest League players with a .315+ average, 15+
walks and 10+ steals this season. He will make his Double-A debut on
Tuesday night. Campbell comes to the RubberDucks after making six
starts for the Captains going 0-1 with a 2.40 ERA and 22 strikeouts
over 15 innings pitched. He ranked fifth in the Midwest League in
WHIP (0.93) and sixth in average against (.167) at the time of his
promotion. Campbell is scheduled to make his Double-A debut Friday.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 159 walks rank
first in the Eastern League and second in Double-A this season. Nine
players have worked double digit walks in 2026 for the RubberDucks,
including Angel Genao, who prior to his promotion, had 22 free
passes on the season, which was tied for the most in the Eastern
League.

Historic Sunday: The Akron RubberDucks tossed their sixth no-hitter
in franchise history (since 1989) on Sunday, April 19 in a 4-0 win over
Binghamton. Matt Wilkinson, Matt Jachec, Magnus Ellerts, Jay
Driver and Jack Carey combined for the no-hitter with Wilkinson
starting the game off with five perfect innings. It was the first no-hitter
by the RubberDucks since Ryan Merritt’s no-no against Reading on
July 11, 2015 (7 innings). It was the first nine inning no-hitter by Akron
since Giovanni Soto no-hit Altoona on July 15, 2012. It was the first
combined no-hitter by the RubberDucks since July 7, 2003 when
Chad Durbin and Oscar Alvarez combined to no-hit Bowie on July 7,
2003, also by a 4-0 final score. Long-time RubberDucks press box
employee Joe Jastrzemski was the official scorer for April 19th’s no-
hitter as well as Ryan Merritt’s no-hitter.

RubberDucks and Flying Squirrels: Akron is facing Richmond for
the first of four meetings this season, and the first of two meetings at
newly opened CarMax Park. In 2025, Richmond went 11-10 against
Akron, including 5-4 at The Diamond. Overall, Akron is 105-101
against Richmond all-time. Top prospects in the series includes:

Cozart aqainst the Squirrels: Jacob Cozart has had some great
early success against Richmond in his Double-A career. In five games
played, the catcher is batting .526 (10-for-19) with four doubles, three
RBI and three walks against Richmond. Two of his eight career multi-
hit games with the RubberDucks, since being promoted in late 2025,
have come against Richmond.

Count on Carter: Carter Rustad has quickly settled into his new
surroundings in Akron. After being traded to the Guardians
organization from Baltimore on March 30 (for Johnathan Rodriguez)
and immediately reporting to Akron with his new team, Rustad has
1.10 ERA in 10 appearances on the season. His ERA is the best (min
7 appearances) and his 16.1 innings are the most by an Akron
reliever this season.

Grand swings: Ralphy Velazquez launched his first professional
grand slam in the RubberDucks win over Chesapeake on April 24.
Eight days later, Velazquez once again hit a grand slam, this one a
go-ahead two-out grand slam in the bottom of the eighth in Akron’s 4-
3 over Harrisburg. The RubberDucks have three total slams this
season with Alex Mooney hitting one on April 7 in Harrisburg. Akron
launched just one grand slam in 2025 (Angel Genao on Aug. 26 in
Richmond) and hit two April grand slams for the first time since
Armando Camacaro (April 6) and Wes Hodges (April 15) in 2008.
Velazquez is the first RubberDucks batter to hit two grand slams in a
season since Dayan Frias in 2024 (April 10 and May 17).

Ralphy heats back up: After picking up just two hits from April 14-22,
Ralphy Velazquez is starting to swing the bat better at the plate. The
RubberDucks first baseman hit .400 (14-for35) during his season long
eight-game hitting streak and is batting .317 during his 16 game on-
base streak. He has raised his season average back up to .297 from
season-low .228 on April 22. His 30 hits and 19 RBI this season lead
the RubberDucks and are fourth most in the Guardians organization
while his four home runs are second most on the team.

#26 Manager Greg DiCenzo enters his sixth season with the Guardians organization. The 2025 season will be DiCenzo’s third as RubberDucks manager, and
fifth as a manager in Cleveland’s organization. He’s led the RubberDucks to a 157-118 record in two seasons as Akron’s manager including an Eastern League
playoff appearance in 2024.

Becker joined the Cleveland organization in 2019 after a collegiate coaching career that saw stops at Riverside Community College and New Mexico State
University.

Rivera is the son of former Cleveland minor league manager and Toronto Blue Jays coach Luis Rivera.

#47 Development Coach Gustavo Nava enters his second season with the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to coming to
Akron, Nava served as the Development coach for Lynchburg in their 2025 Carolina League championship season.

Athletic Trainer Derrik Diaz enters his ninth season in the Guardians organization and third season with the RubberDucks. Diaz was the Eastern League
