LAST TIME OUT: BINGHAMTON 10, ERIE 7: The Rumble Ponies offense tallied 15 hits and six different Bing-
hamton hitters tallied mulit hit games. Nick Lucky chalked up a four hit game, the first Ponies bat to
do that since Jacob Reimer on April 22 vs Erie. Binghamton four runs in the top of the third inning
all with two outs highlighted by Jaylen Palmer hammered a two-run double. The Rumble Ponies
added insurance in the top of the ninth inning with two outs and two strikes, Jose Ramos delivered
a two-run home run to make it a 10-7 game.

NEW YORK METS NEWS: The New York Mets fired manager Carlos Mendoza on Friday morning after
2.5 seasons leading the club. Andy Green, Senior Vice President of Player Development, will serve as
the interim manager for the remainder of the season. Mendoza went 206-199 and led the Mets to
the NLCS in 2024 winning 89 games, but departs from the team after a 34-47 at the halfway point
of this season. Green previously served as the head man for the Padres going 274-366 for close to
three seasons until he was fired towards the end of the 2019 season. He later joined the Cubs staff
as a bench coach before arriving in New York prior to the 2024 season. Green was a 24th round pick
in the 2000 MLB draft to the Arizona Diamondbacks and played for the Mets in 2009.

THE RUMBLE PEN: Binghamton's bullpen is responsible for 23 of the teams 28 wins this year. They hold
a 3.71 ERA across 318 innings and have combined for 405 strikeouts, while the starters are 5-28,
with a 5.42 ERA. The bullpen did not allow a run from Thursday-Saturday of the New Hampshire
series. RHP Douglas Orellana (5-1) went 1.1 innings last night allowing one run, but worked out of
a jam with two on base and two outs, RHP Saul Garcia got his first save last night getting one out
in the eighth inning and has allowed 2 ER over his last 8 APP, which have spanned 9.0 innings.
AUSTIN POWERS: RHP Channing Austin, is expected to make his Double-A debut tonight against
Erie, after being placed on the IL on May, 28. Austin ranks 5th among MiLB pitchers with 30+ IP with
a 1.17 ERA on the year. He made eight starts with High-A Brooklyn going 2-1 with 1.17 ERA. His last
start came on May 20 against Hudson Valley where he pitched a career high 6.2 IP scoreless allow-
ing one hit and struck out eight with one walk. He has not allowed one run over his last two starts
over 11.2 IP. In his third season in professional baseball he is 4-5 with a 3.25 ERA. Austin attended
the University of Southern California and signed a minor league contract July 22, 2024 to the Mets.
PONIES PATH'S: Over the last 30 games the Rumble Ponies are 4th in the Eastern League in stolen bas-
es with 45. Binghamton stole three bases on Wednesday night and five on Saturday night against
New Hampshire. On the year Binghamton has stole 114 bases which ranks 2nd in the EL. In the last
10 games Wyatt Young is T-2nd with eight stolen bases. Jacob Reimer (IL) over his last 20 games
has eight stolen bases which ranks T-7th in the EL. Young has 15 stolen bases which ranks second
on the team with Jacob Reimer who has stolen 13 bases this year in 48 games after stealing 15 bas-
es last year in 122 games. Chris Suero leads the team with 19 stolen bases which is T-9th in the EL.
POWER SURGE: Binghamton has mashed eight HR over the last five games which ranks 2nd in the

EL. Binghamton has had a multi home run game in four of their last six games after hitting two on
last night and two one Tuesday and have hit 15 over their last 10 contests. The Rumble Ponies hit
27 homers in May which was T-8th in the Eastern League after hitting 14 in April which was last in
the league. Over the last 10 Nick Lorusso has four and Jose Ramos has four. Lorusso lead the team
with 13.

L0 KNOWS: INF Nick Lorusso hammered his team-leading 13th home run on last night and has
homered three times in his last five games. He is riding an eight game hit streak with four multi hit
games in that stretch. Lorusso has 27 XBH which leads the team. In the series against New Hamp-
shire, Lorusso went 6-for-17 (353 AVG) 2 2B, HR, 4 RBI, 2 BB. The 25-year held a 13-game on-base
streak, until May 19 night which still leads all players for Binghamton.

VAMOS RAMDS: OF Jose Ramos tallied his fourth three-hit game and extended his hit streak to a sea-
son-long nine games. Ramos hit lead-off for the first time last night and went (3-for-6, 2 R, 2B, HR, 2
RBI). Ramos is now second on the team with 12 HR and leads the team with 41 RBIs.

-Michael Collins, Binghamton's 19th manager all-time, is in his first season managing the Rumble Ponies and his first sea-
son in the Mets organization.

-Collins spent the [ast eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Die(rz?o Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17),
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17.

-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended.
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.

-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.

-Duncan has Major League coaching experience, after serving as the first base coach for the Los Angeles Dodgers for five
seasons from 2006-2010. He has spent time on various minor league staffs affiliated with the Dodgers and Chicago Cubs,
before joining the Mets organization in 2019.

-The former infielder played 12 major league seasons with the Dodgers, Cincinnati Reds, Philadelphia Phillies, New York
Yankees, and Toronto Blue Jays. He is a two-time World Series champion ('90 Reds and '96 Yankees), one-time All-Star (with
Philadelphia in 1994), and was part of the 1993 Phillies team that won the National League pennant. He was inducted into
the Dominican Republic Baseball Hall of Fame in 2008. He made his MLB debut for the Dodgers on April 9, 1975, at the
age of 22. Duncan finished third for the N.L. Rookie of the Year.
