Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies shutout the Harrisburg Senators, 1-0, on Tuesday
night in the series opener. Blade Tidwell led the way with 5.1 scoreless frames and six strikeouts,
while allowing two hits and three walks. Wilkin Ramos threw 1.2 scoreless frames and earned

the win. Junior Santos earned a save with 2.0 scoreless innings. Agustin Ruiz drove in Jeremiah
Jackson with an RBI double in the seventh. It marked the Ponies' ninth shutout victory of the season.

Ruiz Rampage: Outfielder Agustin Ruiz smoked an RBI double down the line in right field that
drove in Jeremiah Jackson on Tuesday night in the 1-0 win. Ruiz, the reigning Eastern League Player
of the Week, is on a tear. He is on a four-game hitting streak, batting .571 with two homers and six
RBIs over that span. Ruiz has driven in at least one run in eight of his last nine games. Over his last
nine games, the 23-year-old is slashing .414/.514/.966 with a 1.479 OPS. He has 12 hits, four homers,
seven extra base hits, 12 RBIs, eight runs scored and seven walks over his last nine games. In the
five-game series at New Hampshire, Ruiz had a slash line of .500/.636/1.125 with an OPS of 1.761. He
finished the series with three home runs, eight RBIs, seven runs scored, and three straight multi-hit
games.

Lighting Acuiia: Shortstop Luisangel Acuiia recorded his sixth multi-hit game with Binghamton on
Tuesday night. Acuia has at least one hit in eight of his last 10 games, with six multi-hit games and
two three-hit games in that span. Over his last 10 games, Acufa is hitting .390 (16 hits), with a .468
on-base percentage, and .883 OPS. He has four RBIs, five walks and four stolen bases in that span.

On a Streak: The Rumble Ponies currently have three players holding an on-base streak of at least 12
games: Drew Gilbert (14 G), JT Schwartz (13 G), and Jeremiah Jackson (12 G). Gilbert holds a six-
game hitting streak, and Schwartz and Agustin Ruiz are on four-game hitting streaks.
