ABOUT LAST NIGHT: Aside from a two-run top of the fifth inning, the Indianapolis Indians offense was held off the scoreboard in a 4-2 loss to the St. Paul
Saints in the series opener at CHS Field on Tuesday night. The Indians opened scoring in the top of the fifth against Saints starter Caleb Boushley with an RBI
double from Ji Hwan Bae and an RBI single from the rehabbing catcher Endy Rodriguez. However, the Saints responded with a solo home run in the bottom
half of the inning from leadoff man Payton Eeles against Indians starter Bubba Chandler. St. Paul then tied the game in the sixth on a bases loaded walk
issued by Indians reliever Ryder Ryan, who was still on the mound when the third Saints run crossed on a fielding error in the seventh. The Saints added
insurance with an RBI single from DaShawn Keirsey Jr. in the bottom of the eighth. Trailing by the eventual final difference going into the ninth, the Indians
had the first two hitters of the inning reach base safely and later loaded the bases before Saints closer Steven Okert closed the door on the threat, stranding
three of the whopping 14 men that Indianapolis left on base in the game.

BUBBA BATTLES: The Pittsburgh Pirates No. 1 prospect according to MLB Pipeline, right-handed pitcher Bubba Chandler, picked up the no-decision with
eight strikeouts over 5.1 innings last night vs. St. Paul. Chandler, making his seventh Triple-A start, fired 60 of his 86 pitches in for strikes, with his fastball
topping out at 98.4 MPH. In seven starts with the Indians, he is 4-0 with a 1.83 ERA (8er/39.1ip) and 54 strikeouts to rank among International League
leaders in strikeouts (1st), ERA (1st), batting average against (T-2nd, .183) and WHIP (3rd, 1.04) since making his Triple-A debut on Aug. 9.

ENDYANAPOLIS: Endy Rodriguez went 2-for-4 with an RBI and walk in last night's contest. The 24-year-old began the season on the 60-day injured list after
having ulnar collateral ligament reconstruction surgery on his right elbow in December 2023. He made his season debut with Altoona on Sept. 10 and hit
.208 (5-for-24) with four runs, a double, RBI and walk in six games to begin his rehab assignment. The Pirates’ former No. 1 prospect by Baseball America
made his Triple-A debut in 2022 and began the 2023 campaign on Indianapolis’ Opening Day roster. Rodriguez appeared in 67 games with the Indians and
hit .268 (73-for-272) with 54 runs, 16 doubles, three triples, six homers and 38 RBI before being recalled by Pittsburgh on July 17. In 57 big-league games,
he hit .220 (41-for-186) with 27 runs, 12 extra-base hits and 13 RBI.

THE AMAZING ALIKA: Alika Williams went 3-for-4 with a pair of singles and a double last night. It was his seventh three-plus hit performance of the season,
the last coming on July 25 at lowa. It was also his third multi-hit game in his last four games with Indianapolis, during which he is hitting .389 (7-for-18) with
five runs, three doubles and a .945 OPS. Williams has 11 total multi-hit performances in 37 games with the Indians this season.

POWERED BY PALACIOS: Joshua Palacios extended his on-base streak to eight games and now boasts a .419 batting average (18-for-43) with 16 runs,
nine doubles, one triple, two home runs and 11 RBI in his first 11 games in September. Palacios continues to feast on opposing bullpen pitchers after logging
a hit off Steven Okert last night, hitting .338 batting average (27-for-80), eight doubles, one triple, two home runs, 13 RBI and .945 OPS. Following his hot
streak at the plate to start off the month, he ranks among International League leaders in runs (1st), doubles (1st), batting average (1st) extra-base hits
(2nd), slugging percentage (2nd, .814) and OPS (2nd, 1.294) in September.

HEY BAE: Ji Hwan Bae logged a double as he extended his hitting streak to six games, going 1-for-4 with one run, double, RBI and walk last night. His
performance continues to show why he has been one of Indy's most reliable hitters when facing right-handed pitching. This season against right-handers, he
has a.396 batting average (67-for-169) with eight doubles, four triples, five home runs and 27 RBI in 56 games. After drawing a walk in last night's contest,
Bae now leads Indianapolis with 10 walks in September.

TONIGHT: The Indianapolis Indians will look to respond with a win after dropping last night's series opener at CHS Field, home of the Minnesota Twins
Triple-A affiliate St. Paul Saints. The Indians dominated the Saints at Victory Field this season, going 11-1 with a six-game sweep from Aug. 13-18.
Continuing the series for the Indians tonight is RHP Thomas Harrington (4-1, 3.51), who tossed 7.0 shutout innings with two strikeouts over the Saints on
Aug. 17 at Victory Field. Countering for St. Paul is RHP Andrew Morris (1-0, 3.14), who is 0-0 with a 4.00 ERA (4er/9.0ip) and five strikeouts in two starts
against Indy this season.

THOMAS THE TRAIN: Thomas Harrington earned his fourth win of the season in his last outing on Sept. 11, fanning four batters over 6.2 two-run innings.
He pitched into trouble off the bat, after allowing a sacrifice fly and home run to open up the first inning. Harrington settled in following a two-run first,
only allowing two more hits for the reamainder of his outing. Harrington earned his team-leading fourth quality start after last Wednesday's contest. He is
currently rated as the Pirates No. 5 prospect and No. 100 in MiLB according to MLB Pipeline and is 4-1 with a 3.51 ERA (16er/41.0ip), 33 strikeouts, a 0.83
WHIP and .196 batting average against (28-for-143) in seven starts with Indianapolis since making his Triple-A debut on Aug. 4. In that time, he ranks
among International League leaders in WHIP (1st) and batting average against (4th).

THIS DATE IN 2015: Facing another must-win scenario in Game 4, Indy again used its comeback gene to force a winner-take-all Game 5. The Indians trailed
4-1 late but scored one run in the eighth and three in the ninth. Josh Bell began a 4-for-4 performance with a game-tying homer in the fourth inning and
ended the game with a walk-off single. Keon Broxton doubled to start the ninth and scored on a one-out single by Tony Sanchez. Consecutive singles by
Gustavo Nunez and Alen Hanson then tied the game before Bell's heroics. The following night, Columbus' Mike Clevinger tossed 7.2 shutout innings and Erik
Gonzalez went yard in a 3-0 Clippers win.
