GAME RECAP:
The Reading Fightin Phils and the Binghamton Rumble Ponies (Mets) were locked 
in a close contest for seven innings. In the top of the eighth, the Rumble Ponies 
pulled ahead for good. They scored six runs and downed the Fightins 8-3 on Sat-
urday. Reading led 2-0 after five innings before Binghamton tied it in the top of the 
seventh. Johan Rojas and Aldrem Corredor each had two hits. Corredor batted in 
two runs, one on a monster home run in the top of the ninth. 

PAINTER PERFECT 
Andrew Painter made his second Double-A start on the rubber. Through 6.1 in-
nings, he struck out six and ended his scoreless streak at 32 consecutive innings. 
The 19 year old is the Phillies #1 prospect and #25 overall in minor league base-
ball. As a part of three levels, Painter has made 19 starts for a 1.23 ERA. In 87.2 
innings pitched, the righty leads all of the Phillies farm system with 132 strikeouts 
compared to just 24 walks. The only runs he gave up last night were on a home 
run, only the third long ball he’s allowed in his professional career.

OSTERBERG DEBUTS:  
Matt Osterberg made his Double-A debut last night after only playing as high as 
Low-A Clearwater. The lefty has split time both as a starter and in the bullpen. On 
Saturday, he came out of the ‘pen for Reading inheriting a runner and two outs. He 
did let the runner score, but it tracked back to the previous reliever. His final line 
through an inning and a third shows just one hit on 15 offerings. 

DE LA CRUSHED:  
Carlos De La Cruz has had a fantastic last ten games for the Fightin Phils. Over the 
past week and a half, he is batting .325 with thirteen hits, including three doubles 
and three homers. The righty has driven in five runs and scored seven times. He 
has split time in righty and left field and has covered a lot of ground to make some 
impressive snags.

PROSPECT CENTRAL:
The Fightins roster boasts many top prospects in the Phillies farm system. Andrew 
Painter (#1), Mick Abel (#2), Griff McGarry (#4), Johan Rojas (#5), Ethan Wilson 
(#8), Luis Garcia (#14) Jhailyn Ortiz (#18) and McKinley Moore (#25) rank high.

BIG LEAGUE CLUB WATCH:
The Phillies defeated the Pirates 6-0 in shutout fashion on Saturday. Kyle Gib-
son went seven strong, allowing just six hits and striking out nine. Alec Bohm had 
another hit last night, raising his batting average to a .293 season average. Phila-
delphia sits 72-55 on the summer - in a wild card spot and 9.5 games back from the 
first place Mets. They play a 1:35pm game against Pittsburgh at Citizens Bank Park 
today.
