FROM THE CROW’S NEST

LAST TIME OUT: The Marauders jumped in front of the Mighty Mussels after an early deficit Friday night, but a pair of three
-run homers sank Bradenton to an 8-3 defeat... Po-Yu Chen allowed a Mikey Perez RBI-double and a Luis Baez RBI-single
in the second for a 2-0 Fort Myers lead... Bradenton moved in front in the third as Deivis Nadal plated a run with a
groundout, and Jase Bowen followed with a go-ahead, two-run single... Rubel Cespedes hit a three-run homer (his first at
Single-A) off Chen in the fifth to put the Mussels back in front, 5-3, and Carlos Aguiar blasted a three-run shot in the eighth...
Bowen'’s two-hit, two-RBI night led the way offensively for the Marauders, who saw 17 of their final 18 batters retired (Bowen
one-out single in the ninth).

THE OPPONENT: The Mighty Mussels clinched the first-half West Division title with their two wins Wednesday night... The
team’s roster currently features five players in Baseball America’s latest top 30 prospect rankings for the Twins organization:
INF Noah Miller (#10), LHP Steve Haijjar (#11), RHP Marco Raya (#18), OF Kala’i Rosario (#28), and INF Keoni Cavaco
(#30).

NOT-SO-LUCKY SEVEN: The Marauders’ loss Friday clinched a minimum of a series split for Fort Myers, meaning that
Bradenton will go a seventh straight series without a series win... The Marauders last won a series April 26 through May 1
against Dunedin, taking five of six... The last six series include three losses and three splits... In total, the Marauders have
won three series this season, lost four, and split three.

J.B., JUST BRILLIANT: Jase Bowen has hit safely in 13 of his last 14 games, batting .373 with 9 RBI and 10 SB during
that stretch... He has also reached base in 18 of his last 19 games and had a 13-game on-base streak prior to going 0-for-4
last Saturday... The on-base streak was his second-longest of the season (16G) and the third-longest by a Marauder this
year (Jacob Gonzalez, 24G).

THAT’S SO EXTRA: Three of Norkis Marcos’ four hits this season have gone for extra bases (one double, two triples)...
The 21-year-old from the Dominican Republic is off to an overall slow start, batting .143 in 10 games, but his two triples have
already matched his career-high, and Marcos already has three RBI in his 10 games.

TOP PIRATES PROSPECTS: The Marauders roster currently includes two prospects in Baseball America’s Top 30 ranking
for the Pirates organization: LHP Anthony Solometo (#11) and OF Rodolfo Nolasco (#28)... Baseball America lists the
Pirates’ farm system as the third-best in baseball.

FIELD STAFF: Manager Jonathan Johnston, 2021 Low-A Southeast Manager of the Year, is in his second season at the
helm for the Marauders... Former major leaguer Yorman Bazardo is the club’s new pitching coach after spending 2021 as a
pitching coach for the FCL Pirates... Former Pirate Mendy Lépez joins as hitting coach after serving as the Pirates’ Latin
American Field Coordinator in 2021... Casey Harms is the Marauders’ Integrated Baseball Performance Coach after a
collegiate coaching career in the Northwoods League (Waterloo Bucks, 2019-20) and at UC Santa Barbara (2013-2018)...
Gustavo Omaiia is the Marauders’ Development Coach after serving on staff at Triple-A Indianapolis in 2021.

HITTING TRIPLE DIGITS: The 2022 season marks the 100th year of operation for LECOM Park, known as City Park upon
opening in 1923. It has served as a spring training home for six different MLB franchises, including the Pirates since 1969.
Baseball hall-of-famers who once called the historic park their spring home include Hank Aaron, Roberto Clemente, Dizzy
Dean, Rogers Hornsby, Reggie Jackson, and more.
