Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds saw their three-game win streak come to an end on 
Saturday, falling to the Salem RidgeYaks 7-4. Salem took an early 2-0 lead on a two-run 
home run by Luke Heyman in the first inning. D'Angelo Ortiz added to the advantage with 
an RBI groundout in the fourth to make it 3-0. The Shorebirds began their comeback in the 
fifth with a sacrifice fly by Joshua Liranzo. Jose Perez made it a one-run game with a solo 
home run, trimming the deficit to 3-2. Delmarva tied the game on a perfectly executed 
first-and-third steal, as Braylon Whitaker scored to even the score at three. Salem recap-
tured the lead in the seventh on an error, but the Shorebirds came back to tie the game 
in the ninth on an RBI single by DJ Layton. His third hit of the night made it a 4-4 game. 
However, the RidgeYaks ended the game in the bottom of the ninth on a walk-off, three-
run homer by Staryln Nunez, handing Delmarva their first loss since Tuesday as they were 
defeated 7-4.

Play the Hits, DJ: It's been a strong start to the season for DJ Layton in his first stint with 
the Shorebirds. The 19-year-old utility man has reached base in 24 of 29 games, collecting 
a hit in 17, including a team-best eight multi-hit games. He leads the team with a .441 on-
base percentage and a .500 batting average on balls in play. Layton's 23 walks this season 
are the ninth-most in the Carolina League, and he currently has a 20% walk rate, the best 
mark on the team.

Quick Whit: Braylon Whitaker has quietly been one of Delmarva's most consistent bats, 
recording a hit in 18 of his last 24 games. He has also reached base safely in 22 of his first 
27 games this season. He is the team-leader batting average (.305) and is second in hits 
(25) only to DJ Layton (26). Whitaker excels at making contact. Among qualified Shore-
birds hitters, he has the team's lowest strikeout rate at 15% and puts the ball in play in 
68% of his plate appearances. He owns a .362 batting average on balls in play.

Triples Galore: The Delmarva Shorebirds lead the league in triples with 14. They put 
together back-to-back games with three triples on May 2 and May 3 against the Hill City 
Howlers. Jose Perez had three in those two games combined, including two in the May 3 
contest, while also hitting a home run.

C-Rod in Control: In his debut season, Christian Rodriguez has emerged as one of Del-
marva's dependable starting pitchers. Rodriguez threw his first career quality start on 
May 8 against the Salem RidgeYaks, earning his second victory. Over his last three starts, 
Rodriguez has struck out 20 in 15.1 innings, and his 31 strikeouts are the most among 
active pitchers on the team. 

Aybar and Amparo Love the Yaks: Junior Aybar and Felix Amparo have had their best suc-
cess at the plate against Salem this season. In six games against the RidgeYaks, Aybar has 7 
RBIs and 4 extra-base hits, including a career-high 5 RBIs on April 3, when he was a home 
run short of the cycle. Amparo has appeared in eight games against the RidgeYaks and has 
a team-best seven hits, including three multi-hit performances.

About the RidgeYaks: The Shorebirds make their second trip to Salem after starting the 2026 
campaign against them at Carilion Clinic field where the RidgeYaks won the series by taking 
two of the three games. The franchise rebranded in the offseason to the "RidgeYaks" after 
being called the Red Sox since 2009. The RidgeYaks nickname comes from the Blue Ridge 
Mountains beyond the ballpark, and "yak" is short for kayak, a popular outdoor activity in the 
Salem area

Adonis Smith is in his first season as Manager of the Delmarva Shorebirds, becoming 
the 19th Manager in Shorebirds history.
