ONE-RUN DUBS The Portland Sea Dogs beat the New Hampshire Fisher Cats 2-1 
on Saturday, their third win in a row.  The Sea Dogs are now 3-0 in one-run games, 
and 4-0 in games where they lead after the fifth inning. 

ICE IN THIER VEINS Portland relief pitchers have held the Fisher Cats scoreless 
for two games straight, recording two saves, from Erik Rivera on Friday and Patrick 
Halligan on Saturday. Excluding the first game of this series where relief pitchers 
gave up seven runs in a 12-7 loss, the bullpen's combined ERA is 2.08 their last four 
games. They are responsible for all three Sea Dogs wins this series. 

BAEZ IS CLUTCH In Friday's win, on a full count with two outs in the bottom of the 
third inning, Nate Baez blasted a three-run home run over the "Maine Monster" to 
propel the Sea Dogs into the lead. Baez had a sacrifice fly on Saturday for his team-
leading 6th RBI. Overall, Baez is four-for-eight with a double and a home run with 
runners in scoring position this season.

FRANKLIN ON FIRE  Franklin Arias is batting .588 (10-for-17) with four multi-hit 
games and five RBI in his first five starts. His .638 on base percentage leads all AA 
players with 20+ plate appearances this season.

YOU WANT PROSPECTS? At just 20 years old, Franklin Arias enters 2026 as 
Portland’s highest ranked prospect, no. 2 overall in the Red Sox system. Portland’s 
pitching staff is anchored by four Top-30 prospects, including no. 14 John Holobetz, 
no. 16 Hayden Mullins, no. 22 Gage Ziehl, and no. 27 Eduardo Rivera. Jedixson Paez, 
who was recently waived and returned to the Red Sox after making his MLB debut 
for the Chicago White Sox via Rule 5 Draft, checks in at no. 21 on the list. Outfielders 
Miguel Bleis and Nelly Taylor join Arias as the only Portland position players featured 
on MLB.com’s top-30 Prospects list, coming in at no. 17 and no. 23 respectively.

LOCKDOWN DEFENSE Portland returns 17 players from past seasons, including 
Baseball America’s Best Defensive Infielder Marvin Alcantara and Baseball America’s 
Best Infield Arm and 2025 Sea Dogs Defensive Player of the Year Ahbram Liendo.

THIS DAY IN SEA DOGS HISTORY April 12, 1997 – Mark Kotsay homered twice, 
including the 300th home run in franchise history, as Portland won 6-5 over New 
Britain.

ON THE MOUND LHP Hayden Mullins was the 2025 Portland Sea Dogs Pitcher of 
the Year. In a team-high 17 starts out of qualified players, Mullins finished first among 
starting pitchers in strikeouts (92), innings pitched (80.2) and tied for first in win total 
with (7) while holding opponents to a team-low average (.169). In his first outing of 
the 2026 season, Mullins allowed 5 ER in 1.2 innings pitched in a 12-7 loss to New 
Hampshire last Tuesday.

Manager - Chad Epperson
Manager Chad Epperson will lead the team in his fourth season in Port-
land. In 2024, he led the Sea Dogs to a 78-60 record, the best record 
in the Northeast Division of the Eastern League, and third best in the 
league. In his fourth season with the team, he is tied for the longest 
serving manager in Sea Dogs history with Arnie Beyeler who managed 
Portland for four seasons from 2007 to 2010. Before managing the Sea 
Dogs, Epperson spent 12 seasons as the Red Sox Catching Coordina-
tor. 

Pitching Coach - Juan Rivera
Juan Rivera also returns to the Sea Dogs coaching staff as a pitching 
coach for his second season. In 2025, Rivera helped guide a Port-
land pitching staff that recorded 1,435 strikeouts, the second-most in 
the Eastern League, while posting a 3.65 team ERA, the fourth-best 
mark in the league. Rivera spent the previous three seasons as the 
Salem Red Sox’ pitching coach, where he led the staff to a 3.61 ERA, 
the fourth-best in Single-A. A graduate of Eastern Nazarene College, 
Rivera has been part of the Boston Red Sox organization since 2022, 
serving as a Development Coach with Salem before joining the Sea 
Dogs coaching staff.

Hitting Coach - Trevor Burmeister
Trevor Burmeister joins the Sea Dogs coaching staff as hitting coach 
after spending the previous five seasons in the Colorado Rockies 
organization. A Wisconsin native from Verona, Burmeister began his 
coaching career immediately following his collegiate playing career at 
the University of Wisconsin–La Crosse, where he spent two seasons 
on the coaching staff. He then served one season at the University of 
Minnesota Duluth, where the offense ranked third nationally in NCAA 
Division II with a .352 team batting average and second in the nation 
with 102 home runs. Burmeister later returned to his alma mater, 
Madison College (NJCAA), spending three seasons under head coach 
Mike Davenport. During his time there, he was named the 2019 NJCAA 
Assistant Coach of the Year by the American Baseball Coaches Asso-
ciation and Baseball America. During the offseason, Burmeister resides 
in Black Earth, Wisconsin.

Defensive Coach - Kyle Sasala
Kyle Sasala enters his third season on the Portland staff after a highly 
successful tenure at Grove City College, where he served as Associ-
ate Head Coach from 2016 to 2023. During his time with the Wolver-
ines, Sasala played a key role in the program’s rise, highlighted by a 
school-record 30-win season in 2023 and a 16–4 conference mark. 
He also helped guide Grove City to a then-record 28 victories in 2019 
alongside head coach Matt Royer. Sasala later stepped in as interim 
head coach for the Eastern College Athletic Conference Division III 
Championship Tournament, leading the Wolverines to a runner-up 
finish.

Athletic Trainer - Kelsey Branstetter
Kelsey Branstetter joins the staff as Portland’s Athletic Trainer, her first 
year with the Sea Dogs and second season in the Red Sox organiza-
tion. She spent last season as the Athletic Trainer for the Greenville 
Drive (High-A) and served in the same role for Triple-A Louisville 
(Cincinnati Reds) from 2023-2024. Branstetter graduated from Middle 
Tennessee State University, where she played four years of soccer. 
Following her undergraduate studies, Branstetter obtained a master's 
degree from Wichita State University.

Strength and Conditioning Coach - Jonah Mondloch
Strength and Conditioning Coach Jonah Mondloch returns to the staff 
for his second season in Portland and his third year in the Red Sox 
organization. He previously served as an Assistant Rehab Strength and 
Conditioning Coach, where he supported the strength and conditioning 
programs for players returning to the field. In that role, he collaborat-
ed closely with Major League sports performance and on-field staff to 
ensure the highest level of care for injured athletes.
