Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds were defeated by the Salem RidgeYaks on Mother's
Day afternoon, 13-3. Jose Perez gave the Shorebirds an early 1-0 lead in the first when he
brought home Raylin Ramos on an error. Salem quickly countered with two runs in the
bottom half on RBI singles by Andrews Opata and Luke Heyman to take a 2-1 advantage.
Their lead quickly grew in the second after another RBI single by Opata, along with a pair
of two-run homers by Starlyn Nunez and Luke Heyman, to put Delmarva behind 7-1. A
sacrifice fly by Junior Aybar in the fourth made it a 7-2 game, but the deficit grew larger in
the bottom half after Kleyver Salazar hit a grand slam to put the RidgeYaks in front 11-2.
They added a pair of runs in the seventh and eighth, and the Shorebirds got one run in the
ninth on a DJ Layton RBI single, but ultimately Delmarva would fall 13-3 to split the series
with Salem.

Play the Hits, DJ: It's been a strong start to the season for DJ Layton in his first stint with
the Shorebirds. The 19-year-old utility man has reached base in 25 of 30 games, collecting
a hitin 18, including a team-best eight multi-hit games. He leads the team with a .440 on-
base percentage and a .491 batting average on balls in play. Layton's 24 walks this season
are the tenth-most in the Carolina League, and he currently has a 20% walk rate, the best
mark on the team.

Quick Whit: Braylon Whitaker has quietly been one of Delmarva's most consistent bats,
recording a hit in 18 of his last 24 games. He has also reached base safely in 22 of his first
27 games this season. He is the team-leader batting average (.305) and is second in hits
(25) only to DJ Layton (26). Whitaker excels at making contact. Among qualified Shore-
birds hitters, he has the team's lowest strikeout rate at 15% and puts the ball in play in
68% of his plate appearances. He owns a .362 batting average on balls in play.

Triples Galore: The Delmarva Shorebirds lead the league in triples with 14. They put
together back-to-back games with three triples on May 2 and May 3 against the Hill City
Howlers. Jose Perez had three in those two games combined, including two in the May 3
contest, while also hitting a home run.

C-Rod in Control: In his debut season, Christian Rodriguez has emerged as one of Del-
marva's dependable starting pitchers. Rodriguez threw his first career quality start on
May 8 against the Salem RidgeYaks, earning his second victory. Over his last three starts,
Rodriguez has struck out 20 in 15.1 innings, and his 31 strikeouts are the most among
active pitchers on the team.

Extra is Better: Jose Perez has made an immediate impact since joining the Shorebirds on
May 1. In nine games, Perez is batting .294 and has collected ten hits, eight of which went
for extra bases. Perez has three doubles, three triples, and two homers, and has driven in
six runs while scoring seven times. He's also started at four different defensive positions.

About the Woodpeckers: The Shorebirds welcome the Fayetteville Woodpeckers to Perdue
Stadium for the first and only time in 2026 this week. The Astros' Single-A affiliate won the
season series against the Shorebirds last season, 14-10. This year's club features the two
best prospects in Houston's farm system, with their No. 1 prospect, Kevin Alvarez, and No. 2,
Xavier Neyens, who was the Astros' first-round draft pick last summer. Delmarva has never
won the regular-season series against the Woodpeckers since both teams joined the Carolina
League in 2021.
