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GAME NOTES

BROOKLYN GYGLONES (0-0, 46-20)
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LAST TIME OUT: The Cyclones clinched the South Atlantic League First Half North Division title with a
come-from-behind 6-4 victory in Aberdeen on Thursday night..Trailing 4-2 entering the 8th inning, SS
Marco Vargas powered an RBI single and C Chris Suero delivered the go-ahead 3-run home run to put
the Cyclones in front for good...LHP Ryan Ammons recorded a strikeout to strand the bases loaded in the
8th and RHP Hoss Brewer entered with 1 out in the 9th and left the tying runs on base, securing the post-
season-clinching victory..Vargas and LF Eli Serrano Il each finished with 3 hits and 2 runs scored..Vargas
drove in a pair and Serrano added a double...Suero collected 2 knocks and 3B Jacob Reimer registered
2 hits, including starting the winning rally with a double in the 8th...All 9 Brooklyn batters reached base
safely at least once and 8 of 9 tallied at least 1 hit.

WE ARE THE CHAMPIONS: Brooklyn clinched its first postseason berth since 2022 by winning the South
Atlantic League First Half North Division crown with a 6-4 win at Aberdeen on Thursday night..The playoff
berth is the Cyclones' second since moving to the full-season level, winning the Second Half North Divi-
sion title in 2022..With the win, all 3 New York Mets affiliates that play half-based seasons won First Half
titles in 2025...Double-A Binghamton and Single-A St. Lucie clinched the first half crowns in the Eastern
League Northeast and Florida State League Eastern Divisions, respectively...Brooklyn's 46-20 (.697) record
is the best first-half record in the South Atlantic League since Minor League Baseball reorganized prior to
the 2021 season.. It is also the best first half record in the SAL since Augusta (50-20, .714) and West Virginia
(48-20, .706) in 2007..The 'Clones .697 winning percentage is the best in Minor League Baseball..The 46
wins are 2 behind Philadelphia's Triple-A Lehigh Valley (48) for the MiLB lead...Brooklyn will have home-
field advantage in the SAL North Division playoffs, hosting Game 2 and, if necessary, Game 3.

COMEBACK 'CLONES: Brooklyn erased its 2nd 8th-inning deficit in 3 games in a 6-4 win at Aberdeen
on Thursday night..The Cyclones trailed 4-2 entering the 8th on Thursday and 2-1 going into the 8th on
Tuesday, coming back to win both...Brooklyn won 3 of their final 4 games of the first half when trailing in
the 8th inning or later..The team also won 4 of their final 8 games of the final when either tied or trailing
in the 8th inning or later...In the first half, the Cyclones went 35-5 when scoring first and 11-15 when their
opponent scored first.

LATE-INNING MAGIC: Brooklyn has dominated the latter stages of games in 2025...Despite trailing 2-1
through 7 innings on Tuesday and 4-2 through 7 on Thursday, the Cyclones came from behind to win both
games en route to a South Atlantic League First Half North Division title...In 2025, Brooklyn has outscored
opponents 71-22 (+49) from the 8th inning on..The Cyclones have outdueled their foes, 37-9, in the 8th,
30-11, in the 9th, and 4-2, in the 10th inning and beyond.

SUERO SUAVE: C Chris Suero provided the go-ahead 3-run home run in the 8th inning of Brooklyn's
First Half North Division-clinching win at Aberdeen on Thursday night..The 21-year-old also delivered the
go-ahead 2-run double in the 8th inning on Tuesday...In the first 3 games of the series against Aberdeen,
Suero is 8-for-14 (.571) at the plate with 4 runs scored, a double, a triple, a home run, and 7 RBI..The
Bronx native has also reached safely in 6-straight games, going 10-for-24 (.417) at the dish...In the month
of June, Suero is hitting .302/.397/.491/.888 with 9 runs scored, 5 extra-base hits, 2 home runs, and 13
RBI...Entering play on Friday, the catcher is 3rd in the South Atlantic League in hit-by-pitches (13), tied for
3rd in RBI (42), 8th in OPS (.845), tied for 8th in stolen bases (21), and 9th in slugging percentage (.459).

MARCO POLO: INF Marco Vargas has been scorching hot over the last few weeks, helping lead Brooklyn
to a First Half North Division crown..The 20-year-old is riding a 10-game on-base streak since June 8,
hitting .400/.500/.457/ 957 with 7 runs scored, 2 doubles, 6 RBI, 7 walks, and 9 stolen bases...In the month
of June, Vargas is slashing .320/.414/.360/.774 with 8 runs scored, 2 doubles, 7 RBI, 8 walks, and 11 swiped
bags...Since making his Cyclones debut, the Chihuahua, Mexico native is 3rd in the South Atlantic League
in stolen bases (22)..He is also 7th in the league in steals for the year.

