THIS HAS BEEN FUN: Winners of four straight, the FredNats are rolling right now heading into the third game of the six-game series with 
the Delmarva Shorebirds, Single-A affiliate of the Baltimore Orioles. FredNat pitching has not allowed a single run in the first two games of 
this series, and the team continues to lead all of Minor League Baseball Double-A and below in runs scored with 112, and after yesterday’s 
game, the team is now back on top of that list in run differential as well. Tonight, RHP Jose Atencio gets the start and will look to continue 
his very solid season on the mound both starting and in long relief for Fredericksburg. In the two games in this series, FredNat pitching has 
allowed no runs, seven hits, four walks and the staff has 22 strikeouts. 
ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Freddies got another lights out pitching performance for the second straight shutout. Bryan Sanchez allowed 
one hit with no walks and five strikeouts in his start, and Mikey Tepper pitched the next four innings scoreless, allowing just one hit with 
no walks and five strikeouts. Merrick Baldo struck out the side in the 9th inning to finish the game. The offense scored four runs on four 
hits plus an error in the 4th inning, and Brandon Pimentel’s two-run double in the 9th made it comfortable for the second straight 6-0 win.
MAJOR THEFT: In Tuesday’s game, the FredNats stole 10 bases and were not caught, setting the single-game franchise record and also 
putting up the most stolen bases in a single game in Major League or Minor League Baseball this year. Brenner Cox, Elijah Green and 
Cristhian Vaquero each had two steals, Armando Cruz had three, and Gavin Dugas stole home for FXBG. 
BULLPEN WORK: So far in 2024, the FredNat bullpen has been one of the more solid units on the team. In 80 IP so far for the FredNat 
relievers, the unit has allowed 23 earned runs for a group ERA of 2.59. The Freddies are also 4/4 in save opportunities (three by Thomas 
Schultz, one by Kevin Rodriguez), and the team is 10-0 when holding a lead after both seven and eight innings this year. 
SOLID STARTS: The FredNats have several hitters near the top of the Carolina League leaderboards through the first 17 games of the 
season. Phillip Glasser leads the league in batting average (.426), OPS (1.140), and slugging (.648). Brandon Pimentel’s 25 RBIs are the 
most in the league by six over the second place hitter. Gavin Dugas leads the league in OBP (.510), is second in average to Glasser (.405), 
and also in OPS (1.081). Pimentel also leads the league in XBH with nine after his two-run double last night. 
HISTORIC DAY: In last Wednesday’s game, Phillip Glasser joined some rare air with his four hits, four RBIs and three stolen bases. The last 
time a hitter accomplished that in a single Major League Baseball game was when Joe Carter did it with the Cleveland Indians in 1986. 
Glasser is also just the fourth Minor League player at any level since 2005 to have four hits, four RBIs and three stolen bases in a single 
game. For his total efforts last week, Glasser was named the Carolina League Player of the Week by Major League Baseball.
THE SKIP IS BACK: The FredNats’ leader from the last two seasons returns to the Managerial role for 2024. Jake Lowery is back for another 
year in the ‘Burg Lowery, 34, was selected by Cleveland in the fourth round of the 2011 Draft out of James Madison University, where 
he was given the Johnny Bench Award as the nation’s top collegiate catcher. The Midlothian, Virginia native played in the Nationals 
organization from 2016 to 2019, including parts of two seasons with the Potomac Nationals. Lowery reached the Triple-A level in 2018 
and transitioned to a managerial role in 2021 after nine seasons in the minor leagues. Lowery is the 28th manager in franchise history 
dating back to 1978. Lowery is 152-126 in his two-plus years as Manager in Fredericksburg, including the 2022 Carolina League playoffs. 
THE STAFF: The majority of the 2023 coaching staff returns for 2024, with the lone exception being Hitting Coach Mike Habas. Pitching 
Coach Justin Lord, Development Coach Carmelo Jaime, Performance Analyst Josh Freligh, Strength & Conditioning Nathan Sier and Athletic 
Trainer Jake Meyer are all back from last year’s staff. Lord, 44, will begin his fourth season coaching in the Washington organization. The 
Alabama native and Florida State alum pitched six seasons professionally before transitioning to coaching, spending time in the Baltimore 
organization prior to joining the Nationals.
Habas, 33, begins his first season in the Washington organization after spending the last four seasons coaching in the Milwaukee Brewers 
organization. He was the hitting coach for the ACL Brewers the last two seasons, and was an Assistant Coach for the independent Gary 
SouthShore RailCats and Head Coach at Prarie State Junior College prior to his time with Milwaukee. Jaime, 38, was Detroit’s 24th round 
selection in the 2008 Draft out of Miami Dade College. The Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic native reached Double-A in his three-year 
minor league career, and has served as the first base coach and infield coach with the FredNats the past two seasons, roles he will continue 
in 2024. Meyer is in his seventh year with the Nationals overall and second with the FredNats, he spent his first five years at the facility 
in West Palm Beach, FL. Sier is in his second year with FXBG after previous stops with 2SP Sports and Macomb Community College (MI). 
Freligh begins his second year with the Nationals after previous stops with the Boston Red Sox and Los Angeles Dodgers. 
A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back to 
1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...the 
Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons (1999-
2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in Woodbridge, Virginia...the franchise has won five Mills 
Cup Championships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014. 



STARTING PITCHER

TONIGHT’S START: Jose Atencio is set to make his fourth appearance and 
second start of 2024, with a chance to secure at least a series split for 
FXBG.
A YEAR AGO: Jose proved to be one of the most important pitchers 
for Fredericksburg last season, as he seamlessly toggled between the 
starting rotation and the bullpen. He was most effective as a starter (7 
GS) as he went at least four innings in each start, did not allow an ER in 
three of his outings, and never allowed more than four earned runs.

DEEP IN HIS BAG: Atencio may not feature a triple digit fastball, but he 
utilizes a true five-pitch arsenal to keep opposing hitters off balance. 
Featuring three different fastballs and breaking balls darting in all 
directions, Atencio has made a living off missing barrels.

GETTING TO FXBG: Atencio breezed through the FCL in 2022, earning 
himself a mid-July promotion to Fredericksburg where he did not miss a 
beat. The Venezuelan-born right hander worked five innings in his FXBG 
introduction, allowing just two runs against Salem in a FredNats win. 
That was a sign of things to come, as Atencio did not allow more than 
three earned runs in seven of his eight starts. 

LAST TIME OUT: Atencio continued his strong start to 2024 last week 
against the Woodpeckers. He tied the longest outing of the year by a 
FredNat arm with five frames, with just a pair of earned runs against 
him, while fanning seven and walking none.
