OVERVIEW:
The Dayton Dragons are seeking talented individuals to join our photography team. The Dayton
Dragons Game Day and Event Photographer will be responsible for capturing images that will be
used for marketing, website, social media, and sponsor fulfillment. Marketing photography is vital
to the Dragons organization, and this position will be the perfect opportunity to gain experience in
photography and see marketing in action at a professional sports franchise.

RESPONSIBILITIES:
This position will join our team of photographers and will be scheduled for a select number of home
games and Dayton Dragons events at Day Air Ballpark. Dragons Photographers will be responsible to
capture, but not limited to, the following:
e Marketing activation and entertainment on plaza outside of ballpark.
e Pregame ceremonies including on-field ceremonies, ceremonial first pitches, national anthem,
honor guard and other important on-field moments.
e Players and coaches in context of promotion or pregame event.
¢ Fan Activity throughout ballpark (candid and posed enjoyment of concessions, watching and
celebrating game action, etc.).
¢ Promotional assets for sponsors (Physical Signage, Digital Signage, Videoboard Moments, In-
Game Activations, designated sponsored areas).
¢ In-Game Events (Check presentations, on-field recognitions, special performances, and more).
¢ Additional social media and marketing requests as needed .
e Group photos in hospitality areas reserved by sponsors and VIPs of the Dayton Dragons.
e Entertainment team and entertainment activities throughout the ballpark.
* Daytime events like Days at Park, Company Picnics, B2B outings, and other sponsor related events
for proof of performance fulfillment.
e Post-game events.

REQUIREMENTS:

¢ Ability to work games: Tuesday — Saturday 6:00 PM — approximately 10:30; Sunday 12:00 PM —
approximately 4:00 PM.

e Days at Park and B2Bs happen on a variety of dates, and the photographer is needed a half hour
to an hour ahead of the event.

e Time management and punctuality, each game follows a pre-determined schedule, and this
photographer will need to be in the right place in the right time.

¢ Flexibility to work events throughout the season and into the off-season.

¢ Follow the predetermined list of photography needs for games assigned.

e Complete upload of all photography at the completion of game or event.

e Experience with Adobe Creative Suite is useful, but not required.

e Comfortable with fan interactions, you’ll need to be able to direct for posed photos and for pro-
motional photos as needed.

e Creativity in finding ways to get the shot that is needed.

e EQUIPMENT: You will need access to your own camera and lenses. Flash photography is some-
times required, and a camera with flash capabilities is needed.

COMPENSATION

This is a freelance position. A fee of $100 is paid for each game and event. Photographers arrive at
6:00 p.m. for night games and stay through end of game and arrive at Noon and stay through end of
game on day games (Saturday and Sunday in April, and Sunday May — September).
