Get ‘Em Next Time: 2024 Lugnut Kade Morris made his MLB debut yesterday vs. Houston, becoming the 205th all-time Lugnut to 
reach the Majors and the fifth this season (Daniel Susac, Eduardo Rivera, Henry Bolte, Gage Jump). Morris allowed nine runs in 
four innings, including a Yordan Alvarez grand slam, in a 13-2 A’s loss.

A Good Night for Vegas: At the same time that the Las Vegas Golden Knights were building a 4-0 lead, blowing it, and then beating 
the Carolina Hurricanes in Double-OT, 5-4, the Triple-A Las Vegas Aviators took down Reno, 21-10. The Aviators scored five runs in 
each of the first three innings, and then four runs in the 4th to overcome a rocky PCL debut for Wei-En Lin (2/3 IP, 3 H, 5 R, 3 BB, 1 K).

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects: No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 
16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor) and No. 24 (Nate Nankil). Baseball America’s recent re-ranking of A’s prospects puts 
Devin Taylor at No. 10, Echavarria at No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

Roll Call: Lansing has used 38 different players this season, including 21 pitchers (excluding position player pitching Gunner Gould-
smith’s scoreless inning) and 17 position players. Only Devin Taylor has taken part in all 56 games, a mark that leads all of High-A.

Speaking of Devin Taylor: The Indiana Hoosier leads the Midwest League with six outfield assists and ranks 2nd in Minor League 
Baseball in seeing pitches outside the zone (492 in 248 PAs, an average of 1.98 balls per plate appearance). Taylor has received 
1094 pitches overall (4.41/PA), leading all of Single-A, High-A and Double-A.

Two for the Price of One: The Lugnuts have turned 66 double plays in 56 games, which leads Minor League Baseball (2nd - OKC 
Comets - 64 in 61 games) and is tied with the Major League Baseball leaders (SF Giants, 66 in 65 games).

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltrán went 
to be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver Slug-
gers, the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltrán will 
be inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.
