Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (37-32) at Durham Bulls (28-42)

LATE BULLS HOMER UPENDS JUMBO SHRIMP
Bradley Blalock worked 5.2 shutout innings, but Carson 
Williams’ two-out, go-ahead three-run home run in the 
eighth vaulted the Durham Bulls 3-2 over the Jacksonville 
Jumbo Shrimp in Tuesday’s series opener. The Jumbo 
Shrimp had taken the lead with two runs in the third on 
an RBI double from Andrew Pintar and an RBI single from 
Griffin Conine. However, Jacksonville mustered only two 
singles the rest of the way. Williams' three-run blast put the 
Bulls ahead and Alexander Alberto tossed a perfect ninth to 
seal the defeat for Jacksonville. 

MEN OF STEAL
The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past 
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville 
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in 
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through 
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in 
Triple-A. Since that point, however, has been a completely 
different story; Jacksonville's 96 steals in the last 45 games 
are far and away the most in Triple-A since April 24, with 
Gwinnett's 83 steals ranking second. 

PINTAR-EST
Over his first 20 games on the season, Andrew Pintar 
was just 15-for-81 at the plate, slashing a woeful 
.185/.295/.235/.530 with two doubles, one triple, seven 
RBIs, 13 walks and nine runs. The BYU product has changed 
his season around significantly since then; over the last 33 
games, Pintar is 38-for-122 (.311/.411/.549/.960) with nine 
doubles, one triple, six homers, 25 RBIs, 20 walks and 27 
runs. Since this hot streak began on April 28, Pintar ranks 
12th in the IL in both OBP and OPS and 17th in both average 
and slugging.
 
DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS
Jacksonville has yielded the seventh-fewest runs (317) in 
Triple-A while posting the level's third-best ERA (4.22). 
While the club leads all Triple-A staffs in strikeouts (708), 
the Jumbo Shrimp have also done a phenomenal job at 
turning batted balls put into play into outs; Jacksonville 
ranks third in Triple-A by turning 71.7 percent of balls put 
into play into outs. Only three clubs have recorded a rate of 
greater than 71 percent this season.

JUMPIN' BRAX
Braxton Garrett, who starts Wednesday's game for the 
Jumbo Shrimp, has been one of the toughest pitchers to 
hit in Triple-A this season. The 28-year-old has surrendered 
only 16 hits in 46.0 innings, working out to a .110 batting 
average against that would lead the International League if 
Garrett had enough innings to qualify. In fact, Garrett's 16 
hits allowed are the fewest of the 136 IL pitchers with at 
least 30.0 innings pitched this season. The closest IL hurler 
with at least 40.0 innings pitched this season would be 
Rochester's Luis Perales, who has surrendered 15 more hits 
than Garrett in 0.2 fewer innings.

THE SCRIPT HAS FLIPPED
In 2025, Jacksonville starting pitchers tossed only 603.1 of 
the club's 1,304.0 innings (46.3 percent), the seventh-fewest 
frames from lid-lifters for any Triple-A team. The approach 
fit the team's mold; the Jumbo Shrimp's 3.83 starting 
pitcher ERA ranked second in Triple-A, with the club's 3.64 
ERA from its bullpen pacing the level's respective relief 
corps in 700.2 innings - the fifth-most of any bullpen. This 
season, Jacksonville starters have worked 319.2 innings, the 
second-most of any starting staff in Triple-A (52.4 percent of 
the team's total of 610.0 innings). Thus, the 290.1 innings 
from the Jumbo Shrimp bullpen is the fourth-fewest of any 
Triple-A relief corps. The difference in work has not made 
much of a difference in terms of results; Jacksonville starters 
have combined for the third-best ERA (4.14) at the level, 
with the bullpen ranking seventh at 4.34.

YES, SERNA!
Heading into play on May 27, Jared Serna had struggled 
significantly over this first 38 games of 2026, batting 
a .198/.261/.302/.563. The 24-year-old has reached 
at least once in each of his 11 games since. Over the 
last 10 games, Serna is 14-for-34 at the plate, slashing 
.412/.488/.853/1.341 with three doubles, four home runs, 
14 RBIs, four walks and nine runs. After posting an ISO of 
.055 in 2025, Serna has upped that to .177 this season.

SHRIMP BITES
Jacksonville has lost seven of their last 10 games. They have 
scored only 39 runs in those contests... The Jumbo Shrimp 
have lost three of their last four series openers.

ABOUT BRAXTON
 

-The Miami Marlins’ first-round pick in 2016, Garrett made his professional debut in 
2017 but lasted just four starts until an injured elbow forced him to undergo Tommy 
John Surgery. Garrett went under the knife on June 20, 2017 and missed the rest of 
the 2017 campaign, as well as the entirety of the 2018 season. While rehabbing, 
however, he roomed with fellow Marlins prospect Jordan Holloway, who had 
underwent Tommy John Surgery just five days before Garrett did so.

-Garrett underwent a second Tommy John Surgery on December 16, 2024, causing 
him to miss the entirety of the 2025 season. Prior to getting recalled for a May 14, 
2026 start, he had not pitched in a major league game since June 17, 2024, a span of 
696 days. Garrett, though, did pitch in three minor league games in September of 
that 2024 season.

-Garrett made his major league debut for the Marlins in game two of a doubleheader 
on September 13, 2020 against the Philadelphia Phillies.
