SETTING THE SCENE: The Cardinals continue a 6-
game series at Wichita (MIN) with game 2 on 
Wednesday morning ... is the 2nd of 24 games 
between the North Division foes and 1st of two 
visits to Equity Bank Park for the Cards this 
season.


ABOUT LAST NIGHT: Wichita jumped out to a 17-0 
lead through the first 4 innings and ultimately 
won the series-opener, 18-6 ... LHP Liam Doyle 
(0-2) allowed 3 runs on 40 pitches and came out 
of the game after just 2/3 of an inning ... Cards 
scored all 6 of their runs in the 6th inning with 2 
coming home on a IF Dakota Harris home run ... 
Wichita’s Hendry Mendez hit a grand slam in the 
game, marking the 2nd-straight game in which 
the Cardinals have allowed a grand slam. 


HARRIS HOMERS: IF Dakota Harris hit his team-
leading 4th home run of the season on Tuesday 
night ... was his first HR since 4/4 at Amarillo ... 
leads the Texas League with 13 RBI ... hit 10 
homers and drove in 49 runs for Cards in 2025. 


SAD SIX: The Cards enter Wednesday suffering a 
6-game losing streak ... matches their longest 
losing streak in 2025 (April 17-23) ... won 4-in-a-
row to begin the season ... lost the final 5 games 
of the series against Tulsa at Hammons Field.


THE WICKED WICH: Springfield went 11-13 in the 
season series with the Wind Surge in 2025 and 
compiled a 4-8 record in games played in 
Wichita ... lost 4-of-6 in both road series on the 
banks of the Arkansas River. 


SWITCH ON ‘EM: SHP Jurrangelo Cijntje makes his 
3rd start of the season in today’s contest ... gave 
up 6 runs on 6 hits over 3.0 IP in his last start on 
4/9 vs. Tulsa ... issued 5 walks and struck out 4. 


FLY IT BACK: Springfield enters the season as the 
defending Texas League champions ... won the 
franchise’s second league title in 2025, the 
club’s first since 2012 ... swept Tulsa in the best-
of-3 NDS before taking down Midland in a 3-
game TXLCS ... capped a record-setting season 
in which the Cards won both the 1st and 2nd 
Half North Division titles and set a new franchise 
record with 88 regular season wins.


HOME THEFT: The Cardinals pulled off back-to-
back straight steals of home in Thursday night’s 
game vs. Tulsa ... IF Dakota Harris became the 
first Cardinal to pull off the feat since OF Adolis 
Garcia in 2018 ... before another pitch was 
thrown, IF Trey Paige did the same against LHP 
Maddux Bruns.


WE MESS WITH TEXAS: The Cardinals began the 
2026 campaign by sweeping a road series at 
Amarillo ... Springfield is 26-3 (incl. postseason) 
in games played in Texas dating back to the 
start of last season ... are 41-8 overall vs. Texas-
based opponents in that span.
