SHOREBIRDS AND RED SOX SPLIT DOUBLEHEADER: The Delmarva Shorebirds split their Wednesday double-
header with the Salem Red Sox. Trendon Craig quickly put the Shorebirds ahead on just one pitch into the first
game as he hit a leadoff home run, his first long ball of the season. But that would be all the offense the bats
could provide as the Red Sox went on to score seven unanswered to get the win 7-1. Delmarva bounced back
in game two as they grabbed an early lead with three runs in the second with Adam Crampton, Luis Gonzalez,
and Angel Tejada each providing an RBI in the inning. The pitching, led by Jared Beck, blanked the Sox for most
of the night as the lefty tossed four shutout innings, Hugo Beltran got the next five outs out of the bullpen with
Yaqui Rivera getting the final four to secure a 3-1 victory to earn a split in the doubleheader.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: The Shorebirds will send Deivy Cruz to the mound for Thursday's matchup against the
Red Sox and he'll face one of the hottest arms for Salem in right-hander Bradley Blalock. The former draft pick
from 2019 has appeared in just three games this season, but has allowed just 2 earned runs in 13 innings this
season. The right-hander has struck out 13 batters in his last two starts combined that have covered 9 innings
and this will be the first time he faces the Shorebirds this season after making his season debut on May 24.
Blalock missed all of 2022 after having Tommy John Surgery.

FEELIN' YOUNG: Carter Young has become an incredibly consistent hitter for the Shorebirds as of late. Since
May 16, Young is batting .333 which is good for the forth best average in the league in that 22 game sample
size. He has scored 19 runs in that time frame which is the most in the Carolina League, and has an OPS of .903
during his current run. He has 33 runs scored total, which is tied for the most on the team with Elio Prado.

MOVING UP THE LADDER: Samuel Basallo's strong first season in affiliated baseball has elevated him to inside
the Top 100 overall prospects for Baseball America as he comes in at No. 81 on the mid-season list. Basallo is
now ranked the No. 7 prospect in a deep, Oriole's farm system and he is one of eight Baltimore prospects cur-
rently in the top 100.

WELCOME BACK TRENDON: Trendon Craig has had an instant impact for the for the Shorebirds since rejoin-
ing the team on June 9 after two months on the injured list. In five games since returning, Craig is 6/17 with 2
doubles, a home run, 3 RBI, and has also drawn 3 walks. Craig has played in a total of 11 games for the Shore-
birds this season and has reached base at least once in all of them.

OVERCOMING ADVERSITY: The Shorebirds are currently in the midst of their toughest stretch of the season as
they are 4-13 in their last 17 games. In this current stretch, they have lost two games by two runs, five games
by one run, and four games in extra innings.

EXTRA BELLONY: Isaac Bellony has made an instant impact for the Shorebirds since joining their roster on May
30. In 14 games for the Shorebirds, Bellony is batting .268 (15/56) and has six doubles, three triples, and ten
RBI.

SILENCE IS GOLDEN: Quietly, the hottest pitcher on the Delmarva staff is Alfred Vega who tossed another
scoreless outing on Tuesday afternoon. Vega has not allowed a run in his last five appearances and has a score-
less streak of 18.1 innings after 4 more scoreless frames in the series opener at Salem.

BACK WHERE IT BEGAN: The Shorebirds head back to Salem where they face the Red Sox for the second time
at Salem Memorial Ballpark. Delmarva won two of three from the Red Sox to open the season and are 7-2
against Boston's affiliate this season.

LAST OUTING (6/9 vs DE): Cruz took his first loss of the season on
Friday of last week by allowing a season-hig six runs in defeat to the
Down East Wood Ducks.
