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May 19: RubberDucks 8, Senators 4: The RubberDucks rallied for
seven runs in the eighth inning with four run scoring hits to defeat
Harrisburg in the series opener on Tuesday. Alfonsin Rosario had
the go-ahead two-run double, and Jacob Cozart had a two-run home
run to cap his three RBI day at the plate.

Today’s starter: Justin Campbell makes his third Double-A start
and ninth start of the season on Wednesday night. The right-hander is
coming off a no-decision against Chesapeake last week allowing
three walks and no hits while striking out three over 2.2 innings
pitched. Campbell is coming off back-to-back starts where he made
his career-high in pitches (53 at Richmond and 63 against
Chesapeake). His nine starts this season will tie Columbus Clippers
left-hander Ryan Webb for most starts in the Guardians organization.

Getting Cozy in May: Jacob Cozart has been seeing the ball well so
far this month. In 12 games, the RubberDucks catcher is batting
.314/.442/.486 with 11 hits, five runs scored, three doubles, a home
run and six RBI. Cozart has also walked seven times this month while
striking out just eight times. His hot stretch has raised his season
average from .222 to .252. Cozart hit just .213 in 85 career games for
High-A Lake County between 2024 and 2025. In 52 games with Akron
entering Wednesday, he is batting .254.

Tale of two locations: Akron is an impressive 16-5 record at 7 17
Credit Union Park in 2026. The RubberDucks are batting .237 with
105 runs scored, 31 doubles, six triples, 17 homers, 97 RBI and 28
stolen bases in Akron. On the mound at 7 17 Credit Union Park, the
RubberDucks staff is working to a 2.95 ERA with 204 strikeouts over
186.0 innings. On the road this season, Akron is 7-12. The Ducks staff
is working to a 5.41 ERA and 177 strikeouts over 164.2 innings. At the
plate, Akron hitters are batting .219 with 102 runs scored, 27 doubles,
five triples, 16 home runs, 90 RBI and 20 stolen bases.

Late inning magic: The Akron RubberDucks offense has come alive
from the fifth inning on this season. Akron is scoring 101 runs in the
first four innings while scoring 135 runs from the fifth inning on. The
RubberDucks are outscoring opponents 32-18 in the fifth inning and
eighth inning this season.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 212 walks rank
first in the Eastern League and second in Double-A this season. 11
players have worked double digit walks in 2026 for the RubberDucks,
including Nick Mitchell, who leads the active RubberDucks roster and
is tied first in the Eastern League in walks with 28 free passes this
season. Mitchell has worked seven walks in the last two series.

RubberDucks and Senators: Akron is facing Harrisburg for the third
of four series this season and second of two visits to FNB Field.
Harrisburg is 7-6 so far against Akron this season. All time Akron is
311-293 against Harrisburg.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 4.11 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 381 strikeouts over 350.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, strikeouts, starts,
games, saves, innings pitched and average against.

Mooney is money: Alex Mooney is starting to heat up at the plate
over his last three series. He picked up 12 hits in 11 games played
against Richmond, Chesapeake and Harrisburg including two
doubles, a home run and four RBI. He also added five stolen bases
and 10 runs scored. Mooney has reached base in all 10 games and
picked up a hit in his last five. Mooney is hitting .250 in the month of
May, which has raised his season average from .155 to .200.

Red hot Reid: Reid Johnston is on fire in the month of May. The
right-hander has appeared in five games allowing just one hit over
eight scoreless innings while striking out eight. He picked up his first
win since 2023 on May 13 after tossing two scoreless innings against
Chesapeake. On May 17, Johnston tossed three scoreless innings
with four strikeouts (both season highs) in Akron’s win over the
Baysox.

Ralphy to Columbus: Ralphy Velazquez has been promoted to
Triple-A Columbus after an impressive RubberDucks career. In 36
games this season, Velazquez hit .317/.414/.566 with nine doubles,
three triples and seven home runs and 30 RBI. He leaves Akron
leading the RubberDucks in average, runs scored, hits, doubles,
triples, homers, RBI, slugging and OPS. He leaves the Eastern
League ranking top 10 in average (seventh), RBI (tied fifth), OBP
(ninth), slugging (tenth), OPS (eighth), hits (tied third), triples (tied
third), extra-base hits (tied fourth) and total bases (fourth). In 64
career games with the RubberDucks since being promoted at the end
of 2025, Velazquez hit .323 with 17 doubles, six triples, 12 home runs
and 52 RBI. He picked up a hit in 51 of his 64 Double-A games,
including 28 multi-hit games.
