ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Back at Home
The Fightin Phils remain home following a season-long two week/13-game road trip at New Hampshire and Portland. It is the fourth of 12 matchups between 
Reading and the Harrisburg Senators, Double-A affiliate of the Washington Nationals, this season. Friday is the fourth-of-six at FirstEnergy Stadium, before the 
teams meet for six games at FNB Field in Harrisburg from July 21-26. Reading went 4-8 against Harrisburg in 2025, which included taking two-of-six games in 
both series with the Senators. Reading leads the season-series 2-1 after winning two-of-three games to begin the series.

Bouncing Back
The Reading Fightin Phils improved to 23-25 with a 5-1 win over the Harrisburg Senators to take a 2-1 series lead at FirstEnergy Stadium, jumping out early 
and never looking back. Reading plated four runs in the first inning as Dante Nori sparked the rally with a leadoff single and stolen base, and Raylin Heredia 
and Austin Murr delivered key hits, including Murr’s two-run double, while a balk added another run. Harrisburg got on the board in the fourth to cut it to 4-1, 
but Reading answered right away when Erick Brito scored on a throwing error to restore a four-run cushion. Phillies top prospect Gage Wood impressed in his 
home debut, allowing one run on three hits over four innings while striking out four and reaching 99 miles per hour. The bullpen took over from there, with 
Colin Peluse earning the win with two strong innings, followed by scoreless outings from Evan Gates and Alex McFarlane, who struck out three in the ninth to 
seal the victory. Murr stayed hot at the plate with another multi-hit performance as the Fightin Phils controlled the game from the opening inning.

Wood You Believe It
Phillies No. 2 prospect, and top pitching prospect, Gage Wood was stellar in his first home start with Reading on Thursday night. The 22-year old allowed one 
run over four innings and struck out four. So far, Wood has 10 strikeouts over his first two starts (7.0 IP), which is good for 12.86 SO/9.0 IP. Wood was 	
promoted to Reading from Clearwater (A) on Monday, skipping High-A Jersey Shore. He joined the Fightin Phils after just nine-career starts with Clearwater. 
With the Threshers, Wood was 0-2, with a 3.42 ERA (10 ER, 26.1 IP) over eight starts. He had sent down 40 batters on stikes, good for a 13.67 SO/9.0 IP mark, 
which was 7th in the FSL amonst pitchers with at least 20.0 IP. At the time of his promotion, Wood was seventh in the Florida State League in strikeouts. Wood 
joins the Fighitn Phils less than one year following his selection in the first round (26th overall) by the Phillies out of Arkansas, where he pitched from 2023-25. 

Still In It
Despire a tough week at Portland, and a 5-8 road trip between Maine and New Hampshire, the Fightin Phils still see themselves just 3.5 games back of first 
place New Hampshire in the Northeast Divsion Standings. There are 21 games and three-and-a-half series remaining in the first half, which ends on Sunday, 
June 21. Reading will play Portland and Hartford during the final two weeks of the first half in what is an extremely tight race for the first half Northeast Divi-
sion crown.

An Impressive Trend Ends
With Reading dropping five-of-six games at Portland, the Fightin Phils dropped their first six game series of the season. Prior to last week, the R-Phils had won 
three series, tied three and their only other series defeat was a three-game sweep by Akron to open the season. By this point last season, Reading had already 
lost four six-game series, so the Fightin Phils are still way ahead of their pace from 2025.

Pitching Powers
The Fightin Phils pitching staff continued their recent strong stretch with a strong road trip at New Hampshire and Portland. Over their last 19 games (since 
May 8), Reading leads all of Double-A with a 2.73 ERA (47 ER, 154.2 IP). On the season, the R-Phils team 4.14 ERA ranks second in the Eastern League, which 
comes after finishing last in the league with a 4.58 ERA in 2025. Reading’s pitching staff has also showcased some of the best control in the league as well, issue-
ing the fewest walks in the league at 142, which is well ahead of the second fewest, Portland with 180. Strong fielding has helped out the Fightin Phils pitching 
staff, as Reading enters play on Friday with a .979 fielding percentage, which is the best in the Eastern League.

Money McFarlane
Alex McFarlane continued his excellent season with a scoreless inning on Thursday. On the season, the Phillies No. 17 prospect has a 0.48 ERA (1 ER, 18.2 
IP). McFarlane has not allowed an earned run in 13-straight outings and has not allowed one in 18-of-19 appearances on the season. Amongst Eastern League 
pitchers that have fired at least 18.0 IP this season, McFarlane has the lowest ERA at 0.48.

Here Comes Harrisburg
Harrisburg enters play today with a 25-23 record, which is third in the Eastern League’s Southwest Division. The Senators most recently split a series at home 
against Akron and return home next week to welcome Somerset. Harrisburg’s roster features seven of the National’s Top-30 prospects: Travis Sykora (2), Jarlin 
Susana (3), Alex Clemmey (12), Alejandro Rosario (16), Sam Peterson (23), Eriq Swan (26) and Caleb Lomavita (27).

Hurling for Harrisburg 
Lefty Shinnosuke Ogasara makes his seventh start of the season for Harrisburg. So far, Ogasara is 1-1, with a 2.36 ERA (9 ER, 34.1 IP), along with 42 strikeouts 
(11.01 SO/9.0 IP). He went a season-high seven innings last Sunday against Akron, where he allowed one run on six hits, with six strikeouts. Ogasaware also 
made three starts for Rochester (AAA) this season. He split 2025 between three minot league levels and the Nationals, going 1-1, with a 6.98 ERA over 23 big-
league appearances. The 28-year old signed with Washington as a free agent in 2025 out of Japan. He pitched in Hapan from 2016-24 before signing.
