Teeing Off 

•	 how it went down: The GreenJackets took a doubleheader split on Saturday. Hurston 
Waldrep dealt three innings in game one, striking out eight, while Cory Wall pitched two 
scoreless frames and ended up with the winning decision. Drew Compton laced a three-run 
double to put Augusta on top in the fifth, and Elison Joseph and Estarlin Rodriguez secured the 
5-4 victory. In game two, Augusta fell 3-2, fading late against reliever Ben Sears, who secured 
his second save of the series. However, Augusta's bullpen arms of Adam Shoemaker and Jason 
Franks did hold the Fireflies hitless over the final 4.1 frames.  

•	 No hit history:  Seth Keller is set to feature today for the first time since last Sunday's no 
hitter. His and Harper's combined effort on 7/30 is the third official no-hitter in the league this 
year. Myrtle Beach got a 5.0 inning no-no from Marino Santy in a game which weather made 
official, while Connor McCullough of Kannapolis went the distance in a 7.0 inning effort against 
the Mudcats in May.  

•	 No Hit History, Continued: The last time an Augusta pitcher was involved in a no-hitter 
was a rather remarkable game on April 25th, 2017, when LHP Dominic Mazza threw a nine in-
ning perfecto against the Lexington Legends. Mazza needed just 85 pitches to keep the Legends 
off the bases. It was the first (and only, to date) nine-inning perfect game in South Atlantic 
League history. In Mazza's first game of the season, he surrendered a homer to Tim Tebow in the 
former quarterback's first MILB at bat.  

•	 What They're Saying: "I feel like all four of my pitches work well together. They all play off 
of the vertical angle of my fastball. It's being able to use the splitter for swing and misses and 
then have my fastball whenever I need it." - Hurston Waldrep on his pitch mix.  

•	 tonight's matchup: Lucas Braun, Atlanta's 2023 6th rounder, will make his debut today 
and be followed by Seth Keller, the 2022 6th rounder. Mauricio Veliz, who went 1-2 with a 7.33 
ERA in July, will get the start for the visitors.  

•	 Three true outcomes: The GreenJackets are second in the league in homers (77) and first 
in strikeouts (1097), while they enter today second in the league in walks (461). Meanwhile, the 
Fireflies are second in the league in strikeouts, with 30 fewer than Augusta, but are also the 
worst team in the league in OPS by a heavy margin.  

•	 Series Struggles: The GreenJackets have won just one series since the last week of May, 
splitting three and losing four since 5/28. Augusta needs to win today to secure the series split. 

•	 welcome to the party: The GreenJackets welcomed the following recently drafted and

Career: Drafted out of Samford (Birmingham, AL) in the 19th round of the 2021 draft. Had a 30-1 strikeout to walk 
ratio in 2020 before posting slightly worse numbers in the spring season of his draft year. Was a top-500 prospect 
for the 2020 draft but did not get selected as the draft went down to just five rounds. In his first full year of affiliate 
ball in 2022, he spent the entire season with Augusta, making 14 appearances and 11 starts with a record of 5-2. He 
struck out 60 and walked 20 with a 3.41 ERA and a 1.37 WHP.  He boasts a 3-1 strikeout to walk ratio over his profes-
sional career. In 4 starts in Rome this year, went 0-2 with a 14.46 ERA, giving up 7 homers and 15 runs in 9 innings of 
work.

Current Notes:  Dazzled in his season debut, going 4 scoreless innings with 6 strikeouts...picked up first decision (L) on first 
game of doubleheader 4/28...has given up hard contact in May...GreenJackets won just one game of the first five that Murphy started 
this year...picked up first professional win on 5/19, after giving up leadoff homer then pitched five scoreless innings...gave up two solo 
shots against KAN but struck out at-the-time career high 7 in 4 innings...struggled in first three starts in June against CSC, MB, CAR...
Struck out career high 12 against DEL in best outing on 6/23...balked in two runs on 7/20 after giving up just one hit but walking four... 

Career: Murphy was a two-sport standout, also playing QB and WR for his high school team.  During his senior year, he gave up just 
10 hits in 58.1 innings while striking out 137 – more than 2 batters per inning. He tossed four no-hitters and two perfect games, while 
also hitting .548 with 10 homers. He was a projected top-100 pick as a two-way player, but his pitching elevated him to first-round 
status. He was named the 2022 Illinois Gatorade Player of the Year and was originally committed to Notre Dame, but after being select-
ed 20th overall by the Braves he elected to sign for $2,560,000. He pitched 5 scoreless innings in the FCL, striking out seven, before 
giving up six runs in seven innings on just five hits with ten punchouts in three Augusta starts late in the season.

Current Notes: Was stellar in his debut, going 3 innings of no-hit ball with 4K and 1BB...picked up 9-out save while facing 
the minimum (1H allowed, GIDP) his next game vs MB...smoked in one inning of work on 5/2 at KAN, giving up 3 runs on 3 hits in one 
inning...no decision in start in game 2 of doubleheader on 5/28 while striking out a career high 6...disasterous month of June, boasting a 
2.92 WHIP and .350 BAA with an ERA of 12.75...struck out career high 7 in first outing of July but gave up 3 homers in second outing of 
month...

Career: Adam Shoemaker was drafted in the 11th round of the 2021 draft out of St. Benedict High School in Cambridge, On-
tario. He was touching 95 miles an hour on his fastball, which made him a projectable target as a LHP despite needing some phys-
ical development.

Has excellent strikeout numbers, 
struggles with command, but uses breaking ball well...walked/balked in four runs on 5/10...used in relief in all but one of his 
outings...struggled in a spot start at MB after long rain delay, leaving in the third inning...picked up win in stellar outing on 
5/25 vs KAN, striking out six and stranding two in scoring position in eighth with back-to-back strikeouts...balked 4 times 
leading to 2 runs in forgettable start on 6/1...balked in two more runs in start on 6/15...struck out career high 10 in 4.2 
innings against DEL on 6/22 without allowing an earned run...did not pitch after All-Star Break until 7/26...

Career: Signed as an international free agent in 2021 out of San Cristobal, DR, 20 miles from Santo Domingo. In 2022, 
his first year in full-season ball, he made 9 starts and 10 appearances in the DSL, where he held opponents to a .182 batting 
average and struck out 38 in 30.1 innings of work.
