The Express fell to the Rainiers, 12-7, on Tuesday.In
the first, Tacoma 1B Tyler Locklear drove RF Rhylan
Thomas in with a single. DH Leody Taveras belted a
homer to give the Rainiers a 3-0 lead. Round Rock
LF Trevor Hauver belted a solo shot in the second
and the Express trailed 3-1. The Rainiers added a
pair of runs in the third with a RBI single from CF
Cade Marlowe and a LF Victor Labrada sacrifice fly,
to make it 5-1. With the bases full in the fourth, an
error allowed Round Rock 3B Alan Trejo to score.
Tacoma plated four runs on four hits in the fourth.
RF Rhylan Thomas grounded into a force out to
score one before Locklear hit a three-run homer
and Tacoma led 9-2. The Express loaded the bases
in the fifth. Trejo singled to make it 9-4. Round
Rock SS Richie Martin led off the sixth with a triple
and scored on a C Konner Piotto groundout. In the
home half, Locklear tallied his second home run of
the day as a bases loaded walk made it a 12-5 game
after six franes, The Express plated a pair of runs
in the top of the ninth. RF Kellen Strahm grounded
out to score one while 1B Blaine Crim singled to
score another but the score stood final at 12-7.

Round Rock RHP Carl Edwards Jr. is set for
his E-Train debut on Wednesday evening. The
33-year-old signed a minor league contract with
Texas on Tuesday. He has appeared in 298 games
in the Major Leagues since 2015 with a 3.59 ERA
(113 ER/283.0 IP) while winning a World Series with
the Chicago Cubs in 2016. Edwards Jr. was a 48th
round selection by the Rangers in 2011.
