Jett Soars in AA Debut: Shortstop Jett Williams soared in his Double-A debut for Binghamton on Tuesday
night. The Mets' No. 3 prospect went 2-for-4 with three runs scored, reaching base on a double, single, and hit by
pitch. He was hit by a pitch in the first inning, singled in the third, and had a hustle double in the eighth inning.
Williams has drawn 102 walks this season, which is tied for the third-most in all of Minor League Baseball.

Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies trounced the Reading Fightin Phils, 8-1, in the series opener on
Tuesday night. Blade Tidwell was sharp, earning the win after recording a Double-A career-high nine strikeouts
over five scoreless innings, while allowing just three hits and no walks. Jett Williams, Drew Gilbert, Kevin Parada,
and JT Schwartz all recorded multi-hit games and Rowdey Jordan and Agustin Ruiz both drove in two runs.

Luis Guillorme Rehab Assignment: New York Mets infielder Luis Guillorme has been placed on a rehab
assignment with Binghamton. Guillorme was an Eastern League Mid-Season and Post-Season All-Star for the
Rumble Ponies in 2017. The 28-year-old was drafted by the Mets in the 10th round of the 2013 draft.

Parada Pack: Catcher Kevin Parada recorded his fourth multi-hit game and 11th RBI in his 11th Double-A
game on Tuesday night with an RBI double and a single. The Mets' No. 5 prospect has come into his own at the
Double-A level. The 22-year-old is riding a four-game hitting streak, hitting .368 with a 1.158 OPS, seven hits,
two doubles, two homers, six runs batted in, and three runs scored over that span.

Ride with Rhylan: Outfielder Rhylan Thomas has gotten off to a strong start in Double-A, hitting .333 with a
409 on-base percentage over his first 12 games. Thomas is currently riding an eight-game hitting streak, hitting
.321 with nine hits over that span. Thomas has recorded at least one hitin 11 of his 12 games with Binghamton .

Prospect Watch: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies' current roster features the top three prospects in the Mets'
organization: #1 Luisangel Acufa; #2 Drew Gilbert, and #3 Jett Williams. It also features four of the Mets' top five
prospects, via MLB Pipeline: #1 Acuia; #2 Gilbert; #3 Williams, and #5 Kevin Parada. Acufia (#38), Gilbert (#52),
Williams (#78), and Parada (#89) are also among MLB Pipeline's top 100 overall prospects. The Rumble Ponies
currently have 10 of the Mets' top 30 prospects: 1 Acufia; #2 Gilbert; #3 Williams; #5 Parada; #10 Blade Tidwell;
#12 Christian Scott; #16 Dom Hamel; #17 Tyler Stuart; #22 Jeremiah Jackson; #27 Matt Rudick.

Postseason Bound: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies have clinched a playoff berth, having at least the second-
best second-half winning percentage in the Northeast Division of the Eastern League. It is the 11th playoff
appearance in franchise history and first since 2017. Binghamton has won three Eastern League championships
in its history (1992, 1994, 2014). The postseason begins on Tuesday, September 19, against Somerset.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season

with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Alvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staft members selected to be a part of the
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas. Following his retirement as an active
player in 2018, Brignac was the manager of the St. Lucie Mets (Low-A) in 2021 before coming to Binghamton last year. As
a player, Brignac appeared in parts of nine seasons in the major leagues with the Tampa Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, At-
lanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami Marlins. He was drafted by the Rays in the second round
of the 2004 MLB Draft.
