WALK-OFF LOSS ON TUESDAY
The E-Train fell 5-4 in walk-off fashion on Tuesday.
Round Rock 1B Blaine Crim hit a solo homer in the
first. The Aces doubled down in the bottom half
of the frame as LF Jorge Barrosa and 2B Jordan
Lawlar hammered back-to-back home runs to
overtake the Express, 2-1. RF Trevor Hauver
doubled to right field in the fourth. Hauver then
advanced on a wild pitch by Reno RHP Yilber Diaz
and C René Pinto tossed an errant throw trying to
catch Hauver at third which allowed him to tie the
score. Express LF Kellen Strahm led off the fifth
with a double. CF Sam Haggerty drew a walk then
Crim grounded into a fielder’s choice. Strahm came
around to score as SS Connor Kaiser attempted to
turn an inning-ending double play which resulted
in a throwing error and a 3-2 lead for Round Rock.
The E-Train added another in the sixth when DH
Chad Wallach hit a sacrifice fly to right field and
extending the lead to 4-2. In the home half, Aces 1B
Trey Mancini launched a homer and cut the deficit
to 4-3. CF Blaze Alexander led off the ninth with a
walk for Reno. With two outs, Pinto hit a two-run
homer and the Aces stole the series opener, 5-4.

Round Rock RHP Adrian Houser is slated for his
fourth start. Houser leads the PCL in WHIP (0.81)
among qualified pitchers. He has gone at least
5.0 innings in all three starts. He has made 152
appearances and 104 starts with the Brewers (2015,
2018-2023) and Mets (2024).

LATE LEADS

Round Rock is now 5-5 in games where they lead
after seven innings and 4-3 in games they lead
after eight frames. They have lost back-to-back
road games in walk-off fashion and both on home
runs. Eleven of the 16 games have been decided
by three runs or less. The E-Train have a run
differential of -23 which is the second worst in the
PCL. If you eliminate the 16-3 and 15-0 losses last
week to Oklahoma City, the Express would be 7-7
with a run differential of +5.

SERVING UP A LEFTY FOR LUNCH
Round Rock is 4-O when they have faced a left-
handed starting pitcher. They own an .839 OPS
which is fourth in the PCL. Among players with
at least 10 at bats against left-handed pitchers, 1B
Blaine Crim has the best batting average against in
the PCL at .526 (10-for-19).

STARTING STRONG

Round Rock starting pitchers have posted a 3.68
ERA (27 ER/66.0 IP) which is second in the PCL
and they lead the league in innings pitched. They
have a 1.63 GO/AOQ ratio which is tops in the league.
RHP David Buchanan posted the longest start of
any Triple-A pitcher last night (6.2 IP).

GONE STREAKING

Round Rock 1B Blaine Crim is tied with Salt Lake 1B
Niko Kavadas for the longest active on-base streak
in the PCL (15). RHP Cole Winn has the longest
scoreless streak in the league (10.2 IP).
