HOME IS BETTER: After losing five out of six %ames in Lynchburg and finishing a month of May in which the FredNats tied for the second-
fewest wins in MiLB, the calendar turns to June in the home schedule with a visit from an old friend, the Baltimore Oriole-affiliated
Delmarva Shorebirds in the Beltway Series at the Carolina League level. Fredericksburg aims to bounce back a%ainst Delmarva after
somehow losing four out of six to the Shorebirds the first time these two teams played depsite allowing just 10 total runs in the six-game
series. Fredericksbur(};]ended up outscoring Delmarva 21-10 in the series, but in the four losses, scored a combined two runs. 19 of the 21
runs scored against the Shorebirds came in the two victories. The FredNat offense has been moderately better at home this year, posting a
.639 team OPS compared to .608 on the road. RHP Xander Meckley starts the opener tonight after five scoreless innings against the ‘Birds
the first time he faced them a few weeks ago.

ABOUT LAST WEEK: The FredNats finished the month of May without a series win, Iosinc};\l five out of six on the road at Lynchburﬁ;.
Fredericksburg’s lone win came on Thursday night, a thrilling 7-6 victory, but overall, the FredNat pitching staff had one of its worst weeks
of the year, postin%a (arolina Lea)?ue-worst 5.91ERA (30 ER'in 45.2 IP) against the Hillcats. Roismar Quintana and Jorgelys Mota both had
seven-hit weeks offensively for FXBG.

MORE OF THAT PLEASE: Last week's series in Lynchburg saw three different FredNat hitters tally their first home runs of the season. Nate
Forr}g)achFa%d Roismar Quintana launched theirs in Thursday’s 7-6 win and Carlos Tavares lofted his (the 19-year-old’s first at the Single-A
evel) on Friday.

STARTING PITCHING REBOUND: After finishing 10th out of 12 teams in the Carolina League in ERA in the month of AFriI, the FredNat
starting rotation turned it around in a big way in May. Fredericksburg’s starters had an ERA of 3.85, which was ninth in all of Single-A and
fourth in the Carolina League. In an eight-game time frame last road trip at Delmarva into last home stand, FredNat starters posted a 1.43
ERA - six earned runs in 47.2 innings - which was the second best mark in Minor League Baseball in that time frame. The first time the
FredNat starters faced Delmarva, the group allowed four earned runs in 29.2 IP, which is an ERA of 1.21.

FIRST BULLPEN BLOW: The FredNats have consistently had the best bullpen ERA in the Carolina Leag[ue this season, but had a tough
time on Friday. The bullpen allowed all eight runs, including four in the ninth inning for a blown save. The loss was actually the first for
Fredericksburg when Ieadiné; after both the seventh and the eighth innings this year. Before Friday, the FredNats were 17-0 when leading
after seven innings and 13-0 when leading after eight. Five different FredNats have recorded saves this year.

USE THE FORCE: Shortstop Luke Dickerson is off to a torrid start for the FredNats since his gromotion from the FCL three weeks ago.

Washington'’s 6th-best Frospect, as ranked by MLB Pipeline, is hitting .293 with an OPS of .869. The 19-year-old already has ei?ht extra-

Rase hits in 17 games played for Fredericksburg. Since his call-up on 5/13, Dickerson has the second-most doubles (7) among all Single-A
itters.

DON'T EVEN TRY IT: The FredNat catching duo of Kevin Bazzell and Nate Rombach has been prolific at throwing out potential base stealers
to start the season. Bazzell is throwinﬁ out 38% of base runners this year, which is one of the best rates in MiLB among qualified catchers
and he ranks second in all of MiLB with 21 caught stealings. Rombach has 15 caught stealings, a top-10 mark in Single-A, and is throwing
out 31% of potential base stealers this year.

2024 CHAMPIONS: The 2024 Fredericksburg Nationals won the franchise’s sixth total Carolina League championship last September,
defeating the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers two games to one to capture the crown. It was the franchise’s first since moving to Fredericksburg
in 2020, and the first since the Potomac Nationals won the Carolina League in 2014.

NEW SKIPPER IN TOWN: After Jake Lower¥]’s third season as Manager of the FredNats ended in a Carolina Lea%ue championship in 2024,
the FredNats welcome Billy McMillon as the third Manager in Fredericksburg franchise history. McMillon, 53, has spent the last three
seasons in the Nationals organization as the Development Coach for Triple-A Rochester. Prior to joining the Nationals, he coached for overa
decade in the Boston organization, managinF atallfour full-season levels and also spending three seasons (2016-18) as the organization’s
base running and outfield coordinator. He also played parts of six seasons in the Major Leagues with Oakland, Detroit, Philadelphia and
Florida. He's joined on the staff by returning Pltchin%(oach Justin Lord, returningR ittin(gj Coach Mike Habas, Development Coach Luis
Ordaz, returning Athletic Trainer Jacob Meyer, Strength & Conditioning Coach Mike Reiskind, and Performance Analyst Samantha Unger.

A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back to
1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...the
Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons (1999-
2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in WoodbridPe, Virginia...the franchise has won six
(arolina Lea?ue chamr)ionships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014. The franchise
won its first eague fitle as the Fredericksburg Nationals in 2024.

McMillon, 53, joined WashinFton in 2022 and has spent the last three seasons as the Development Coach
for Triple-A Rochester. McMillon played parts of six Major League seasons with four different organizations,
including the Oakland Athletics (2001-04), Detroit Tigers (2000-01), Philadelphia Phillies (1997), and Florida
Marlins ?1996-97). The former Clemson Tiger was a three-time International League All-Star and the 1996
IL Rookie of the Year with Charlotte, earning him induction into the IL Hall of Fame in 2019 and Charlotte’s
Round Table of Honor in 2022. McMillon was initially selected in the eighth round of the 1993 MLB Draft
by Florida. He replaces Jake Lower?/, who manaﬁed the FredNats the last three seasons, culminating in a
championship last year. Lowery will manage High-A Wilmington in 2025.

Prior to joining Washington, McMillon coached in the Boston Red Sox organization for over a decade. He
managed the Worcester Red Sox (Triple-A) in their inaugural season in 2027 after managing Boston's former
Triple-A affiliate Pawtucket in 2019. He was set to lead the PawSox again in 2020 before the cancellation
of the MiLB season. Prior to managing at the Triple-A level, McMillon was the Minor League Outfield and
Baserunning Coordinator for Boston from 2016-18 after managing for six seasons in the organization with
Double-A Portland (2014-15), High-A Salem (2012-13), and Single-A Greenville (2010-1T). His coaching
career began in 2008 when he was Greenville’s Hitting Coach.
