LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats were shut out by the Binghamton Rumble Ponies for the second time 
this week by a score of 6-0 on Thursday night. New Hampshire racked up only four hits on the night as Binghamton 
starting right-hander Tyler Stuart and left-hander Tyler Thomas combined for the shutout. Stuart threw seven innings with 
five strikeouts in only his fourth Double-A start while Thomas finished out the game with two innings and four strikeouts in 
the victory. After a scoreless game through five innings, Binghamton broke through in the sixth with an RBI double by JT 
Schwartz off right hander Juan Nunez. In the seventh, Matt O’Neill plated home a run on a double to center with a 
second run scoring on the play after a throwing error by Miguel Hiraldo. The Rumble Ponies tacked on three more runs 
in the eighth off right-hander T.J. Brock to put the game away for good. Starting right-hander Luis Quinones threw a 
season-high five scoreless innings and gave up just two hits and one walk while striking out five in a no-decision. It’s the 
first time this season that Quinones has gone five innings in a start. 
 
STEWARD THE SWIPER: OF Steward Berroa continues to own the Eastern League lead in stolen bases with 39 on the 
season, two ahead of Portland’s Corey Rosier. Berroa’s 24-game on-base streak came to an end yesterday, which at the 
time was the longest active on-base streak in the Eastern League. In that span, he hit .342 with five doubles, a triple and 
homer and 13 RBIs. The 24-year-old outfielder and Leo Jimenez both have the longest Fisher Cat on-base streak this 
season at 24 games, tied for the fifth longest on-base streak in the Eastern League.  
 
BATS ARE QUIET: Over the last four games, the Fisher Cats have scored just five runs and have been shut out twice. 
New Hampshire hit .273 in July, which was the best in the Eastern League and posted a .358 on-base percentage, good 
for second in the circuit.  
 
LAST 10 GAMES: C Phil Clarke and OF Steward Berroa have been New Hampshire’s two best hitters over the last 10 
games. Clarke is hitting .387 (12-for-31) with a .441 on-base percentage while Berroa has been hitting .368 (14-for-38) 
with a .429 on-base-percentage.  
 
DOMINGUEZ MAKES DEBUT: RHP Michael Dominguez makes his Double-A debut tonight and his 16th start of the 
year after earning promotion from High-A Vancouver on Tuesday. At the time of promotion, the 22-year-old right-hander 
had posted a 3.65 ERA over 66.2 innings pitched with 79 strikeouts. The 2019 draft pick out of Jefferson HS (Tampa, 
Fla.) had been pitching some of his best ball as of late with a 1.15 ERA over 39 innings pitched between June and July. 
 
COLLEGE CONNECTIONS: RHP Chad Dallas, Blade Tidwell and Drew Gilbert were all teammates at Tennessee in 
2021 that made it to the College World Series….Dallas and Tidwell combined to strike out 212 hitters in 201.2 innings 
pitched while Gilbert drove in a second-best 62 RBI on the team…OFs Alan Roden and Will Robertson were teammates 
with Dylan Tebrake at Creighton in 2019. Robertson was a junior while Roden and Tebrake were both freshmen…C 
Andres Sosa played with Dom Hamel at Dallas Baptist in 2021. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (August 4, 2022) - The Fisher Cats beat Richmond 7-6 at Delta Dental Stadium 
last year.  The Fisher Cats were down 6-2 after the Flying Squirrels put up six in the top of the fifth.  Single runs in the sixth 
and seventh and a pair in the eighth on a Zach Britton homer tied the game.  John Aiello hit the walk-off homer for the 
win.  This was the last time the Fisher Cats walked off an opponent. 
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Toronto (60-50) dropped the series to the 
Orioles with a 6-1 loss yesterday afternoon.  Baltimore had 15 hits, eight off starter and loser Kevin Gausman (8-6). The 
Jays only run came in the sixth on a single by Vladimir Guerrero Jr. Toronto heads to Fenway Park for the weekend…Buffalo 
(52-52) lost 7-1 at Lehigh Valley on Thursday night. Addison Barger homered in the third to tie the game at 1-1, but that 
would be all the Bisons would get in this one. Andrew Bash went the first four innings, allowing two runs on two hits, and 
was saddled with the loss…Vancouver (62-36) won its matinee at Hillsboro 6-5, pushing across a run in the top of the tenth 
on a double by Peyton Williams. Reliever Justin Kelly earned the win with two scoreless innings…Fort Myers beat Dunedin 
(45-54) by a score of 11-1, limiting the Jays to just five hits, two by Angel Del Rosario.
