®  STANLEY TUCKER MAKES HIS RETURN: The former Texas A&M Aggie played in eight
games with Salem in 2023 and 69 games in 2024 before his season ended in mid-August
due to a torn labrum suffered while dislocating his shoulder, requiring surgery. After
rehabbing during the offseason, Tucker returned to action in spring training but suffered
another setback, dislocating a bone in his left wrist after colliding with an outfield wall.
The injury sidelined him for the entire 2025 season. After a standout season in the Arizona
Fall League, Tucker is looking to play in his first minor league game in 597 days when he
played last on August 13, 2024 at Fredericksburg).

®  |IMPROVED RUN GAME LATE: Salem stole 26 bases over its final 14 games of the 2025
season while being caught just eight times. During that span, the club ranked eighth in
Single-A in stolen bases after needing 109 games to reach 100 steals earlier in the season.

®  BATTING AVERAGE OUTLIER: Salem led the Carolina League with a .242 team batting
average a season ago.

Both Pitching Coach and Assistant Pitching Coach Alex Reynolds and
Brenden Argomaniz. And finally Defensive Coach Kyle Schmidt returns for his third
season.

®  LIKE FATHER, LIKE SON: Salem southpaw Devin Futrell is in his second season of
professional baseball after being drafted from Vanderbilt University during the 2024 MLB
draft.

WHAT IS A RIDGEYAK

The name “RidgeYaks” is a creative and symbolic reflection of the Southwest Virginia

AYak is also a real animal. The Yak is a long-haired, heavily built bovine
native to high-altitude mountains. The Yak comes to symbolize strength,
resilience, stability, and a hardworking spirit, qualities that resonate with
both the team and the broader Salem community.

The new mascot, named Mac the Yak, takes inspiration from McAfee Knob,
one of the region’s most iconic natural landmarks, linking the team’s identity not only to
athletic grit, but to local heritage, outdoor adventure, and mountain pride.
