7th save. Both teams struggled with runners in scoring position, with the 
Cards going 2-for-11 and Wichita 1-for-13. Jacob Buchberger’s 7th-inning 
single extended his hitting streak to 12 games, the longest active streak in 
the Texas League.

CARDINALS CELEBRATE 20 YEARS IN SPRINGFIELD
The 2024 season is a special one at Hammons Field, as it represents the 20th anniversary of 
the return of Cardinals baseball to Springfield. The franchise moved to Southwest Missouri from 
El Paso in 2005 and boast one Texas League title in 2012 and two North Division championships 
(2007 & 2012) since. The first iteration of the Springfield Cardinals spanned from 1931-46, an 
era that saw the Redbirds bring home five league titles.

IT’S GETTING HOT IN HERRE: The Cardinals have have had one of the 
top offenses in the Texas League all season long, but the Springfield bats heat-
ed up again during their last homestand. Over their last 9 games, the Cardinals 
lead the league with a .306 batting average and a .365 OBP and and have the 
2nd-highest OPS at .800. During their last 14 game homestand, the Cardinals 
had 9 games with 9 or more hits.

For the season, Springfield leads all of Double-A in batting average (.271), OBP 
(.354), and hits (407).

GRINDIN’: Perhaps the Cardinal offense’s greatest attribute is their ability 
to grind out at bats and put the ball in play. The Cards have struck out just 325 
times in 46 games, the 3rd-fewest in all of full-season Minor League Baseball. 
In the Texas League, Springfield trails the Frisco RoughRiders (317 K’s in 45 
games) for 2nd-fewest in the circuit. The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers have struck 
out the 2nd-fewest times with 320 K’s. Springfield is averaging just 7.07 K’s per 
game. 

NIP AND TUCK: Springfield has excelled so far this season in close games, 
especially of late. After Tuesday night’s 2-1 victory, the Cardinals are 12-3 in 
games decided by one run this season. Each of the Cards’ last four wins have 
been by one run, as have five of their last six victories.

CARDS PLAGUED BY BIG INNINGS: So far in 2024, the Cardinals have 
had a hard time limiting the big inning. Springfield has surrendered 35 innings 
in which the opponent has scored 3 or more runs. In those 34 innings, the Car-
dinals have allowed 136 of the 254 total runs scored by the opposition, 53.5% 
of the runs the Birds have allowed this season. Springfield has allowed that 
production in just 9.7% of their innings pitched. In the other 355.2 IP Springfield 
has allowed 115 runs, which comes out to 2.91 runs per 9 innings.

SEARCHING FOR LONGBALL ELIXIR: So far this season the Cardinals 
have been victims of the longball, getting dinged for 55 home runs in just 46 
games, the most in Double-A. The Cards, however, are trending in the right 
direction and have not allowed a home run in 3 of their last 4 games.

HOT CORNER, HOT BAT: After a slow start to the season, Cardinals INF 
Jacob Buchberger has gotten red hot over the last month. Since coming into 
play on April 14 batting .087, Springfield’s 3B is batting .355 (33-for-93) over 
his last 27 games, and has hit safely in all but 3 of them. He has two separate 
8-game hitting streaks during that stretch.

Buchberger is currently riding a career-high 12-game hitting streak, the longest 
active streak in the Texas League. During his hitting streak, Buchberger is 
batting .444 (20-for-45) with a double, a triple and a home run. He has multiple 
hits in 7 of his last 9 and 8 of his last 11 games.

TORRES AMONG LEAGUE LEADERS: With a recent hot streak, Spring-
field leadoff man Bryan Torres finds his name at or near the top of several Texas 
League categories. Torres is the leading hitter among active, qualified hitters in 
the Texas League with a .336 batting average. He is 2nd with a .417 OBP, tied 
for 2nd in hits (48) and 3rd in stolen bases (15).

Springfield’s leadoff man is 11-for-24 during a current 6-game hitting streak, and 
is batting .378 (17-for-45) over his last 11 games with hits in 10 of them, raising 
his batting average from .310 to .336. He has led off the first inning for the Cardi-
nals with a base hit in 4 of his last 6 games.

REDMOND ON DOORSTEP OF SPRINGFIELD HISTORY: With his 
go-ahead two-run homer in the 8th inning on April 23 against Arkansas, Cardi-
nals slugger Chandler Redmond tied the franchise record for most home runs. 
His 59 career home runs in a Springfield uniform bring him even with Xavier 
Scruggs (2010-13). Redmond already holds the Springfield record for career 
RBIs with 206.

Since tying the record, however, Redmond has gone 19 straight games without 
a home run.
