YESTERDAY’S RECAP: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats were shut out on Wednesday night by a score of 4-0 
against the Portland Sea Dogs from Hadlock Field. New Hampshire had no answer against Portland starting right-
hander Isaac Coffey who pitched five shutout innings and struck out a Double-A high 11 in his fifth Double-A start. 
The Fisher Cats stranded 12 on base and went 0-for-8 with runners in scoring position. Portland scored all four of 
its runs in the second and third innings against starting right-hander Adam Kloffenstein. The 22-year-old 
Kloffenstein went five innings, allowing four runs (three earned) on six hits while striking out six in a losing effort.  
 
BATS ARE HOT: The Fisher Cats are now hitting a league-best .271 in the month of July, ahead of second-best 
Akron (.252). New Hampshire also leads the league in on-base percentage (.352) and OPS (.763) this month. This 
comes after New Hampshire had the second-lowest batting average in the month of June (.214) and scored a 
league-low 90 runs…Leading the way offensively this month has been Miguel Hiraldo (.351) and Will Robertson 
(.324). 
 
RODEN CAN RAKE: Alan Roden didn’t waste any time in his Double-A debut yesterday. The newest Fisher Cat, 
who was promoted from High-A Vancouver on Monday, collected his first Double-A hit in his first at-bat and added 
another hit in the fifth, finishing the night 2-for-4. The Blue Jays 2022 third round selection out of Creighton tore up 
the Northwest League before joining the Fisher Cats, hitting .321 with a .437 OBP, 4 HR and 41 RBI in 69 games. 
 
IT’S BECAUSE HE GETS ON BASE: IF Leo Jimenez continues to own the longest active on-base streak in the 
Eastern League after reaching base for the 21st straight game yesterday. During this stretch, he is hitting .260 with 
a .380 on-base percentage, nine extra-base hits (6 2B, 2 HR, 1 3B) and 16 RBIs. The Blue Jays No. 19 prospect 
has the two longest on-base streaks on the team this season at 21 games and 18 games. 
 
41, CAN YOU DO SEM-THING FOR ME?: RHP Sem Robberse makes his 17th start of the season and his fourth 
against Portland. The All-Star Futures Game selection is coming off a start vs Altoona on July 14 where he struck 
out four in five innings of work to pick up the victory. The 21-year-old Netherlands native leads the league in batting 
average against (.203) and is second in the league in WHIP (1.14). In three starts vs the Sea Dogs, he owns a 2.16 
ERA in 16.2 innings pitched. 
 
BUFFALO BOUND: The Toronto Blue Jays announced Monday that infielder Orelvis Martinez has been 
promoted from the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, the Double-A affiliate, to the Triple-A Buffalo Bisons. Martinez set 
a Fisher Cats single-season record with 30 home runs in 118 games last year. He added 17 more in 70 games this 
season, including 11 in May. From May 10 to July 14, Martinez hit .294 with 13 home runs, 31 RBIs, 33 walks, and 
a 1.010 OPS. This is the first time Martinez has been promoted to Triple-A in his career. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (July 20, 2009) - The Fisher Cats won 5-4 in 10 innings against the Trenton 
Thunder.   David Cooper ripped a two-run double in the bottom of the eighth to tie the game 3-3.  After Trenton went 
ahead in the top of the tenth, the Fisher Cats responded with two in the bottom of the inning.  A sacrifice fly by Brad 
Emaus (EE-miss) tied the game, and Nick Gorneault (GORE-know) singled home the winning run. 
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Toronto (53-43) was shut out last 
night by San Diego 2-0.  Jose Berrios struck out nine in six strong innings but received no run support. Blue Jays will 
play the series finale today at 1:07 pm…Buffalo (44-47) snuck away with a 4-3 win over Syracuse.  Tanner Morris 
drove in the go-ahead run in the ninth. Addison Barger, Ernie Clement, Rafael Lantigua, and Morris all collected 
two hits each…Vancouver (52-33) fell 7-6 to Spokane.  Michael Turconi homered and Ryan McCarty collected a pair 
of hits in the defeat.…Dunedin (39-47) walked off Lakeland 9-8 in 10 innings. Victor Mesia cleared the bases with a 
triple to win the game for the D-Jays. 
 
COMING UP: The Fisher Cats continue their road trip against the Portland Sea Dogs until Sunday. The next Fisher
