Yesterday: South Bend 3, Lansing 1. The Cubs plated three runs in the bottom of the 6th inning against Abel Mercedes, with a Cole Mathis two-run homer breaking 
a sscoreless deadlock, and held the Nuts to a lone run-scoring wild pitch for the matinee victory. In defeat, Lansing starter Samuel Dutton hurled five scoreless innings.

Milestone Watch: Lansing is five wins from the 2,000th victory in Nuts history and three players away from 1,000 players all-time.

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster boasts five players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects: No. 8 (Devin Taylor), 
No. 16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor), No. 26 (Nate Nankil) and No. 30 (Bobby Boser).

The Man in Charge: The 20th manager in Lugnuts history is Javier Godard, a native of Baruta, Venezuela, who played in the 
A’s organization from 2013-2018 before transitioning to coaching in 2019. Godard served as the Lugnuts’ hitting coach in 2021 
and 2022, working with current Major Leaguers Tyler Soderstrom, Lawrence Butler, Max Muncy and Denzel Clarke. The last 
two years, he managed the Single-A Stockton Ports in the California League. Godard’s staff includes the returning Ron Witmeyer 
and Luis Báez, who also served as Lugnuts hitting coaches in 2023. Pitching coach Levi Kelly, a 2019 Kane County Cougar, 
makes his A’s organizational debut.

Roster Breakdown: The Lugnuts’ 30-man roster has 19 draft picks (one from 2019, one from 2022, four from 2023, nine from 
2024, four from 2025) plus four international free agents, one undrafted free agent, one Minor League free agent, two players 
acquired via trade and two players acquired via the Rule 5 draft. 17 players have prior Midwest League experience while 13 
players are making their MWL debut.

A’round the A’s: At the MLB level, the A’s (with eight former Lugnuts on the roster) lead the AL West with an 18-18 record. In 
Triple-A, the Las Vegas Aviators are tied for first in the PCL West at 18-15, and former Nut Henry Bolte is batting .478 in May 
(11-for-23) with a 479-foot home run last night. In Double-A, the Midland RockHounds are in the first place in the Texas League 
South Division with a 19-10 record. And in Single-A, the Stockton Ports are 14-15 following a 13-8 10-inning victory over Visalia 
behind two home runs from Owen Carapellotti.

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltrán 
went to be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two 
Silver Sluggers, the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 
27, Beltrán will be inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.

Major League Nut: The 201st Lugnut to reach the Major Leagues, 2023 Lugnuts catcher Daniel Susac, opened his career bat-
ting .478 (11-for-23) with the Giants before landing on the Injured List on April 21.  The 202nd Lugnut to reach the Majors was 
2024 southpaw Eduardo Rivera, who was called up for emergency relief purposes and tossed 3 1/3 scoreless innings against 
the Yankees on April 22.

Player of the Week, April 7-12: The first Midwest League Player of the Week was 23-year-old Lansing C/3B Davis Diaz, who 
batted .611 (11-for-19) while reaching base 16 times and scoring nine runs in five games at Fort Wayne. Diaz added four doubles, 
four walks, one HBP, and two runners caught stealing.
