
Today is the finale of a six-game series and an 18-game season series between the Lansing Lugnuts, High-A affiliate of the Athletics, and Lake County Captains, High-A 
affiliate of the Cleveland Guardians. The Nuts are 131-141 all-time vs. Lake County, 60-78 in Eastlake, 1-4 so far this year.

Yesterday: Lake County 9, Lansing 3. Though the Lugnuts out-hit the Captains 12-4, Lake County scored runs on three run-scoring wild pitches, an RBI groundout, a 
Dylan Fien throwing error, and home runs from Esteban González and Jace LaViolette to clinch the series victory. In defeat, Myles Naylor singled twice, doubled and was 
hit by a pitch, and Devin Taylor went 2-for-4, knocked in two and drew a walk.

On Deck: Following an off day tomorrow, Lansing returns to Michigan’s state capital to welcome in archrival West Michigan.

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects: No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 
16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor) and No. 24 (Nate Nankil). Baseball America’s recent re-ranking of A’s prospects 
puts Devin Taylor at No. 10, Echavarria at No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

Starting Spotlight: Texas A&M Aggie product Nathan Dettmer makes his third High-A start; he brought a no-hitter into the seventh 
inning in South Bend on May 10, settling for 6 1/3 innings of one-hit scoreless ball; on May 17, he struck out seven Quad Cities 
River Bandits in seven innings of one-run work. Rafe Schlesinger makes his second start of the series; in the opener, he gave up 
one run (a Rodney Green, Jr. homer) on three hits in a season high six innings, fanning five.

Casey at the Bat: Casey Yamauchi is batting .369/.447/.462 (24-for-65) in 17 games this month, collecting 24 hits and seven 
walks, stealing five bases and scoring 15 runs. Myles Naylor is second in hitting this month: .344/.450/.469 in nine games (11-for-
32, six walks).

Atop the MWL: Lansing’s offense has struck out just 361 times this season, the lowest total in the Midwest League and the fifth 
lowest total in all of Minor League Baseball. Casey Yamauchi topped the circuit last year in K% (7.5%) and is repeating again this 
year (9.1%). The three lowest swinging strike percentage hitters in the MWL are all Lugnuts: Davis Diaz (3.7%), Justin Riemer 
(4.4%) and Yamauchi (4.5%). No player in the Midwest League has seen more pitches than Devin Taylor (890, 112 more than the 
next highest hitter, 5th in all of MiLB), averaging 4.47 pitches per plate appearance.

Family Ties: Lansing outfielder Myles Naylor’s older brother, Bo, played for the Lake County Captains in 2019, batting .243/.313/.421 
in 107 games, with 18 doubles, 10 triples and 11 home runs as a 19-year-old. (Myles and Bo’s oldest brother, Josh, came up to the 
Majors through the Marlins’ and Padres’ systems.)

Green Power: On May 12, Rodney Green, Jr. launched a 490-foot home run into the second floor of the Outfield Lofts apartments, 
the longest tracked home run of the 2026 season, Major League or Minor League.

Bolting to the Show: The most recent Lugnut to make his MLB debut was 2024 Lugnuts outfielder Henry Bolte, who went 2-for-2 
for the A’s on May 13 to become the 203rd all-time Lugnut to reach the Major Leagues and the third this season (Daniel Susac, 
Eduardo Rivera).

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltrán went 
to be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver 
Sluggers, the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltrán 
will be inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.

2009: An hour and 46 minutes for a nine-inning game?! The Lugnuts’ Henderson Alvarez (7 IP, 5 H, 1 R, 4 K) and the Cedar Rapids 
Kernels’ Will Smith (8 IP, 5 H, 6 K) breezed right through a 1-0 Kernels victory in Cedar Rapids.

2017: With time running out due to intensifying rainstorms that progressed from an early mist in the early innings to a steady drizzle in 
the middle innings to utterly pouring by the end, the Lugnuts rallied for two runs in the bottom of the seventh to beat Lake County (who 
were furious that the game wasn’t called sooner), 5-4. Broadcaster Jesse Goldberg-Strassler called the game from The Outfield apart-
ment complex and was thoroughly drenched. Justin Maese set a career high with 12 strikeouts in seven innings, his league-leading third 
complete game of the year (6 IP, 7 IP, 9 IP).
