Delmarva then
took the lead on RBIs by Carter Young, Anderson De Los Santos, and Douglas Hodo to open a 6-4 lead. The rest
was Juan De Los Santos on the mound who was nearly perfect in five innings, allowing no hits or runs, striking
out a season-best six batters as we on to earn the victory in Delmarva's largest comeback win of the season.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: The Shorebirds turn to one of the most dependable starting arms on Thursday in Bradley
Brehmer for %?me three of the series and he'll face Trevor Martin for the RiverDogs. The third-round pick from
last July's draft will be making his the seventh start for Charleston and he's delivered in his early, professional
career, owning an ERA of 3.09 in 23.1 innings while collecting 33 strikeouts. He has struck out 7 or more in
three of his six starts so far this season.

GETTING BACK ON TRACK: The offense for Delmarva looks to return to early season form after a tough start
to the month of May.

The two played just one series last season that was also at the Joe and
the RiverDogs took five of the six games in the series. Delmarva won the finale to avoid the sweep and were
out-scored 38-44 in the series.
