The Yaks entered Sunday
with a chance to do something they hadn't done since April 10: win a series outright. The RidgeYaks
opened the season at 7-2, capturing series victories over Delmarva (2-1) and Wilson (5-1). Since
then, however, the Yaks have lost or split their last 12 series

SERIES HISTORY: Tonight, Salem and Columbia meet for the first time in 786 days. The last
meeting between the two clubs came at Segra Park on May 12, 2024, when Salem defeated the
Fireflies, 3-1. Matt Duffy tossed five scoreless innings, while Marvin Alcantara, Natanael Yuten, and
Daniel McElveny all recorded multi-hit games. RHP Luis Cohen and RHP Trennor 0'Donnell are
the only two Salem players from the 2024 series who are also on the roster for this series in 2026

OPATA ON TOP: Outfielder Andrews Opata stole his 37th base of the season in the sixth inning
Saturday night to pass Augusta's Tate Southisene for the Carolina League lead in stolen bases.
Through 64 games, Opata is 37-for-42 on stolen base attempts this season (88.1%). He also ranks
third among all Single-A players in stolen bases. His 37 stolen bases are the most by a Salem player
since Matty Johnson swiped 40 bags in 132 games during the 2014 season

ANDUJAR BREAKS THROUGH: After recording just one RBI, one stolen base, and batting .095
through his first 20 games in Single-A Salem, INF Louis Andujar has flipped it into gear over the
last two weeks. Over his last seven games since June 27, Andujar is hitting .360 (9-for-25) with eight
RBI and a.949 OPS. Andujar has recorded a hit in five of his last seven games after collecting hits
in just five of his first 20 games

SKYLAR’S KINGDOM: Outfielder Skylar King continues to impress in his second season of Single-
Abaseball. Thursday night in Augusta, King set new career highs with three hits (3-for-5) and four
RBI. Over his last nine games since June 24, he's batting .343 (12-for-38) with one home run, seven
RBI, and a.938 OPS. That batting average is eighth among Carolina League hitters since June 24
THE STRIKEOUT STAFF: After 80 games this season, Salem pitchers have combined to strike out
819 batters, good for the second-most in the Carolina League. The only team with more punchouts
is the Hill City Howlers (850). In total, Salem is averaging 10.24 strikeouts per game

MAGIC NUMBER TEN: The pitching staff has struck out double-digit batters on 49 occasions this
season (62% of all games), including 17 of the last 21 games since June 11

GUZMAN GOES YARD: Catcher Adonys Guzman homered for the second time this season with
Salem Thursday night in Augusta. Through 23 Single-A games, Guzman has recorded a hitin 17
contests. Over his last six games since June 24, he's batting .368 (7-for-19) with four extra-base
hits, two home runs, seven RBI, and a 1.251 OPS

MUSETT MASHES: Andruw Musett snapped a team-best 18-game on-base streak Sunday by
going 0-for-4 with three strikeouts. Since arriving in Salem on May 5, Musett has recorded a hit in
16 of his 23 games while reaching base in 21 of those 23 contests

THROW THEM OUT: Across 80 games this season, Salem catchers have thrown out 52 runners,
good for the fifth-most in Single-A. The RidgeYaks are throwing runners out at a 23.9% clip
STARTING STRONG: Salem's success this season has often started on the mound. The RidgeYaks
are 16-9 when their starting pitcher records at least 14 outs (4.2 innings). Over the last 15 games of
the second half, Salem is 4-1when its starter pitches more than four innings

®  RUN PARTY: Salem's offense erupted for 16 runs off 13 hits Thursday night. The 16 runs tied the
club's season high in 2026 (April 12 vs. Wilson). Salem has scored 16 or more runs just eight
times over the last 11 seasons (since 2015)

*  GILMAN GOES SIX.....AGAIN: For the second time this season LHP Jason Gilman dealt six
innings when he started on Saturday in Augusta. last time Gilman went six innings was on June
2 at Wilson when he struck out a career high 10 batters. Gilman has now struck out 60 batters
over 40.1innings of work, averaging 1.48 strikeouts per inning

®  FOUTCH FEELING IT: Friday night RHP Christian Foutch turned in one of his best starts of his
pro ball career, the starter a night ago went 4.2 innings (a new career high), allowing three hits
and one run while striking out a career high eight batters. After pitching to a 7.39 ERA over his
first 12 outings of his career. Foutch has allowed just one earned run over his last two starts
since June 27. Foutch has struck out 13 batters and allowed just three hits over his last 7.2
innings of work

®  SITTHEM DOWN: Over the 24 games in June, Salem pitchers finished the month by striking
out 272 hitters, averaging 11.33 strikeouts per game. In the month of June, that total ranked third
in Single-A and across all of Minor League Baseball (Full Season)

®  SALEM ON THE ROAD: The RidgeYaks have struggled away from home this season, posting a
14-28 road record, tied for the second-fewest road wins in Single-A. Offensively, Salem is batting
just .217 on the road, the second-lowest average in Single-A, while scoring 196 runs (sixth
fewest), and collecting 298 hits (fourth fewest). On the mound, Salem pitchers have allowed 254
runs (fifth most), while posting a 5.13 ERA (compared to the 4.32 ERA at home) and issuing 272
walks, the second-most by any Minor League club on the road this season

*  NEED TO LIMIT THE FREE PASSES: Through 80 games this season, Salem pitchers have
issued 489 walks, the sixth-most in all of Minor League Baseball, The Yaks are averaging 6.1

®  SALAZARIN JUNE: Once the calendar flipped to June, catcher Kleyver Salazar saw a surge at
the plate. The Venezuela native hit .281across 17 games in June (18-for-64) with three home
runs, 13 RBI, and 11 runs scored. Salazar has seen steady increase this season hitting .197in 16
games in April, .243 across 22 games in May and now the .281 mark in 17 games in June

*  KLEYVER THROWING RUNNERS OUT: Through 36 games this season, catcher Kleyver
Salazar has thrown out 22 of 95 attempted base stealers, good for a 23.2% caught-stealing rate.

First, “yak”
plays off the slang for kayak, a subtle salute to the region’s love for
kayaking and other outdoor recreation on the area’s waterways.

AYak is also a real animal. The Yak is a long-haired, heavily built bovine
native to high-altitude mountains. The Yak comes to symbolize strength,
resilience, stability, and a hardworking spirit, qualities that resonate with
both the team and the broader Salem community.

The new mascot, named Mac the Yak, takes inspiration from McAfee Knob,
one of the region’s most iconic natural landmarks, linking the team’s identity not only to
athletic grit, but to local heritage, outdoor adventure, and mountain pride.
