A WARM WELCOME: Mother Nature is shining down on Wilmington this
week, with sun and temperatures in the 80s predicted daily. When the
Spartanburgers visited Frawley Stadium last year, a game was post-
poned due to rain, temperatures did not climb above 50 degrees, and the
Blue Rocks' dugout flooded.

A *HIT* AWAY FROM HISTORY: Four Spartanburgers pitchers combined
for a one-hitter last Wednesday, the second nine-inning one-hitter in
Hub City history. The 'Burger bullpen's only one-hitter last year came
against the DOrive; Caden Scarborough, Brooks Fowler and Victor Simeon
combined for the shutout.

UNDER NEW MANAGEMENT: Former big league catcher Carlos Maldo-
nado has taken the helm of the '‘Burgers in 2026. The majority of Maldo-
nadao's staff from Low-A Hickory joins him: hitting coach Brian Pozos and
development coach Jorge Cortes. Mason Milkey joins the 'Burgers from
the ACL, and Landon Lassiter joins HC from the Orioles 2025 manager
Chad Comer, pitching coach Thomas St. Clair, development coach Jay
Sullenger and trainer Kiley Brown were promoted to Double-A Frisco.

The Hub City Spartan-
burgers, High-A affiliate
of the Texas Rangers,
were first announced in
2023. Diamond Baseball
Holdings purchased the
Down East Wood Ducks, the Single-A Rangers
affiliate at the time, and announced they would
move the team to a new ballpark in Spartanburg,
SC for the 2025 season. In May 2024, the team
was announced with the name of "Hub City Spar-
tanburgers". Two months later, MiLB decided that
the Spartanburgers would be a member of the
High-A South Atlantic League and the Hickory
Crawdads would move down to Single-A. Tysaon
Jeffers was announced in October 2023 as the
team's first general manager. The Spartanburg-
ers play in the south division of the South Atlantic
League. Chad Comer served as the first manager
in Spartanburger's history, leading Hub City to a
SAL South Division Championship in 2025. The
Spartanburgers lost in the SAL Championship to
the Brooklyn Cyclones, finishing the year 67-68.

With Fifth Third Bank PARK
serving as the naming rights =§¢5ﬂmv‘—
sponsor, the brand-new ball- @
park seats over 5,000 people.

The Johnson Group provided

oversight on the project while Overland Partners
served as the architect and Robins & Morton as
the general contractor. The ballpark is a part of a
$425 million development in downtown Spartan-
burg, S.C. Groundbreaking took place with a cere-
mony on November 1, 2023. The ballpark officially
opened for baseball on April 1, 2025 when Wofford
College defeated USC Upstate 5-2 in the ballpark's
first game. The next night, the Spartanburgers
hosted the Hickory Crawdads for a preseason
exhibition. The first official Sprartanburgers game
was a 5-3 win over Bowling Green on April 15,
2025. Cole Swindell headlined the first concert in
June 2025. Fifth Third Park hosted a record 4,798
fans in 2025 on the 4th of July for a Spartanburg-
ers game and the Red, White & Boom celebration.
