BARREL ME, BLAZER: On Tuesday night, the Saints lineup matched a season-high with seven "barrels," the optimal combination 

of exit velocity and launch angle. Any batted ball that exceeds 99 mph of exit velocity between a launch angle of 25-31 degrees 

qualifies, with each mph of velocity added increasing the range another 3 degrees (i.e. 100 mph between 24-33, 101 between 23-

35, etc). The hard-hitting St. Paul lineup lead Triple-A in the metric as a team, and have produced more barrels than 22 MLB clubs.

ARCIA, WE SEE YA: Saints infielder Orlando Arcia has hit safely in nine straight, the longest hitting streak for a St. Paul batter so 

far this year. The 31-year-old veteran is 15-for-38 (.395) with two homers & four extra-base hits during the run.

MiLB Leaders by Team, Home Runs to Lead off an Inning

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the year with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects, marking the most players 

listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise. Between Walker Jenkins , 

Kaelen Culpepper , Emmanuel Rodriguez , & Connor Prielipp , they touted four prospects on either the MLB.com or Baseball 

America Top-100 list to open the year, surpassing last year’s three. Gabriel Gonzalez  (7/10), Andrew Morris  (13/13), Marco Raya 

(18/21), and John Klein  (20/23) all opened the year in St. Paul, along with LHP Kendry Rojas  (10/8) on the injured list. RHP Ryan 

Gallagher  (19/22), OF Hendry Mendez  (12/14), and RHP C.J. Culpepper  (22/-) have all since joined the Saints mid-season.

Most Home Runs 34 Games into Season MLB & MiLB HR Leaders by Team, 2026

THE SLUGGING SAINTS: Following a series in which they mashed 18 homers in six games against Iowa, tying a Saints record for 

most homers slugged in a single series, the Saints added six more round-trippers to their ledger on Tuesday in Vegas. St. Paul 

have combined for 24 home runs in their last 7 contests, the most St. Paul have hit any 7-game stretch in franchise history, and 

have tallied 44 round-trippers in their previous 19 games dating back to April 14, the start of their series vs Lehigh Valley, also 

marking the most home runs slugged by St. Paul in any 19-game stretch in their Triple-A history. The Saints currently lead Minor 

League Baseball with 59 longballs on the season, and trail only the New York Yankees (60) in all of baseball (see below):

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After adding two more inning-opening blasts to their ledger on Tuesday, the Saints are tied for the 

MiLB lead in home runs to lead off an inning (see below). Kaelen Culpepper  (4), Orlando Arcia  (2) Alex Jackson (2), and 

Emmanuel Rodriguez (2) have all touched off for at least two home runs to lead off an inning each this year, with Culpepper twice 

leading off with home runs to start the day offensively for St. Paul. Culpepper is one of 13 hitters in MiLB with multiple "leadoff 

homers" (HR in 1st inning by a leadoff man); nobody in the minors or MLB has more than two.

BACK, BACK, GONE: Between Orlando Arcia , Kaelen Culpepper , Kyler Fedko , Alex Jackson , Emmanuel Rodriguez , Aaron 

Sabato , and Gabby Gonzalez , the Saints lead Triple-A with seven hitters that have slugged at least five home runs (Louisville have 

6 & Charlotte have 5 entering play Wednesday). The Saints are currently on pace to set a new team franchise record in home runs 

in a season and surpass 2023's total of 206. All seven hitters that have clubbed at least five homers are currently on pace to break 

the Saints' single-season home run record, accomplished by Carson McCusker  with 22 clouts last season.

DOMO ARIGATO, MR. SABATO: Tuesday night's breakout was the highlight of what's been a hot streak for Aaron Sabato . After 

riding the bench in 10 of the first 14 games of the season for St. Paul, Sabato has been a fixture in the lineup, appearing in 13 of 19 

games since April 14. In that stretch, the former UNC Tarheel is 14-last-40 (.350) with all five of his home runs this season and is 

producing a 1.297 OPS that ranks third among all Triple-A hitters with at least 30 PA in that run.

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints smashed six home runs, led by three-of-a-kind from Aaron Sabato , as they opened it up late 

against the Las Vegas Aviators in St. Paul's first-ever game in a Pacific Coast League ballpark on Tuesday night. Sabato stole the 

headlines early, crushing a bases-clearing double in his first at-bat to give the Saints a 3-2 lead in the second before proceeding to 

homer in his next three trips to the plate. Sabato's leadoff clout in the fourth extended the lead to 5-3, his solo blast in the sixth tied 

the game at six, and his two-run tater in the seventh swelled the lead to 11-6. It was the sixth three-homer game in Saints franchise 

history and the second this year. The 7 RBI for Sabato tied a Saints record, accomplished by two others. The rest of the club got in 

on the home run party in the eighth when Kaelen Culpepper , Gabby Gonzalez , and Alex Jackson  all clobbered round-trippers. The 

six homers were the second-most in a game for the Saints this year, one shy of Saturday against the I-Cubs.

LAST APPEARANCE: Fired 5.0 scoreless innings in middle relief to earn his first Triple-A win in his third 
career game at the level on Thursday at CHS Field...Followed opener Matt Bowman (2.0 IP) and after 
allowing hits to two of the first three men he faced, retired 13-of-14 to finish his outing...threw 26 four-
seamers (38%), 19 changeups (28%), 11 curveballs (16%), 11 sliders (16%), and 1 sinker (1%)...generated 
seven swings-and-misses, led by three on the curveball...
MIKE THE INVINCIBLE: Paredes had a unique statline last season, going 11-0 across his 37 appearances (2 
starts) with Double-A Wichita, plus one relief outing with the Saints to end the year. After pitching in his 
Triple-A debut to end the season on Sept. 19 in Memphis and getting a no-decision, he ensured just the 15th 
season in the last 20 years in all of minor league baseball where a pitcher racked up double-digit wins 
without a loss in the same season. It was just the sixth season in that span in which a pitcher accrued at 
least 11 wins without a losing decision, the first since Luis Quinones went 11-0 in the Blue Jays system in 
2024. Paredes' season in which he pitched 35 of 37 games in relief also featured 7 saves; there have only 
been 17 seasons of 10+ wins and 7+ saves in the minors since 2005. Paredes had pitched in 46 consecutive 
games without a losing decision (13 wins in that stretch) until he was saddled with a loss in his final 
appearance with Double-A Wichita on April 16 before a promotion to the Saints.
SALUTATIONS, MICHAEL: A native of San Diego and graduate of San Diego HS, Paredes was SDHS's 2018 
salutatorian, awarded to the student with the 2nd-highest Grade Point Average in their graduating class. He 
was a member of the Academy of Finance for one of his high school extracurriculars and went on to be 
named a 2020 Mountain West All-Academic selection as a business management major at SDSU.