REIMER SHINE: INF Jacob Reimer has had a fabulous start to the 2025 season...Entering play on Friday,
Reimer leads the South Atlantic League in runs scored (51) and is tied for the league lead in doubles (18)...
The Yucaipa, Calif. native is 2nd in slugging percentage (.516) and extra-base hits (30), tied for 2nd in hits
(65), 3rd in total bases (115) and OPS (904), tied for 3rd in hits (63) and triples (4), 4th in OPS (902), 5th in
batting average (.291) and RBI (39), and 10th in on-base percentage (.388)...Reimer was limited to just 35
games in 2024 with a hamstring injury.

BENGE IT LIKE CARSON: OF Carson Benge has been heating up at the plate..The 2024 first-round pick
enters Friday leading tied for the South Atlantic League in doubles (18) and triples (5)..He is also 2nd in
runs scored (47), tied for 2nd in hits (65), 3rd in batting average (.300) and on-base percentage (.414),
4th in OPS (.898) and extra-base hits (27), 5th in total bases (105) and slugging percentage (.484), tied
for 5th in walks (39), and tied for 7th in RBI (37)...Benge is also riding a 11-game on-base streak since June
7, hitting .318/.423/.500/.923 with 7 runs scored, 6 doubles, a triple, 10 RBI, 6 walks, and 2 stolen bases...
The Yukon, Okla. native was recognized on MiLB.com's "Prospect Team of the Week" from May 20-25 after
hitting .412 (7-17) with 8 runs scored, 3 doubles, 2 triples, an RBI, 8 walks to 3 strikeouts, 2 stolen bases,
and 2 hit-by-pitches in 6 games at Jersey Shore from May 20-25.

EWING-ING IT: IF/OF A.J. Ewing has had a marvelous start to his 2025 season...Entering play on Friday,
the Springboro, Ohio native is 3rd in all of Minor League Baseball in stolen bases (46) and tied for 3rd in
triples (7)...Since debuting with Brooklyn on April 29, Ewing leads the league in steals (32), registering 7
more than anyone else...He is also 2nd in on-base percentage (.406), tied for 3rd in runs scored (33) and
triples (3), 4th in walks (29) and hits (47), tied for 5th in games played (42), and 6th in batting average
(.294)..Overall, Ewing is 2nd in the SAL in stolen bags (32), 4th in batting average (.294), and 5th in on-
base percentage (.406)..The 2023 4th-round pick was recognized as the South Atlantic League Player of
the Week for May 13-18 vs. Winston-Salem...In 5 games, the 20-year-old went 9-for-18 (.500) at the plate
with 5 runs scored, 2 doubles, a triple, 3 RBI, 5 walks, and 6 stolen bases...Ewing led the SAL in steals (6)
and on-base percentage (.609) for the week...He was the first Cyclone to receive a league weekly honor
since INF Nick Lorusso and LHP Felipe De La Cruz took home Player and Pitcher of the Week, respectively,
for May 20-26, 2024.

CAN'T TUCC THIS: LHP Jonathan Santucci has found his form in 2025..The 2024 Mets' 2nd-round se-
lection is a perfect 4-0 over his last 5 outings (3 starts), including a career-high-tying 5.1 scoreless inning
performance in a no-decision on June 4 at Wilmington...Since May 16 vs. Winston-Salem, the 22-year-old
has a 4-0 record with a 1.20 ERA (4 ER in 30.0 IP) with 17 hits allowed, 10 walks, and 32 strikeouts...Santucci
saw his scoreless inning streak come to an end at 18.0 frames in May 10's win vs. Asheville..The southpaw's
streak spanned from the 2nd inning in Game 1 of a doubleheader on May 23 at Jersey Shore until the top
of the 7th with two outs on May 10...Since May 16, Santucci leads the South Atlantic League in ERA (1.20)
and is tied for 1st in wins (4)..He is also 3rd in batting average against (.160), 4th in WHIP (0.90), 8th in
innings pitched (30.0), and tied for 8th in strikeouts (32).

NOAH'S ARC: After being limited to just 13.0 innings in his first professional season in 2024, RHP Noah
Hall has found a new gear in 2025..The 24-year-old registered his 1st pro save on June 5 at Wilmington,
tossing 4.0 innings of 1-hit shutout ball..The save was Hall's first since April 30, 2021, vs. the University of
Louisiana at Monroe, while pitching for Appalachian State University...Entering play on Wednesday, the
Charlotte, N.C. native is 2nd in the South Atlantic League in ERA (2.39), 7th in batting average against
(.200), and tied for 7th in innings pitched (60.1).

ALL BAEZ ON ME: After recovering from knee surgery, INF Jesus Baez has slowly returned to form...Since
the start of May, Baez leads the South Atlantic League in RBI (30)..He is also 3rd in on-base percentage
(.399), 6th in OPS (.851), and 8th in batting average (.289) and slugging percentage (.468)..The 20-year-
old reached base safely in 17-of-23 plate appearances in the May 20-25 series against Jersey Shore and
went 6-for-8 at the plate in May 23's doubleheader with 3 runs scored, a double, 2 home runs, and 7 RBI,
en route to winning South Atlantic League Player of the Week honors...During the week, Baez hit .647 (11-
17) with 6 runs scored, 2 home runs, and 10 RBI..The infielder led the circuit in batting average (.647), on-
base percentage (.739), slugging percentage (1.059) OPS (1.798), and was tied for the league lead in RBI
(10)...After OF A.J. Ewing won Player of the Week for May 13-18, it marked the first time Brooklyn hitters
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RHP Joel Diaz (3-2, 3.59 ERA) vs. RHP Cohen Achen (2-4, 4.01 ERA)

jured list...In 278 meetings since 2002, the Cyclones lead the
all-time series, 150-128 (.540)...Brooklyn is 72-57 (.558) against
the IronBirds in 129 games at Ripken Stadium.

SWIPER KEEP SWIPING: Brooklyn is off to a historic start on the basepaths in 2025..The Cyclones' 7-6
win vs. Wilmington on April 29 saw them nab a franchise record 9 stolen bases, courtesy of 7 players...
The mark topped a previous high of 8 on August 2, 2017, vs. Tri-City...Brooklyn enters play on Friday with
147 steals, good for the 2nd most in the South Atlantic League behind only Aberdeen (160)..The 147 steals
are 7th in Minor League Baseball..Cleveland's Single-A Lynchburg leads MiLB (190)...Brooklyn already has
3 players with 20-plus steals, 6 players with 10-or-more steals, and 9 players with 5-plus..The 147 swiped
bags are the most by the Cyclones through the team's first 64 games in Minor League Baseball's Digital era
(2005-present) by 51 swipes...The 2005 club is 2nd with 96..The Cyclones are 34 steals shy of breaking their
single-season franchise record of 181 steals set in 2024.

GIRT 'ER DONE: After tossing 5.0 perfect innings in Saturday's 1-0 win vs. Asheville, RHP Brendan Girton was
named South Atlantic League Pitcher of the Week on Monday for Week 12 (June 10-15)..The 23-year-old is
the first Cyclone pitcher to receive a weekly honor this year and the first to win Pitcher of the Week since
LHP Felipe De La Cruz took home the award for May 20-26, 2024..Girton is the first Cyclones' right-hander
to earn the honor since RHP Luis Moreno won for July 25-31, 2022..Girton did not receive a decision on
Saturday, but retired all 15 batters he faced, striking out 6..He, RHP Joel Diaz (3.0 IP), and RHP Raimon
Gémez (1.0) combined on a 4-hit shutout...Since May 1, the Gage, Okla., native is 2nd in the South Atlantic
League (min. 30.0 IP) in batting average against (169), 5th in WHIP (0.96), and 6th in ERA (2.36)..Among
pitchers with 45.0 or more innings, Girton is tied for 7th in the SAL in strikeouts-per-9-innings (10.68) and
10th in ERA (2.91).

TIME TO MAKE THE DONUTS: Brooklyn's pitching staff collected its 7th shutout of the season with a 1-0 win
vs. Asheville on Saturday..The 1-0 triumph was the Cyclones' 2nd since last Thursday, doing the same on
June 5 at Wilmington...Entering Wednesday, Brooklyn is tied for the South Atlantic League lead in shutouts
with New York-AL's Hudson Valley..The 7 shutouts are tied for 2nd most at High-A and tied for 8th most in
Minor League Baseball...Kansas City's High-A Quad Cities (9) leads the level, and Detroit's Double-A Erie and
Milwaukee's Triple-A Nashville (11) lead MiLB...Brooklyn's single-season record for shutouts is 14, set in 2024.

HOME COOKING: Brooklyn has been a model of consistency at Maimonides Park this year...June 12's defeat
vs. Asheville marked the end of the Cyclones' 15-game home winning streak...Brooklyn's franchise record
for consecutive home wins is 19, set in the inaugural 2001 campaign...Entering play on Friday, Brooklyn holds
the best home record in the South Atlantic League at 26-7 (.788)..Greenville is second best (21-16)..The 26
home wins are tied for the 3rd most in all of MILB..The Athletics' Triple-A Las Vegas leads the minors (28)...
Brooklyn's .788 home winning percentage is the best in MiLB...Pittsburgh's Triple-A Indianapolis (.750) is 2nd.

KEEP THE 'COASTER MOVING: The Cyclones remained perfect in series through the first 66 games of the
2025 season with Thursday's First Half-clinching victory at Aberdeen on Thursday, earning at least a series
split..Through Brooklyn's first 11 series of the year, the Cyclones hold an 8-0-3 record..In home series,
Brooklyn is 5-0-1, splitting their first full 6-game set with Hudson Valley from April 8-13..The Cyclones have
not lost a series since they dropped 5-of-6 at home vs. Jersey Shore from August 20-25, 2024...Since then,
Brooklyn is 10-0-3 in a series of any length.

THRICE IS NICE: The Cyclones completed the 2nd triple play in franchise history in the top of the 9th inning
in Sunday's comeback win vs. Asheville..Tourists SS Drew Vogel hit into a 4-3-5 triple play...2B Marco Var-
gas fielded the ball behind second, stepped on the bag, and threw to 1B Jacob Reimer for a double play...
Reimer then threw across the diamond where 3B Jesus Baez tagged out CF Lucas Spence, who over slid
the bag, for the triple play..It marked Brooklyn's first triple-killing since July 10, 2016, on a 2-6-4 triple play
from C Dan Rizzie, to SS Colby W to 2B Nick B Pete Alonso was on the field for the
1st triple play in franchise history...Brooklyn then turned a double play to start the 10th inning, as 1B Oliver
Carrillo flied out to left and Vogel was tagged out trying to advance to 3rd...RHP Ben Simon recorded 6 outs
by facing only 3 batters..It is the only known occurrence of a pitcher recording at least 6 outs and facing 3
or fewer batters since at least 1910.

GRAB SOME PINE: Brooklyn pitchers combined to strike out 18 Aberdeen hitters in a 2-hitter on Wednesday
at Aberdeen...RHP Nate Dohm punched out a career-high 8 over 4.0 innings, while RHPs Raimon Gémez (3),
Brian Metoyer (2), Jace Beck (3), and Eduardo Herrera (2) united to whiff 10 over the final 5.0 frames..The
18 strikeouts tied the Cyclones' season-high...Brooklyn struck out 18 hitters in an 8-3 win at Jersey Shore on
April 25...Since the start of Minor League Baseball's digital era (2005-present), the 18 strikeouts are tied for
the most by a Brooklyn staff in a 9.0-inning game..The franchise record is 22 over 20.0 innings in a 3-2 loss
vs. Staten Island on June 17, 2016.

THIS DATE IN CYCLONES HISTORY: On June 20, 2008, Brooklyn rallied to the tie the game in the 7th on
a 2-run home run by RF John Servideo and took the lead in the 8th on a DH Zach Lutz RBI single in a 3-2
win at Aberdeen..In 2013, RHP John Gant (6.0 IP), RHP Tim Peterson (2.2), and LHP John Mincone (1.1)
combined on an 8-hit shutout in a 3-0 win vs. Aberdeen...In 2014, Brooklyn erased a 6-4 deficit entering
the 8th, tying the game on singles PH Tyler Moore and CF Tucker Tharp, and taking the lead in the 9th on a
1B Michael Katz sacrifice fly in a 7-6 win at Aberdeen...In 2016, the Cyclones played the 2nd-longest game
in franchise history, falling 10-9 vs. Tri-City in 17 innings..The game lasted é hours and 5 minutes...In 2021,
Brooklyn powered 5 home runs, including a pair from 2B Luke Ritter, who finished with 6 RBI, in a 13-1 rout
at Wilmington...In 2024, RHP Jonah Tong struck out 7 over 5.0 innings of 1-hit shutout ball, earning the win,
in a 2-1 victory vs. Jersey Shore.
